The Thots:
Intro. : A Memorial according to the dictionary is a Monument keeping in Memory a Past event or a Person.


A Memorial biblically is a sacrificial term to bring the offerer into remembrance before God 


or to bring God into favourable remembrance with the offerer.
A. The Memorial of the Slain Lamb in the Passover – A Monument to our Salvation.
1. The Memorial – And this day shall be unto you for a memorial.

Exo. 12:14

2. The Memory– ye shall observe this thing for an ordinance to thee and to thy sons for ever.
 12:24, 14, 17
3. The Meaning:

Exo. 12:27

That ye shall say, It is the sacrifice of the LORD'S passover, who passed…Israel in Egypt, 

when He smote the Egyptians, and delivered our houses. And the people bowed the head and worshipped.
a. It was a Remembrance of the Lord’s Redemption of the people from Slavery.
Exo. 12:27a

b. It was Regulated as an Ordinance to be Observed on a Specific date by His people.
Exo. 12:14, 24

c. This Reminder would lead the people to Revere the Lord in Solemn worship.
Exo. 12:27b

B. The Memorial of the Stones in Gilgal – a Monument to our Sanctification.

Josh. 4:7

these stones shall be for a memorial unto the children of Israel for ever.

1. The 12 Stones Buried in the River.

Josh. 4:9

Joshua set up twelve stones in the midst of Jordan…and they are there unto this day.
2. The 12 Stones Built on Land.

Josh. 4:3, 8, 20



Take you hence out of the midst of Jordan, out of the place where the priests' feet stood firm,



twelve stones…and leave them in the lodging place, where ye shall lodge this night.
3. The 24 Stones were selected Based on where the priests’ feet stood.  

Josh. 4:3, 9

Take you hence out of the midst of Jordan, out of the place where the priests' feet stood firm, twelve stones.
a. The Meaning: 

Josh. 4:21-24

What mean these stones? ... For the LORD your God dried up the waters of Jordan from before you, until 



ye were passed over…That all the people of the earth might know the hand of the LORD, that it is mighty: 



that ye might fear the LORD your God for ever.
b. The Memorial: 

Buried with him in baptism, wherein also ye are risen with Him through the faith of the operation of God, 



who hath raised Him from the dead.
i. The Stones Buried – We are dead and buried with Christ in Baptism.
Rom. 6:3, 4a

Know ye not, that so many of us as were baptized into Jesus Christ were baptized into His death?


Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death:
ii. The Stones Built on Land:

Rom. 6:4b


that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father,

 even so we also should walk in newness of life.

iii. The Stones were Based in the place where the feet of the priests stood.
Heb. 2:17-3:1


Wherefore in all things it behoved him to be made like unto his brethren, that he might be a merciful and 



faithful high priest in things pertaining to God, to make reconciliation for the sins of the people.


For in that He Himself hath suffered being tempted, He is able to succour them that are tempted.


Wherefore, holy brethren…consider the Apostle and High Priest of our profession, Christ Jesus.

C. The Memorial of the woman’s act in Simon’s house – a Monument to Sacrifice.
Matt. 26:6
Verily I say unto you, Wheresoever this gospel shall be preached in the whole world,
 there shall also this, that this woman hath done, be told for a memorial of her.
1. Anointing the Lord with her costly ointment – this ointment might have been sold for much.
Mt. 26:7
2. Anticipating the Lord’s burial – she hath poured this ointment on my body…for my burial.
Mt. 26:12

3. An Act of Sacrificial Worship – cf. and the house was filled with the odour of the ointment.
Jn. 12:3
D. The Memorial of the Lord’s Supper – a Monument to our Saviour.


1. It is a Memorial feast to keep in remembrance our Lord.


I Cor. 11:24, 25

2. It is to keep in Memory His death, burial and resurrection until He returns.

I Cor. 11:26

3. In the Meanwhile, let us celebrate it by worshipping Him for what He is and has done for us.
By Christ redeemed, in Christ restored, We keep the memory adored,
And show the death of our dear Lord, Until He come.

His body broken in our stead Is here in this memorial bread,
And so our feeble love is fed Until He come.
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1. As we travel along life’s journey, we meet with varied experiences - some are memorable, some are bitter and some impact us to such an extent that we are no more what we were before. These are milestones in our life. Among them might be those days when we were confronted face to face with the Lord that changed our lives completely. There could also be those other days like our marriage, the birth of the firstborn, our own special birthdays, etc. Spare a few moments this week and reflect on these milestones in your life and consider how God has played a part in them. And worship Him!
2. A memorial has often been set up with the intention that it may be a monument to the generations that follow in reminding them of a past event or a person who has been very meaningful to the family, tribe, etc.

(Exo 12:14 KJV)  And this day shall be unto you for a memorial; and ye shall keep it a feast to the 
LORD throughout your generations; ye shall keep it a feast by an ordinance for ever.

(Exo 12:24 KJV)  And ye shall observe this thing for an ordinance to thee and to thy sons for ever.


(Exo 12:17 KJV)  And ye shall observe the feast of unleavened bread; for in this selfsame day have I 
brought your armies out of the land of Egypt: therefore shall ye observe this day in your generations 
by an ordinance for 
ever.

Are we passing on to our children and teaching the generations that follow the significance, the 
observance and the importance of the Lord’s Supper?


Let us remind ourselves that the observance of the memorial of the Lord’s Supper is until He comes.
