until he comes to whom it belongs (Shiloh, KJV)
a. The Sceptre: the Symbol of the Royal Rule of the king.
b. The Staff: the Sign of Judicial Rule of the judge or lawgiver.
c. The Shiloh: its Significance – a Place or the Prince, Who is the Owner of the Sceptre?
i. Not a Place, as translation reads: until he comes to Shiloh.
Cf. KJV
ii. But a Person, the Owner of the Sceptre, as literal translation reads: to whom it belongs
 NIV

See Eze. 21:27: until he come whose right it is, as a comparison demonstrates.

iii. The Point of termination of Judah’s rule: until Shiloh come
Gen. 49:10

The last king of Judah was Addressed: Remove the diadem, and take off the crown:
Eze. 21:26

The next real King of Judah will Ascend the throne: until he come(s) whose right it is
Eze. 21:27

C. The Prospective Gathering unto Him – at the Consummation.  The day will come when …
1. The Church shall be Gathered unto Him in the clouds.

I Thes. 4:17

Then we which are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds,


 to meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord.

2. Israel shall be Gathered unto Him on the earth.

Matt. 24:31

And He shall send his angels with a great sound of a trumpet, and they shall gather together 

His elect from the four winds, from one end of heaven to the other.

3. All nations shall be gathered before Him for Judgment.

2. Many of our church gatherings today are more of a social nature. 

Compare this to the early church gathering described in Acts 2:42-48, NIV:

They devoted themselves to the apostles' teaching and to the fellowship, to the breaking of bread and to prayer. Everyone was filled with awe, and many wonders and miraculous signs were done by the apostles. All the believers were together and had everything in common .Selling their possessions and goods, they gave to anyone as he had need. Every day they continued to meet together in the temple courts. They broke bread in their homes and ate together with glad and sincere hearts, praising God and enjoying the favor of all the people. And the Lord added to their number daily those who were being saved.
Can we experience these same features today in our gatherings in the Name of our Lord?
