1. Three different Greek words are used for the word “Remembrance” in II Pet. 1:12-15, 

as follows:
a. “tupos” (1:12)which literally means a stamp, a die or a mould. 
Commonly used to refer to events, things or people that we bring to mind to serve as examples 

for us to learn lessons from, e.g. 

· Now these things were our examples (tupos), to the intent we should

not lust after evil things, as they also lusted.
I Cor. 10:6
· All these things happened unto them for ensamples (tupos):

 and they are written for our admonition.
I Cor. 10:12
· Brethren, be followers together of me, and mark them which walk 

so as ye have us for an ensample (tupos).
Phil. 3:17
· See, saith he, that thou make all things according to the pattern (tupos)

 showed to thee in the mount.
Heb. 8:5

· I will therefore put you in remembrance (tupos), though ye once knew this…. 
Jude 5

b. “hupomnesis” (1:13) from  “hupomimnesko” which means to remind quietly, 

i.e. to suggest to the memory.
c. “mneme” (1:15) from “mimnesko” which means to remind, to recall to mind.
d. The “remembrance” in I Cor. 11: 24 and 25 is “anamnesis” from “anamimnesko” 

which means to call to mind.

Note that in all instances “remembrance” is an activity in the mind.
