1. The Stress of “By Himself”

a. It stresses on His Willingness.
Heb. 6:13, 14

i. God made promise to Abraham…Saying, Surely blessing I will bless thee, 


and multiplying I will multiply thee.

Heb. 6:17
ii. God, willing more abundantly to show…the immutability of his counsel, confirmed it by an oath:
b. It stresses on His Uniqueness:
Heb. 6:13


God made promise to Abraham, because He could swear by no greater.


2. The Significance of “By Himself”
a. It signifies a Double Immutability – by two immutable things. The two things are…
Heb. 6:18

i. What God Says He will keep – He is the God, that cannot lie.

Tit. 1:2
ii. When God Swears He will keep what He swears – it was impossible for God to lie
Heb. 6:18, 13

Because he could swear by no greater, he sware by himself
b. Compare the Divine Double Security.

Jn. 10:28-30
i. We are Definitely safe in the hands of the Son.
Jn. 10:28


They shall never perish; neither shall any man pluck them out of My hand.

ii. We are Doubly safe in the hands of the Son and the Father.
Jn. 10:29


No man is able to pluck them out of My Father's hand.

iii. The Divine double security:

· My Father, which gave them me, is greater than all.
Jn. 10:29

· I and my Father are one.
Jn. 10:30
B. The Son Purged our Sins By Himself.

Heb. 1:3


When he had by Himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high
1. He was the Peerless Son of God yet He Himself offered to purge our sins.
a. The Willingness of His Offering.

i. Then said I, Lo, I come…to do thy will, O God.
Heb. 10:7
ii. (Jesus) saying, Father, if thou be willing…nevertheless not my will, but thine, be done.
Lk. 22:42
b. The Uniqueness of His Offering:
i. He Himself, truly God, became Man that He might Destroy Death and the Devil.
Heb. 2:14

Forasmuch then as the children are partakers of flesh and blood, he also himself likewise took part of the same; that through death he might destroy him that had the power of death, that is, the devil.

ii. He Himself Suffered as man in order that He might Succour men.


For in that he Himself hath suffered being tempted, he is able to succour them that are tempted

2. Thus, having Purged our Sins He sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high.
a. Christ Sat down, having Completed His work of propitiation.
Heb. 10:12


But this man, after he had offered one sacrifice for sins for ever, sat down on the right hand of God;

b. Contrast Aaron who had to Stand up as he could never complete his work.
Heb. 10:11


Every priest standeth daily ministering and offering… the same sacrifices, which can never take away sins:
i. Because Aaron himself also is compassed with infirmity.
Heb. 5:2
ii. By reason hereof he ought, as for the people, so also for himself, to offer for sins. 
Heb. 5:3-5
Con.: 
Let us this day remember Him, Who Himself bore our sins in His body on the tree, 

so that we might die to sins and live for righteousness.
I Pet. 2:24
Shall I tell you what brought me to Jesus, What caused me to seek His blessèd face?
It was this, that, to save and to cleanse me, He just put Himself in my place.
Refrain: He just put Himself in my place, He just put Himself in my place (O bless His Name!)
This is the Gospel story, To Jesus the glory, He just put Himself in my place.
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1.  Our Lord’s last Request to His disciples when He instituted the Lord’s Supper was:
(as He broke the bread) Take, eat; this is my body, and (as He gave thanks for the cup and gave it to them) Drink ye all of it; For this is my blood of the new testament, which is shed for many for the remission of sins.
Mat 26:26-28 
Later in a Revelation to Paul, He Reminded the Church to eat the bread and drink of the cup in Remembrance of Him: “this do in remembrance of Me, for as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord's death till he come.”
I Cor. 11: 23-26
Believers at the Lord’s Supper today seem to have lost the Lord’s “Remember Me” request. Instead they seem to concentrate on the worship aspect in general and lose sight of remembering Him in His death and resurrection in particular, when it should be primarily the remembrance of Him first leading inevitably to worship based on this remembrance. 

Let us remember Him as He told us to and to go on from there to Worship Him for what He Himself is and did for us. Then let us continue the worship first commenced at the Lord’s Supper to continue to worship Him for the rest of the week.

2. The Lord took upon Himself the nature of man that He might destroy death and the devil:
Forasmuch then as the children are partakers of flesh and blood, he also himself likewise took part of the same; that through death he might destroy him that had the power of death, that is, the devil.
Heb. 2:14

He Himself also went through the infirmities of the flesh that He might intercede for us better: For in that he himself hath suffered being tempted, he is able to succour them that are tempted.
Heb. 2:18
He went through all these Himself and now He is sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high (Heb. 1:3) so that He can be an High Priest Who can “be touched with the feeling of our infirmities; (Who) was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin.” (Heb. 4:15)
Knowing and realising what He Himself has done for us, this week let us therefore come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy, and find grace to help in time of need.
Heb. 4:16
