Jn. 2:4
The Thots: 

Intro.: The Lord’s Hour or Gk. Hora = “hour, time” primarily denoted any time or period, especially a season. - Vines
In the NT it is used to denote:
· A Part of the “day or night – the selfsame hour”; duration, e.g. one hour; or a season
Mt. 8:13; 20:12; Jn 5:35
· An extended Period of time – it is the last hour
1 Jn. 2:18, RV
· A definite Point of time – the hour is at hand 
Mt. 26:45
A. His Hour was not yet come


1. The Lord’s first Miracle must await His time – Mine hour is not yet come.
Jn. 2:4, 11
a. His first Miracle was for the appropriate hour when it would Manifest God’s Glory.
Jn. 2:11a

This beginning of miracles did Jesus in Cana of Galilee, and manifested forth His glory.
b. This Beginning of miracles was also to Bring His disciples to Believe in Him:
Jn. 2:11b

This beginning of miracles did Jesus in Cana of Galilee…and His disciples believed on Him.
2. The Lord’s last Ministry to be Captured and Crucified on the Cross must await His time.
a. He did not do His Miracles for the sake of Manifesting His own glory.
Jn. 7:3, 4

His brethren…said… go into Judaea, that Thy disciples also may see the works that Thou doest.
… If Thou do these things, show Thyself to the world.


b. His Mission to the cross must await God’s Marked-out timing for Him, unlike theirs.
Jn. 7:6, 8


Then Jesus said unto them, My time is not yet come: but your time is alway ready.


Go ye up unto this feast: I go not up yet unto this feast: for My time is not yet full come.

c. He Could not be Captured and sent to the Cross before His Time.

Jn. 7:30; 8:20

Then they sought to take Him: but no man laid hands on Him, because His hour was not yet come.


These words spake Jesus… in the temple: and no man laid hands on Him; for His hour was not yet come.

B. His Hour was come
1. His Hour was Come – It would be Soon.
a. Soon He would be the corn of wheat falling into the Ground and He would be Glorified.
Jn. 12:23, 24

Jesus answered…The hour is come, that the Son of man should be glorified. Verily, verily, I say unto you, 

Except a corn of wheat fall into the ground and die, it abideth alone: but if it die, it bringeth forth much fruit.

b. Soon He would Leave this world and return to His Loving Father.

Jn. 13:1a


Jesus knew that his hour was come that He should depart out of this world unto the Father
c. Soon the Father Himself would Glorify Him and He, in turn, would Glorify God.
Jn. 17:1

Jesus…said, Father, the hour is come; glorify thy Son, that thy Son also may glorify thee.

i. The Father would Sustain Jesus in Suffering; Accept His Atoning Sacrifice, 

Resurrect Him and Restore Him to His glory that He first had with the Father.
ii. The Son would glorify the Father in accomplishing His Purpose and Plan of redemption for mankind.
2. His Hour was Come – It would be Now
a. Now was time to face His Last Hour for which He was sent.

John 12:27

Now is my soul troubled…Father, save me from this hour: but for this cause came I unto this hour.
b. Now was the time to keep the Last Passover 


And when the hour was come, He sat down, and the twelve apostles with Him.
Lk. 22:14
i. Now had come the time for the Lamb of God to be Slain for the Sin of the world. 
Jn. 1:29


Behold the Lamb of God, which taketh away the sin of the world.

ii. Now had come the time for the Passover Lamb to be Sacrificed for the world.
I Cor. 5:7


For even Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us:
c. Now was time to institute the Lord’s Supper.

i. The Symbols were selected and their Significance taught.

Lk. 22:19, 20

He took bread, and gave thanks, and brake it…saying, This is My body which is given for you.


Likewise also the cup…saying, This cup is the new testament in My blood, which is shed for you.

ii. His People would thus remember His Person – this do in remembrance of Me.
Lk. 22: 19, 20
· For us this Lord’s Day, at His appointed hour the Lord will be seated at the head of His Table waiting for us.

· Let us not fail to be there to remember Him.

According to Thy gracious word, In meek humility,
This will I do, my dying Lord, I will remember Thee.
Thy body, broken for my sake, My bread from Heaven shall be;
The testamental cup I take, And thus remember Thee.
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1. The Lord Jesus also mentioned an “hour” that commenced at His time and has lasted until now:
Jn. 4:23, 24
But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worshippers shall worship the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father seeketh such to worship him.
God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth.
This is the hour of the true worshippers. It has lasted almost two thousand years since the first time the Lord mentioned it. 

a. It had replaced Samaritan worship:
Jn. 4:21, 22a

Woman, believe me, the hour cometh, when ye shall neither in this mountain, nor yet at Jerusalem, worship the Father. Ye worship ye know not what:
b. It had replaced Jewish worship:


We know what we worship: for salvation is of the Jews.
Jn. 4:22b

c. Now is the hour of true worshippers:

But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worshippers shall worship the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father seeketh such to worship Him. God is a Spirit: and they that worship Him must worship Him in spirit and in truth.


What did Christ mean by Samaritan Worship? – Ye worship ye know not what

By Jewish worship? – We know what we worship: for salvation is of the Jews.
What True Worship is: they that worship Him must worship Him in spirit and in truth.

2. The Lord Jesus also mentioned an hour that is coming that may last a thousand years or so – the hour between the two resurrections: one unto the resurrection of life and the other unto the resurrection of damnation.
Jn. 5:25, 28, 29

Verily, verily, I say unto you, The hour is coming, and now is, when the dead shall hear the voice of the Son of God: and they that hear shall live…Marvel not at this: for the hour is coming, in the which all that are in the graves shall hear his voice, and shall come forth; they that have done good, unto the resurrection of life; and they that have done evil, unto the resurrection of damnation.
Between these two resurrections there seems to be a period of one thousand years: Rev. 20:5

(The rest of the dead did not come to life until the thousand years were ended.) This is the first resurrection.
Are you prepared for this resurrection of life? What do you consider are the possible events that will take place after this resurrection? Reflect.
