The Text: 
Think on me when it shall be well with thee…
Gen. 40:14


Yet did not the chief butler remember Joseph, but forgat him.
Gen. 40:23
The Thots: 

· A sister once asked me, “What do we think of when we remember the Lord as He commanded us to



 when we are at the Lord’s Supper or Remembrance Feast?”

· Perhaps we Could start by Considering the situation some of the great Cloud of witnesses 


were in when they cried out, “Remember me”, and then  look unto Jesus the Author and Finisher of our faith; Who for the joy that was set before Him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is set down at the right hand of the throne of God. For consider Him that endured such contradiction of sinners against Himself, 
lest ye be wearied and faint in your minds. Thus, we need to Remember Him.
Heb. 12:1-3
A. Think of Samson – He had his hands outstretched when he cried out, remember me.
Jud. 16:28, 29

Samson took hold of the two middle pillars…of the one with his right hand, and of the other with his left.


And Samson called unto the LORD, and said, O Lord GOD, remember me.

Remember the Lord Crucified on the Cross with His hands outstretched enduring its sufferings for you:


Looking unto Jesus …who for the joy that was set before him endured the cross…

Heb. 12:2

B. Think of Nehemiah – 

Neh. 13: 31 cf. 14, 22

He contributed the wood and firstfruits offerings unto God at the appointed times.

Neh. 13:31


And for the wood offering, at times appointed, and for the firstfruits. Remember me, O my God, for good.

Remember the Lord Who His own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree.

I Pet. 2:24 

Remember the Lord Who rose from the dead, (to) become the firstfruits of them that slept.
I Cor. 15:20


Thus, Remember the Lord in His death, burial and resurrection:

 

how that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures; and that He was buried, 

and that He rose again the third day according to the scriptures:

C. Think of Job –


Job 14:13, 14


He was prepared to take shelter in the grave until his “judgment” be past. He had hope of a life after death.

O that Thou wouldest hide me in the grave, that Thou wouldest keep me secret, 

Until Thy wrath be past, that Thou wouldest appoint me a set time, and remember me!


If a man die, shall he live again? all the days of my appointed time will I wait, till my change come.

Remember the Lord Who died and Whose soul was not left in hell, neither his flesh did see corruption.

D. Think of the Thief on the Cross –


Lk. 23:42, 43

He said unto Jesus, Lord, remember me when Thou comest into Thy kingdom.


And Jesus said unto him, Verily I say unto thee, To day shalt thou be with Me in paradise.
Remember the Lord Who, having by Himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand 
of the Majesty on high…Then cometh the end, when He shall have delivered up the kingdom to God,

 even the Father...For He must reign, till he Hath put all enemies under His feet.

E. Think of Paul

I Cor. 11:2, 23-25
Paul praised the believers for remembering him and keeping the ordinances he had delivered unto them. 

Among the ordinances was the ordinance of the Lord’s Supper. He said,  

Now I praise you, brethren, that ye remember me in all things, and keep the ordinances, as I delivered them to

 you… For I have received of the Lord that which also I delivered unto you, That the Lord Jesus the same night in which He was betrayed took bread: And when He had given thanks, He brake it, and said, Take, eat: this is My body, which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of Me. After the same manner also He took the cup, when he had supped, saying, This cup is the new testament in My blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of Me.

Remember the Lord Who was crucified on the cross, bearing our sins in His own body on the tree. He died and was buried, but His body was not allowed to remain in the grave to see corruption. It was raised on the third day and later He ascended to His Father in a transformed body. He is now seated on His right hand waiting for the time when His enemies will be made His footstool when He comes again to set up His Kingdom.

Until then may we be faithful in remembering our Lord as we look unto Him and consider Him as we think of the witnesses in their peculiar situations corresponding to His experiences when they said, “Remember Me”.
Gethsemane can I forget? Or there Thy conflict see,
Thine agony, and bloody sweat, And not remember Thee?

When to the cross I turn mine eyes, And rest on Calvary,
O Lamb of God, my sacrifice, I must remember Thee.

Reflections for the Week
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1. Often at the Lord’s Supper we tend to let our thoughts wander and think of mundane things that take our mind away from the Lord. One practical step that we can take to safeguard our focus on the Lord is to come to the meeting early, go to our seats and spend some time thinking on, considering and remembering the Lord, shutting our minds from the outside word in order to be shut in with Him. What other practical things can you do to stay focus on the Lord when you join His people to remember Him? Reflect.
2. The Lord’s Supper should not be treated as a “one-time” get together before which there is no bearing on our lives, and after which we go out to live our lives without the fragrance of the remembrance and reverence of the Lord leaving with us, and motivating us to live another week in close relationship with Him. In fact, the Lord’s Supper should be the climax of our close walk with Him in the week leading to this time when the Remembrance of the Lord becomes the expression of our innermost appreciation, adoration and acclamation of what He has been to us and what He has done for us throughout the week. Is the Reality of this Remembrance experience yours? If not, why not? What can you do during the week to look forward to a meaningful time with the Lord at the Lord’s Supper next Lord’s Day? Reflect.
