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The Theme:
Go to Galilee
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The Text: 
Tell His disciples and Peter that He goeth before you into Galilee.
Mk. 16:7
He is not here, but is risen: remember how He spake unto you when He was yet in Galilee. Lk. 24:6
The Thots: 

A. He is not here, but is Risen –
Lk. 24:6a
1. Yesterday, He was not There in the Tomb – He had risen.

2. Today, He is Here at the Head of the Table – He is the Risen Head in our midst.

B. Remember how He Spoke unto You.
Lk. 24:6b
1. Remember What He Predicted:

Lk. 24:7

The Son of man must be delivered into the hands of sinful men, and be crucified, and the third day rise again.


2. Remember Where He Predicted this:



They arrived at the country of the Gadarenes, which is over against Galilee.

Lk. 8:26

Saying, The Son of man must suffer many things…and be slain, and be raised the third day.
Lk. 9:22
C. when he was yet in Galilee
Lk. 24:6c
1. What Happened in Galilee?
a. From Galilee, His disciples were sent out to Preach.

Lk. 9:2
i. He would Provide for them, trust Him.


Lk. 9:3


Take nothing for your journey…neither bread, neither money; neither have two coats…


ii. He Proved it by feeding 5000 men with only five loaves and two fishes.

Lk. 9:12-17

The disciples must Put their trust in His faithfulness and be faithful to Him.
b. In Galilee, Peter confessed Him as The Christ of God.

Lk. 9:18-20
i. Peter was Challenged: Who say ye that I am?

Lk. 20a
ii. Peter Confessed: The Christ of God.


Lk. 20:b


Peter would trust Him and His faithfulness, and be faithful to Him.

2. What Happened at Jerusalem?
a. The disciples Forsook Jesus – they were not Faithful to Him.


Then all the disciples forsook him, and fled.

Mt. 26:56
b. Peter Denied Jesus and was Dejected.


Mt. 26:75

Peter remembered the word of Jesus, which said unto him, Before the cock crow,

 thou shalt deny Me thrice. And he went out, and wept bitterly.


Both the Disciples and Peter had been Unfaithful to their Lord!

3. After the Lord’s Resurrection, all must return to Galilee.

Mt. 28: 7
a. Go quickly, and tell His disciples that He is risen from the dead; 


and, behold, He goeth before you into Galilee; there shall ye see Him.
b. Go your way, tell His disciples and Peter that He goeth before you into Galilee:

Mk. 16:7
i. It was in Galilee that His disciples were Commissioned and Peter made His Confession.
ii. In Jerusalem, they Forsook Him while He was still Faithful to them as He said He would. 

iii. Now they must return to Galilee where they First made their allegiance


– He too would be there for them: to Forgive and restore them. 


He is Faithful and just to Forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.
I Jn. 1:9
4. We too need to Return to the spirit of the first Lord’s Supper.

I Cor. 11:23-26
a. It was first Requested of His Disciples: this do in Remembrance of Me.

Lk. 22:19, 20

b. It was then Revealed by Him to Paul for us: I have Received of the Lord that which also I delivered unto you:
i. The Lord Jesus the same night in which He was betrayed took bread:


And when He had given thanks, He brake it, and said, Take, eat: this is My body, which is broken for you: 
this do in remembrance of Me.
ii. After the same manner also He took the cup, when He had supped, saying, This cup is the new testament in My blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of Me.
With gentle voice the angel gave The women tidings at the grave;
“Fear not, your Master shall ye see; He goes before to Galilee.”

Then, hastening on their eager way The joyful tidings to convey,
Their Lord they met, their living Lord, And falling at His feet adored.

Th’Eleven, when they hear, with speed To Galilee forthwith proceed,
That there once more they may behold The Lord’s dear face, as He foretold.
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Reflections for the Week
R. 124

1. The Disciples had to return to Galilee where they first were Commissioned 

after having forsaken the Lord and fled.


Likewise Peter had to return to Galilee where he first Confessed Jesus as the Christ of God


after having denied the Lord and wept bitterly.


Abraham had to return to Bethel where He first built an altar unto the Lord after he had 

backslidden in Egypt. Consider:
At the Beginning at Bethel:
And he removed from thence unto a mountain on the east of Bethel, and pitched his tent, having Bethel on the west, and Hai on the east: and there he builded an altar unto the LORD, and called upon the name of the LORD. 
Gen. 12:8
After his Backsliding in Egypt, it was Back to Bethel:

And he went on his journeys from the south even to Bethel, unto the place where his tent had been at the beginning, between Bethel and Hai.
Gen. 13:3
If you have gone astray from the Lord, you need to return to that point where you first met the Lord to be restored.

If you have lost your love for the Lord, your need to return to that first love for Him and start afresh with the past confessed and repented of and forgiven. Then you need to start afresh.
Reflect on what the Lord said to the church at Ephesus:

Nevertheless I have somewhat against thee, because thou hast left thy first love.

Remember therefore from whence thou art fallen, and Repent, and do the first works;
or else I will come unto thee quickly, and will Remove thy candlestick out of his place, 
except thou repent.
Rev. 2:4, 5
2. But go your way, tell His disciples and Peter that He goeth before you into Galilee: there shall ye see Him, as He said unto you.
Mk. 16:7
Reflect on these Lovely and Loving words “tell His disciples and Peter”. 

Consider the time when the Lord was at the Sea of Tiberias (Sea of Galilee). He again fed them with bread and fishes (cp. the feeding of the five thousand  with five loaves and two fishes to prove His faithful provision for them when He first sent them out) to restore their confidence in Him, None of the disciples durst ask him, Who art thou? knowing that it was the Lord. Jesus then cometh, and taketh bread, and giveth them, and fish likewise.
Jn. 21:12, 13
Not only did Jesus had the heart for His disciples, He also had a heart specially for Peter.

So when they had dined, Jesus saith to Simon Peter, Simon, son of Jonas, lovest thou me more than these? He saith unto him, Yea, Lord; thou knowest that I love thee. He saith unto him, Feed my lambs.
Jn. 21:15-17

Peter denied Jesus three times. Now Peter had to confess that he loved the Lord three times!

Thus Jesus restored Peter’s faith in Him and His faithfulness to Him.

Reflect: The Lord not only loved His disciples as a group, He also loved Peter as an individual. He loves you! Do not Remain away from Him. Be Reconciled and be Restored to Him.
