a. Joseph was the beloved of his father – Now Israel loved Joseph

Cf. Jesus with His Father: Thou lovedst Me before the foundation of the world.

Down from His glory, Ever living story, My God and Savior came, And Jesus was His Name.

1. Jesus left His glory to come down to earth to carry out the Father’s plan of redemption for us.
Having accomplished His mission on earth - I have glorified thee on the earth: I have finished the work which Thou gavest Me to do, He had returned to heaven and to the glory which I had with Thee before the world was. 
However He had left us on this earth. He prayed to the Father: I pray not that thou shouldest take them out of the world, but that thou shouldest keep them from the evil. (Jn. 17: 4, 5, 15)
One reason is that we might be a witness to Him and to glorify Him on earth.

Now reflect on this command from the Lord Himself:
