A. A Sacrifice to Bring Sin to Remembrance
Num. 5:15


It is an offering of jealousy, an offering of memorial, bringing iniquity to remembrance.

1. The Cause: If any man's wife goes astray and is unfaithful to him…
Num 5:12, NRSV

and there is no witness…and he is jealous…
5: 13, 14, NRSV


2. The Composition of the Sacrifice: the offering required for her, 
5:15 cf. Lev. 2:1, 2

one-tenth of an ephah of barley flour. He shall pour no oil on it and put no frankincense on it

Symbolically, a Sacrifice not Sanctified by the Spirit and which brings no pleasure to God
3. The Consequence: She would be brought before the Lord, and…
Num. 5:16, 18, 25, 30


If found guilty: the woman shall be a Curse among her people.
5:27

If found not guilty: then she shall be free, and shall Conceive seed.
5:28

This Sacrifice reminds us: Be Sure your Sin will find you out.
Num. 32:23
B. A Sacrifice to Blot out Sin from Remembrance Typically.


in those sacrifices there is a remembrance again made of sins every year.
Heb. 10:3

1. The Reason: The sacrifices were not the Realities – they were but types and shadows of things to come.

The law is only a shadow of the good things that are coming--not the realities themselves. 
10:1a, NIV
2. The Regularity: The sacrifices were a Reminder of our sin that it needed atonement.
10:1b, NIV

For this reason it can never, by the same sacrifices repeated endlessly year after year, 


make perfect those who draw near to worship.
3. The Revelation: They pointed to and Reveal the ultimate Sacrifice for sin that would come.
10:6, 7

In burnt offerings and sacrifices for sin thou hast had no pleasure. 


Then said I, Lo, I come (in the volume of the book it is written of me,) to do thy will, O God.

C. A Sacrifice to Blot out Sin From Remembrance Permanently.
Heb. 10:17

This is the covenant that I will make with them after those days, saith the Lord, I will put my laws into their 
hearts, and in their minds will I write them; And their sins and iniquities will I remember no more.
1. This is the New Covenant God Promised to make with His People Israel in the future. Eze. 31:31, 33


Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that I will make a new covenant…with the house of Israel…I will put 
my law in their inward parts, and write it in their hearts; and will be their God, and they shall be my people.
2. This is also the New Covenant that Christ made with His Church:
Mt. 26:28; Mk. 14:24; Lk. 22:20


For this is My blood of the new testament (Covenant), which is shed for many for the remission of sins.
3. By this New Covenant we are Perfected and ours sins Put away to be remembered no more.  Heb. 10:12, 14


But this man, after he had offered one sacrifice for sins for ever, sat down on the right hand of God…;


For by one offering he hath perfected for ever them that are sanctified.
4. In this New Covenant, there will be no more Sacrifice for Sin.
Heb. 10:17, 18, NIV

He also adds, "I will remember their sins and their lawless deeds no more."


 Where there is forgiveness of these, there is no longer any offering for sin.

D. A Sacrifice to Bring our Saviour into Remembrance.

1. To Commemorate the New Covenant, the Lord has given us His own Remembrance Feast.
I Cor. 11:25

After the same manner also He took the cup, when He had supped, saying,

 This cup is the new testament in my blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of Me.
2. At this Feast, we are to keep in Memory Him Who is the Mediator of this New Covenant.
Heb. 9:15, NIV


For this reason Christ is the Mediator of a new covenant, 

that those who are called may receive the promised eternal inheritance—


now that he has died as a ransom to set them free from the sins committed.
Let us keep this Feast in Remembrance of our Redeemer Who had given His life a Ransom for us all.
O God, the God that saveth me, Remove my guilty stains,
And I will sing Thy righteousness In grateful, joyous praise.

O Lord, now open Thou my lips, Long closed by sin and shame;
My mouth shall show before the world The glory of Thy Name.
No sacrifice dost Thou desire, Else would I give it Thee;
Nor with appointed offerings Wilt Thou delighted be.

A broken spirit is to God A pleasing sacrifice;
A broken and a contrite heart Thou, Lord, will not despise.
Do good to Zion in Thy grace,Her ruined walls restore;
Then sacrifice of righteousness Shall please Thee as of yore.

Thy people then, with willing hands And hearts that Thou hast blest,
Shall bring in thankful sacrifice Their choicest gifts and best.

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1. The above is a paraphrase of Psa. 51 with David’s sin with Bathsheba as the background. After his confession and being assured of forgiveness, David prayed this: (Psa. 51:13-17)


Then will I teach transgressors Thy ways; and sinners shall be converted unto Thee.


Deliver me from bloodguiltiness, O God, thou God of my salvation: 

and my tongue shall sing 
aloud of thy righteousness.


O Lord, open thou my lips; and my mouth shall show forth thy praise.


For thou desirest not sacrifice; else would I give it:


 Thou delightest not in burnt offering.


The sacrifices of God are a broken spirit: a broken and a contrite heart, O God, thou wilt not 
despise.


You too have been forgiven of all yours sins – past, present and future. Are you prepared to 
commit yourself to do what David did after having received forgivingness from God? 
List out his “Resolutions” and Reflect if you will be so committed

2. There is a Sacrifice to bring sin into remembrance and a sacrifice that blots out sin from remembrance. By the Lord’s perfect sacrifice, our sins will no more be brought into remembrance:

·  (Heb 10:17 KJV)  And their sins and iniquities will I remember no more.
·  (Psa 103:12 KJV)  As far as the east is from the west, so far hath he removed our transgressions from us.
· (Micah 7:19 KJV)  He will turn again, he will have compassion upon us; he will subdue our iniquities; and thou wilt cast all their sins into the depths of the sea.


The above promises go beyond all expressions that we can think of or imagine to assure 
us of our sins having been forgiven by God. Yet at times, we can still have doubts. Why?
