1. The Day when the heavens and the earth were finished, and all the host of them.

2. The Day when the Lord rested from His work which He had made.

a. His Creation was perfect. It was a perfect day – the day the Lord hath made! 
b. 
God saw every thing that He had made, and, behold, it was very good.

Gen. 1:31
c. And God had Created Man with his own free Choice to obey Him.

Gen. 2:16, 17

d. 
Of every tree of the garden thou mayest freely eat: But of the tree of the knowledge of good 

and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: for in the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die.  
e. However, man Chose to disobey God and marred that day. 

· The Consequence: Adam and his wife hid themselves from the presence of the LORD God. Gen. 3:8 cf. v. 5
a. The Day became the Day of Death and Man was Driven out from the face of the earth.
Cf. Gen. 4:14
b. Cain Declared: Behold, Thou hast driven me out this day…; and from Thy face shall I be hid.

Because of Sin, Man hid himself from God and God hid Himself from Man.

c. Thus began the book of the generations of Adam. In the day that God created man…
Gen. 5:1


It was a book of “Death” – “and he died… and he died… and he died… and he died…,etc. Gen. 5:5, 8, 11, 14

· Man marred the Day the Lord had made with his Disobedience: he was Driven out of God’s presence to Die!
1. This is the Day – the Day of Redemption.
Exo. 12:2

2. 
God had to start all over again; this time, with a new foundation, founded on the death of a Spotless Substitute.

3. Thus, a new Day to Signify a new beginning.

Exo. 12:2
a. This month shall be unto you the beginning of months: it shall be the first month of the year to you.


b. This day came ye out in the month Abib.


Exo. 13:2
4. It was the Day when the Passover Lamb would be Slain and its blood Shed.

Exo. 12:5-7

5. The Day when the Lord would See the blood and would passover His people.

Exo. 12:13 


And the blood shall be to you for a token upon the houses where ye are: and when I see the blood, 
· 
I will pass over you, and the plague shall not be upon you to destroy you, when I smite the land of Egypt.
· Thus it was the Day God had made for their Redemption and they would have to Remember it.
This day shall be unto you for a memorial; and ye shall keep it a feast to the LORD 
throughout your generations; ye shall keep it a feast by an ordinance for ever.

1. This is the Day – the Day of Rejoicing the Lord hath made

3. It was the Day the builders Refused the Stone – The stone which the builders refused.

4. It was also the Day the people Rejected the Saviour.

From that time forth began Jesus to show unto His disciples, how that He must go unto Jerusalem, and suffer many things of the elders and chief priests and scribes, and be killed, and be raised again the third day.

6. However, this is the Day the Rejected Saviour was made the Cornerstone of the Church!

The stone which the builders refused is become the head stone of the corner.

a. He is the Living Stone – disallowed of men, but chosen of God and precious.

And He has made us living stones…being built into a spiritual house

b. He is the Corner Stone – which the builders disallowed, the same is made the head of the corner.

2. This is the Day – the Day of Revelation of the Lord Himself
Rev. 1:10 cf. 1:11-18
3. The Day the Lord revealed Himself to John – the Lord’s Day – the Day He claims His own. Rev. 1:10, 11ff

I was in the Spirit on the Lord's day, and heard [Him] saying, I am Alpha and Omega, the first and the last:

a. The Day the Lord Revealed to Paul the Lord’s Supper and called it His own.
b. For His Church to Remember Him – this do in remembrance of me.
I Cor. 11:24, 25

c. For His Church to Revere Him – to offer up spiritual sacrifices, acceptable to God by Jesus Christ. I Pet. 2:5

d. For His Church to Rejoice in Him – 

This is the day which the LORD hath made; we will rejoice and be glad in it. Psa. 118:24

2. This is the Day which the Lord hath made. It can be the Day of Rest for His Redeemed.
Today most people find free time to be a rare commodity. They are burdened with professional responsibilities, household chores, and even church and committee meetings. They have little time for rest. 

What the Lord said in His day seemed to be ever so true even in our days:

Then, because so many people were coming and going that they did not even have a chance to eat, He said to them, "Come with Me by yourselves to a quiet place and get some rest." Mk. 6:31, NIV
The Lord’s Day is definitely the day the Lord hath made for us to Rest, to Remember Him, to Revere Him and to Rejoice in Him.

Perhaps you are feeling the stress of daily living, don’t you think you should seriously consider setting aside the Day of the Lord every week to come apart and do what is required as stated above – the 4 R’s.

Reflect on this for this week and ensure that the next Lord’s Day you are with Him at the Lord’s Supper.
