Reflect on how we can do this week.
2. In Gal. 6:2 we are told:


Bear ye one another's burdens, and so fulfil the law of Christ.


Carry each other's burdens, and in this way you will fulfill the law of Christ.
(NIV)

Then in Gal. 6:5, we are told:


Every man shall bear his own burden.


Each one should carry his own load. (NIV)

Reflect on how you are to carry your own burden and also to carry others’ burdens too. 
Will this not be too taxing for you to carry a double load, when sometimes your very own 
load may even be too heavy for you?


At the same time consider that He has borne our griefs and carried our sorrows.
