Behold, I bring Him forth; … behold, I will bring forth.
Jn. 19:4; Zech. 3:8
The Thots: 

Intro.:  
When the Lord was tried by Pilate, the latter unknowingly quoted the Lord almost word for word, 


as recorded in Zechariah’s prophecy, at least three times in his dealings with our Lord! Consider…

3. Behold, I Bring Forth…

4. The Lord’s Proclamation in Zechariah’s Prophecy:
Zech. 3:8

 Hear now, O Joshua the high priest…for Behold, I will bring forth My Servant the BRANCH.

The Lord Promised to Present before Israel His Messiah – His Servant, the Branch.
5. Pilate’s Pronouncement when trying Jesus – he unknowingly quoted the Words of the Lord in Zechariah.


After Pilate had had Jesus scourged, and the soldiers had platted a crown of thorns on His head,


Pilate had Jesus brought before the chief priests and their officials. He said:
Jn. 19:4


Behold, I bring Him forth to you, that ye may know that I find no fault in Him.

a. 
In Presenting Jesus to the People, Pilate Pronounced Jesus innocent three times:

b. He went out again unto the Jews, and saith unto them, I find in Him no fault at all. 
Jn. 18:38

c. …that ye may know that I find no fault in Him.
19:4

6. … Take ye him, and crucify him: for I find no fault in Him.
19:6

7. However, the People Persisted to find fault with Him. They answered Pilate…
Jn. 19:7

We have a law, and by our law He ought to die, because He made Himself the Son of God.

1.  Behold the man!


2. The Lord in Zechariah’s Prophecy again Proclaimed:
Zech. 6:12
3. Thus speaketh the LORD of hosts, saying, Behold the Man whose name is The BRANCH.

2. Pilate Presented Jesus to the crowd using the same words!
Jn. 19:5

Then came Jesus forth…and Pilate saith unto them, Behold the Man!

5. But the People again rejected Him. They cried out: Crucify Him, crucify Him.
Jn. 19:6

1.  Behold your King!

6. The Lord further Declared in Zechariah’s prophecy:
Zech. 9:9
Rejoice greatly, O daughter of Zion; shout, O daughter of Jerusalem: behold, thy King cometh unto thee: 

2. Pilate using the same words Directed the people’s attention to Jesus for the last time. 
Jn. 19:14
a. He said unto the Jews, Behold your King!
b. The People gave their final Decision and Pilate made his final verdict and sentence, thus…
Jn. 19:15, 16

c. The People Cried out: Away with him, away with Him, crucify Him.
19:15a

d. Pilate asked, Shall I Crucify your King?
19:15b

a. The Chief priests answered, We have no king but Caesar.
19:15c
e. The sad Consequence: Then delivered he Him therefore unto them to be crucified.

b. behold, I will bring forth my Servant the Branch.

and a King shall reign and prosper, and shall execute judgment and justice in the earth.

Behold, my servant shall deal prudently, He shall be exalted and extolled, and be very high.
Today, God is bringing forth His Son before us – the Servant, the Man, for our Remembrance.


He is also Presenting to us His Son as the Branch, the King, for our Reverence.

Not to be served But to serve, And give Your life That we might live.
