b. The Astonishment – As many were astonied at Thee;

c. The Congregation in the synagogue were Astonished at His doctrine:
Mk. 1:22

a. The Crowd were all Amazed…saying, What thing is this? what new doctrine is this? 
Mk. 1:27

b. His Casting Legion out of the Gadarene made all the people… Amazed. 
Mk. 5:1, 9, 20
d. The Child raised from the dead caused all to be Astonished with a great Astonishment.

Then came to Him the mother of Zebedee's children with her sons, worshipping Him, and desiring a certain thing of Him. And He said unto her, What wilt thou? 
She saith unto Him, Grant that these my two sons may sit, the one on thy right hand, 
and the other on the left, in Thy kingdom.

b. as a Person, have such ambitions without the thought of service when you aspire for such a position; or

c. as a Parent, have such similar ambition for your children thinking of the greatness they can achieve, rather than the service they can render.

The Lord told the sons: 

These places belong to those for whom they have been prepared by my Father.
Mt. 20:23c, NIV

Later the Lord Prepared His disciples to serve giving them a Practical demonstration:
Jn. 13:4, 5, 12-15

When no one was prepared to wash each other’s feet after a long dusty journey through the streets, the Lord Himself riseth from supper, and laid aside His garments; and took a towel, and girded Himself. After that He poureth water into a basin, and began to wash the disciples' feet, and to wipe them with the towel wherewith He was girded.
So after He had washed their feet, and had taken His garments, and was set down again, He said unto them, Know ye what I have done to you? Ye call me Master and Lord: and ye say well; for so I am.

If I then, your Lord and Master, have washed your feet; ye also ought to wash one another's feet.

For I have given you an example, that ye should do as I have done to you.
4. Reflect on how you can follow the Master in the example He had set His disciples by engaging in at least one act of needed service for Him for someone this week.
5. During his lifetime, Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. sought to forge the common ground on which people from all walks of life could join together as equals to address important community issues. Service, he realized, was the great equalizer. 

As he once said, "Everybody can be great, because everybody can serve."
p. It is great when one can serve God via his/her own family, church, community without even thinking of wanting to be great. Service Beckons to every one and is not Beyond any one. Reflect on how you can serve God this week.
