The Text:  In the tenth day of this month they shall take to them every man a lamb.
Exo. 12:3

Ye shall keep it up until the fourteenth day of the same month: 
Exo. 12:6
The Thots: 


A. The Tenth Day for the Passover Lamb
Exo. 12:3

1. On the Tenth Day of the first month the Lamb was Selected.
Exo. 12:3


In the tenth day of this month they shall take to them every man a lamb.
2. On the Fourteenth Day of the same month, the Passover Lamb was Slain.
Exo. 12:6

Ye shall keep it up until the fourteenth day of the same month: 
and the whole assembly of the congregation of Israel shall kill it in the evening.

Note: The Selection and Slaying of the lamb typified Christ, our Passover Lamb Sacrificed for us. I Cor. 5:7
B.  The Tenth Day for the Passing Over of River Jordan

1. On the Tenth Day of the first month, forty years later, the People Passed over River Jordan. Josh. 4:19 cf. 5:6

The people came up out of Jordan on the tenth day of the first month.
Israel walked forty years in the wilderness, till all…were consumed, because they obeyed not…the LORD.

2. On the Fourteenth Day of the same month, they kept the Passover.
Josh. 5:10

Israel encamped in Gilgal, and kept the passover on the fourteenth day of the month



Note: The two memorials: 12 stones buried in River Jordan and 12 stones erected on land:
Josh. 4:5-9, 20


  Typifying the death and burial of God’s people with Jesus Who died and rose again.
Rom. 6:4

We are buried with Him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead 
C. The Tenth Day for Propitiation.
1. On the Tenth Day, of the seven month, the Day of Atonement (propitiation) was observed.
Lev. 23:27


[Note: This 7th month was actually the 1st month of the civil calendar before the change.]
Exo. 12:2


This month (7th month) shall be unto you the beginning of months: it shall be the first month of the year …
On the tenth day of this seventh month there shall be a day of atonement: 
Lev. 23:27
2. On the Morrow of the Fourteenth Day, the Feast of Tabernacles was Observed. 
Lev. 23:34


The fifteenth day of this seventh month shall be the feast of tabernacles for seven days unto the LORD.

Note: This Feast Foreshadows the Kingdom Age of Blessing brought about through Jesus’ Atoning Death.

Compare other feast days reckoned from “the morrow after”…

a. The Feast of Firstfruits was observed on “the morrow after” the Sabbath.
Lev. 23:10, 11


And he shall wave the sheaf [of the firstfruits] before the LORD… on the morrow after the sabbath.
b. The Feast of New Meal Offering was observed on “the morrow” after the seventh Sabbath.    23:10, 11

Ye shall count unto you from the morrow after the sabbath, from the day that ye brought the sheaf of the wave offering; seven sabbaths shall be complete: Even unto the morrow after the seventh sabbath shall ye number fifty days; and ye shall offer a new meat [meal] offering unto the LORD.


Note: 
the new reckoning of days of these two feasts (morrow after the sabbath) would be a Sunday.


The Feast of Firstfruits and the Feast of Pentecost (New Meal Offering) typify


the Resurrection of Christ and the Birthday of the Church respectively.

D. The “Tenth Day” for Jesus’ Public Ministry.
1. On the “Tenth Day”, the Lamb of God was introduced to public view.

a. On the Day of Jesus’ baptism,  God introduced His Son to the World:
Mt. 3:17


Lo a voice from heaven, saying, This is My beloved Son, in Whom I am well pleased.
b. Then John introduced Him as the Lamb of God to be slain for the World.
Jn. 1:29


John seeth Jesus…saith, Behold the Lamb of God, which taketh away the sin of the world.

2. On the “Fourteenth Day”, the Passover Lamb was crucified on the cross for the World.
I Cor. 5:7


For even Christ our passover is sacrificed for us:

3. On the Morrow after Sabbath (first day of the week), Jesus resurrected from the dead.
Mt. 28:1, 5, 6


In the end of the sabbath, as it began to dawn toward the first day of the week…


the angel answered and said unto the women, “He is not here: for He is risen, as He said.”

