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The Text:  At the Feet of Jesus
Lk. 10:39
The Thots: 

A. Mary’s Experiences at the Feet of Jesus.
 

Mary, sister of Lazarus, appeared three times in the NT. On all occasions, she was at the feet of Jesus:-

1. Mary learnt the very Word of Jesus at His Feet.


Lk. 10:39
And she had a sister called Mary, which also sat at Jesus' feet, and heard His word. 


2. Jesus Wept when Mary poured out her sorrows at His Feet.
Jn. 11:32, 35
When Mary was come where Jesus was…she fell down at His feet, saying unto Him, 
“Lord, if thou hadst been here, my brother had not died”…Jesus wept.
3. Mary Worshipped Jesus at His Feet.

Jn 12:3 
 Then took Mary a pound of ointment of spikenard, very costly, and anointed the feet of Jesus, 
and wiped his feet with her hair: and the house was filled with the odour of the ointment.
Compare a woman in the city, which was a sinner, when she knew that Jesus sat at meat in the Pharisee's house, brought an alabaster box of ointment, and stood at His feet behind Him weeping, and began to wash His feet with tears, and did wipe them with the hairs of her head, and kissed His feet, and anointed them with the ointment.
Lk. 7:37, 38 
And Consider the Lord’s Commendation of her below.

B. The Expectations from us at the Feet of Jesus.


Simon did not Demonstrate it, but She (Seest thou this woman?) Did, and Jesus expected it:
Lk. 7:44-47
1. Hospitality – I entered into thine house, thou gavest me no water for My feet: 


but she hath washed My feet with tears, and wiped them with the hairs of her head.
2. Humility
– Thou gavest me no kiss: but this woman since the time I came in hath not ceased to kiss My feet.
3. Homage 
– My head with oil thou didst not anoint: but this woman hath anointed My feet with ointment.
C. The Exaltation of Jesus Under His Feet.

1. On the Crowning Day the twenty-four elders will Cast their crowns at his feet.
Rev 4:10, 11

The four and twenty elders fall down before Him that sat on the throne, and worship Him that liveth for ever and ever, and cast their crowns before the throne, saying, Thou art worthy, O Lord, to receive glory and honour and power: for thou hast created all things, and for thy pleasure they are and were created.

2. In the Coming Day all things will be put under His feet.
Eph 1:20-22; Heb. 2:8

a. When [God] raised Him from the dead, and set Him at his own right hand in the heavenly places, (He) put all things under his feet, and gave Him to be the Head over all things to the church.
b. Thou hast put all things in subjection under His feet. For in that He put all in subjection under Him, 

He left nothing that is not put under Him. But now we see not yet all things put under Him.

D. The Examples to follow at the feet of Jesus.
1. For now, let us follow Mary and learn His Word at His Feet.
[#A above]
2. Also let us follow the Women and Worship Him at His Feet.
[#A, B above]
3. And let us follow the Lord’s example to “Wash” one another’s feet.
Jn. 13:13-15

So after He had washed their feet, and had taken his garments, and was set down again, He said unto them, Know ye what I have done to you? Ye call me Master and Lord: and ye say well; for so I am.

If I then, your Lord and Master, have washed your feet; ye also ought to wash one another's feet.

For I have given you an example, that ye should do as I have done to you.
The Lord Jesus demonstrated this example after supper – 
Jn. 13:4

He riseth from supper, and laid aside his garments; and took a towel, and girded himself.
Con. As we rise from supper this Lord’s Day morning, let the fragrance of the ointment of worship that fills the house go with us to keep us learning, serving and worshipping Him at His feet.

Too soon we rise; the symbols disappear; The feast, though not the love, is past and gone.
The bread and wine remove; but Thou art here, Nearer than ever, still my Shield and Sun.
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1. In the New Testament there had been incidents of people falling at the feet of Jesus. 


Such acts demonstrated…

a. Awe concerning the Person of Jesus, as with John when he saw Him. 
Rev 1:17, 18

When I saw Him, I fell at His feet as dead. And He laid his right hand upon me,
 saying unto me, Fear not; I am the first and the last.

b. Acknowledgement of Jesus’ Power, as with Jairus, when seeking His help his daughter to heal, Jairus fell at the feet of Jesus to plead his case:

And, behold, there cometh one of the rulers of the synagogue, Jairus by name; and when he saw Him, he fell at His feet, and besought Him greatly, saying, My little daughter lieth at the point of death: I pray Thee, come and lay thy hands on her, that she may be healed; and she shall live.

Mk. 5:22, 23
c. Appreciation of the Part Jesus Played in one’s life, as in the case of the Samaritan leper.


Lk. 17:15, 16
And one of them, when he saw that he was healed, turned back, and with a loud voice glorified God, and fell down on his face at His feet, giving him thanks: and he was a Samaritan.

To fall at the feet of Jesus is to Acclaim His Person and worship Him, to Acknowledge His Power and believe in Him and to Appreciate His Part in your life to be thankful to Him always. 

Be conscious of His dealings with you this week and be at His feet to Learn, to Live a life well-pleasing to Him and to praise and thank Him with your Lips.
2. In the incident of Jesus washing the feet of His disciples, He said:

So after He had washed their feet, and had taken his garments, and was set down again, He said unto them, Know ye what I have done to you? Ye call me Master and Lord: and ye say well; for so I am. If I then, your Lord and Master, have washed your feet; ye also ought to wash one another's feet. For I have given you an example, that ye should do as I have done to you.

Are we to follow the example of Jesus and wash one another’s feet (seemingly) literally as instructed by our Lord and Master? If so, how is it that we do not see this practised in our churches? If not, what do you think the Lord meant? Reflect.
