A. The Problem of Sin – Her sins, which are many, are forgiven.
Lk. 7:47a
1. Its Concept and Conception: when lust hath conceived, it bringeth forth sin:
Jas. 1:15, KJV
a. Sin is Disobedience to God’s Word – By one man's disobedience many were made sinners. 
Rom. 5:19

b. Sin is Deviation from God’s Mark – all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God.
Rom. 3:23

c. Sin’s Development:
Jas 1:13-15b, NIV
i. One’s lustful Desire initiates the Temptation – each one is tempted… by his own evil desire.
ii. One is then Dragged away and Trapped – [then] he is dragged away and enticed
iii. The Desire then Develops into Transgression – Then, after desire has conceived, it gives birth to sin
2. Its Consequence – and sin, when it is full-grown, gives birth to death.
Jas. 1:15c
a. Physical Death.

i. Therefore, just as sin entered the world through one man, and death through sin, 

and in this way death came to all men, because all sinned.

1. As a Sacrifice of atonement, through faith in His blood.

2. As our Sin-bearer – He himself bore our sins in his body on the tree.
I Pet. 2:24, NIV
3. As our Substitute – God made Him who had no sin to be sin for us, 
II Cor. 5:21, NIV

    so that in Him we might become the righteousness of God.
C. The Provision for Sin – Her sins, which are many, are forgiven.
Lk. 7:47b

Her and our many sins (no matter the multitude) can now be completely forgiven:
Jas. 5:20
Let him know, that he which converteth the sinner from the error of his way 
shall save a soul from death, and shall hide a multitude of sins.

Reflections for the Week
R148
1. Reflect on the following thoughts:

a. Our Past sins, though many, have all been forgiven, because our Lord Jesus Christ bore their Penalty when He was Punished as our Substitute on the Cross. He was the Propitiation for our sins.


Now we are commanded to walk in the Light as He is in the Light.


But if we walk in the light, as He is in the light, we have fellowship one with another, 

and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin.
I Jn. 1:7
b. However, Presently and in reality, we still sin because of Self in us and Satan outside us.


We fail to walk in the Light, as He is in the Light. 


If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us.
I Jn. 1:8

If we say that we have not sinned, we make Him a liar, and His word is not in us.
I Jn. 1:10

c. But God has made Provision for us, in case we sin:
I Jn. 1:9; 2:1, 2

If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins,
and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.

And if any man sin, we have an Advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous:
And He is the propitiation for our sins: 
Let us therefore seek to walk in the Light this week and all other weeks to follow.

2. Though our sins have been forgiven and Satan defeated, yet the Self in us is a constant thorn in our flesh. Paul’s constant battle with self (the flesh) is recorded for us to study in Romans chapter 7. 
He writes:
(Rom 7:14)  For we know that the law is spiritual: but I am carnal, sold under sin.

(Rom 7:15)  For that which I do I allow not: for what I would, that do I not; but what I hate, that do I.

(Rom 7:17)  Now then it is no more I that do it, but sin that dwelleth in me.
(Rom 7:18)  For I know that in me (that is, in my flesh,) dwelleth no good thing: 


for to will is present with me; but how to perform that which is good I find not.

(Rom 7:19)  For the good that I would I do not: but the evil which I would not, that I do.
(Rom 7:20)  Now if I do that I would not, it is no more I that do it, but sin that dwelleth in me.
(Rom 7:21)  I find then a law, that, when I would do good, evil is present with me.
(Rom 7:22)  For I delight in the law of God after the inward man:
(Rom 7:23)  But I see another law in my members, warring against the law of my mind, 


and bringing me into captivity to the law of sin which is in my members.

(Rom 7:24)  O wretched man that I am! who shall deliver me from the body of this death?
To gain this victory over self, the flesh and sin, Paul concludes that it can only be accomplished…

(Rom 7:25)  Through Jesus Christ our Lord.


(Rom 6:11)  Likewise reckon ye also yourselves to be dead indeed unto sin, 


but alive unto God through Jesus Christ our Lord.
(Rom 6:13)  Neither yield ye your members as instruments of unrighteousness unto sin: 


but yield yourselves unto God, as those that are alive from the dead, 


and your members as instruments of righteousness unto God.
