1. The Theme:
If He Were a Prophet
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The Text:  This Man, if he were a prophet, would have known who and what

 manner of woman this is that toucheth Him: for she is a sinner.
Lk. 7:39
The Thots: 

A. The Scriptures’ Declaration of the Credibility of a Prophet. 
Deut. 18:15-22
1. A Prophet expresses the Mind of God and is a Mouthpiece of God.
Deut. 18:15, 18


I will raise them up a Prophet from among their brethren, like unto thee, 


and will put my words in his mouth; and he shall speak unto them all that I shall command him.
2. What the prophet Predicts will come to Pass:
Deut. 18:22


When a prophet speaketh in the name of the LORD, if the thing follow not,


nor come to pass, that is the thing which the LORD hath not spoken.

a. Because he Forthtells the Precepts of God.
Exo. 7:1, 2

And the LORD said unto Moses, See…Aaron thy brother shall be thy prophet.
Thou shalt speak all that I command thee: and Aaron thy brother shall speak unto Pharaoh, 
b. Because he Foretells the Plans of God.
Deut. 18:22 above

2. Simon’s Doubt and Criticism of Jesus as a Prophet.
Lk. 7:39


This Man, if he were a Prophet, would have known who and what manner of woman 

this is that toucheth Him: for she is a sinner.

1. Indeed this Prophet knew from the beginning that she was a sinner needing Pardon.
Lk. 7:47
Wherefore I say unto thee, Her sins, which are many, are forgiven.
2. It was for this Purpose He came– to save sinners.


I came not to call the righteous, but sinners to repentance.
Lk. 5:32

3. However, Simon the Pharisee considered himself Righteous needing no Repentance.

Seest thou this woman? I entered into thine house, thou gavest me no water for my feet: 
but she hath washed My feet with tears, and wiped them with the hairs of her head.

Thou gavest me no kiss: but this woman since the time I came in hath not ceased to kiss My feet.

My head with oil thou didst not anoint: but this woman hath anointed My feet with ointment.

4. The true Prophet was a Pal of Sinners – 

The Son of man came…a Friend of publicans and sinners.

Lk. 7:34; Mt. 11:19


The woman touched Him; in turn He touched not only her, but her heart and her life.
Lk. 7:50
3. And He said to the woman, Thy faith hath saved thee; go in peace.


B. The Samaritan woman’s Discovery and Confirmation of Jesus to be a Prophet.
Jn. 4:19

The woman saith unto Him, Sir, I perceive that thou art a prophet.
1. She tried to Hide behind her “Husband”.

Jn. 4:16, 17a

Jesus saith unto her, Go, call thy husband, and come hither. 
The woman answered and said, I have no husband.

2. But the Prophet Could see through the Camouflage. 

Jn. 4:17, 18

Jesus said unto her, Thou hast well said, I have no husband: For thou hast had five husbands; 

and he whom thou now hast is not thy husband: in that saidst thou truly.

3. The woman’s Confirmation and Confession:


4. The woman saith unto Him, Sir, I perceive that Thou art a prophet.

Jn. 4:19
a. The woman then…went her way into the city, and saith to the men,

Come, see a Man, which told me all things that ever I did: is not this the Christ?

C. The Saviour’s Disclosure of His Coming Death which was fulfilled.
Mt. 16:21
From that time forth began Jesus to show unto His disciples, how that He must go unto Jerusalem, 
and suffer many things of the elders and chief priests and scribes, and be killed, and be raised again the third day.
All that He predicted came true. He fulfilled the criteria of a True Prophet.

Deut. 18:15-22
Con.:  In all the four Gospels, it was recorded that Jesus said:

A prophet is not without honour, but in his own country, and among his own kin, and in his own house.

Mt. 13:57; Mk. 6:4; Lk. 4:24; Jn. 4:44

in His own House and be given all Preeminence and Prominence today as His own meet to remember Him in His death, burial and resurrection?