On the Morrow after the Seventh Sabbath (Pentecost), the first day of the week …
Acts 2:1


 when the day of Pentecost was fully come, the Spirit descended and the Church was born.

4.  On the first day of the week, the Church broke bread to remember their Lord.
Acts 2:42



upon the first day of the week…the disciples came together to break bread.
Acts 20:7

Let us therefore remember this Lamb of God, sacrificed for us on the cross, this day. 

On the tenth day, the Lamb was selected and on the fourteenth, it was slain;

The Passover Lamb, thus foreshadowed, on the first day of the week, rose again,

It signalled His triumph over death and grave, and His victory thus acclaim.

Let us this first day of the week, as we break bread and drink the cup, His victory proclaim

Numbers in the Bible have great significance, e.g.

First
- it Signifies the Commencement of a new Cycle – the number of Newness or Resurrection. 


(Mat 28:1)  In the end of the sabbath, as it began to dawn toward the first day of the week.

Seven
- it Signifies the Conclusion of a Cycle; the number of Completion or Perfection, e.g.


(Gen 29:18) 
 - Jacob loved Rachel; and said, I will serve thee seven years for Rachel.


(Gen 29:27) 
 - Fulfil her week, and we will give thee this also … thou shalt serve with me yet 



  seven  other years.


(Gen 41:26) 
 - The seven good kine are seven years; and the seven good ears are seven years.


(Gen 41:29)
- Behold, there come seven years of great plenty throughout all the land of Egypt:


(Gen 41:30) 
- And there shall arise after them seven years of famine.

1. The number Ten in the Bible signifies a Time of Testing.
a. Daniel offered to be Tested Ten days.


Prove thy servants, I beseech thee, ten days;
Dan. 1:12, 14

b. The Church in Smyrna will have Tribulation Ten days:
Rev. 2:10


ye may be tried; and ye shall have tribulation ten days:

c. The Lord Jesus was Tempted after a Forty (10 x 4)-day fast.


when he had fasted forty days and forty nights… the tempter came to Him

Rev. 4:2

Have you had your “Ten Days” in your life’s experience? 

Recall and Reflect on the outcomes of these “Ten days”.

2. The number First is very significant to the Christian Church.
a. It was on the First day of the week that Jesus rose again from the dead.

(Mat 28:1)  In the end of the sabbath, as it began to dawn toward the first day of the week...


(Mark 16:9)  Now when Jesus was risen early the first day of the week…

(Luke 24:1)  Now upon the first day of the week…they came unto the sepulchre…

b. It was on the morrow after the Sabbath (i.e. the eighth or the first day of the week) that the Lord was typified to rise from the dead to be the Firstfruits of the resurrection:

(Lev 23:10) ye shall bring a sheaf of the firstfruits of your harvest unto the priest:
(Lev 23:11) he shall wave the sheaf … on the morrow after the sabbath.
(1 Cor 15:23)  Every man in his own order: Christ the firstfruits; afterward they that are Christ's at his coming.

c. It was on the Fiftieth day or the morrow or the first day after the seventh sabbath, reckoned from the Feast of Firstfruits (typifying the Resurrection of Jesus), that the Spirit descended to earth from heaven to form the Church at Pentecost



(Acts 2:1)  When the day of Pentecost [= 50th day] was fully come…

(Lev 23:15)  Ye shall count unto you from the morrow after the sabbath, from the day that ye brought the sheaf of the wave offering; seven sabbaths shall be complete:

(Lev 23:16)  Even unto the morrow after the seventh sabbath shall ye number fifty days 

and ye shall offer a new meat offering unto the LORD.

d. It was on the First day of the week that the disciples came together to observe the Lord’s Supper.


(Acts 20:7)  Upon the first day of the week…the disciples came together to break bread
