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The Text:  He was bruised for our iniquities.
Isa. 53:5
The Thots: 

Intro.:  “Bruised” in the King James Version is translated (among others) from different words.
See text.
A. Bruised Seeds – the Seed of the Woman and the Seed of the Serpent.
Gen. 3:15
 I will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between thy seed and her seed; 
it shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel.

· Bruise is Heb. shūph = to gape, i.e. snap at; fig. to overwhelm:--break, bruise.
Strong
Cf. He will crush your head, and you will strike his heel.
NIV

1. The Woman’s Seed shall bruise the Serpent’s Head – it shall bruise thy head
This is a Destructive Bruise – Satan’s power will be Destroyed.
Note: The Woman’s Seed (Jesus) dealt with the Serpent (Satan) directly, not with his seed.

a. The devil sinneth from the beginning. For this purpose the Son of God 
I Jn. 3:8

was manifested, that He might destroy the works of the devil.
b. There was war in heaven: …and the great dragon was cast out, that old serpent,
Rev. 12:7-9

 called the Devil, and Satan, which deceiveth the whole world: he was cast out into the earth.
2. The Serpent shall bruise the Heel of the Woman’s Seed – thou shalt bruise his heel. 
Gen. 3:15
This is a Deadly Bruise – The Seed of the Woman must Die for the transgressions of others.
a. Jehovah also had to Bruise Him, for Him to be our Sin Sacrifice:
Isa. 53:5, 10
· Bruise is Heb. dākha = to crumble; to bruise,
Strong
i. He was wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised for our iniquities: 

ii. Yet it pleased the LORD to bruise Him…when Thou shalt make His soul an offering for sin.
b. Jesus Became obedient to God even unto death.
Phil. 2:8; Heb. 2:9
i.  Being found in fashion as a man, He…became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.
ii. Jesus…was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death.

c. Just as He had to die and be Buried, He rose again in victory over death and the grave.
I Cor. 15:54b, 55

Death is swallowed up in victory. O death, where is thy sting? O grave, where is thy victory?

The woman’s Seed, though bruised in His Heel, dealt a fatal bruise on the Serpent’s Head!
B. Bruised Reed – the Bruised Seed of the Woman can now heal others who are Bruised.
Isa. 53:4, 5
He was bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon Him…with His stripes we are healed.
1. He Restored those Bruised and Broken.

Isa 42:3 cf. Mt 12:20
· Bruised is Heb. Racac = to crack in pieces, lit. or fig.:--break, bruise, crush…
Strong


A bruised reed shall He not break, and the smoking flax shall He not quench.

2. He Redeemed Bruised Sinners - To set at liberty them that are bruised.  
Lk. 4:18, 19
· Bruised is Gk.. thrauo = to crush: bruise

Strong

The Spirit of the Lord …hath anointed Me… to preach the acceptable year of the Lord:
a. To Preach the gospel to the Poor; 
b. To “Balm” the Brokenhearted – to heal the brokenhearted;
c. To Proclaim deliverance to the Prisoners – to preach deliverance to the captives;
d. To make the Sightless See – and recovering of sight to the blind;
e. To Free those who are “Fettered” (crushed) – to set at liberty them that are bruised.
C. Bruised at the Feet – Satan, the Serpent, will finalled be bruised at the Saints’ feet.
· Bruised is Gk. suntribo = to crush completely, i.e. to shatter (lit. or fig.):--break, bruise. 
Mt 12:20; Rom 16:20
1. The Restored Reed (see #B above) will witness justice triumphing over evil.
Mt. 12:20, NRSV
He will not break a bruised reed or quench a smoldering wick until he brings justice to victory.
2. Satan, the Serpent, will finally be Completely Crushed at the feet of the Saints.


And the God of peace shall bruise Satan under your feet shortly.

Con.: 
For now, let us remember Him Who was wounded for our transgressions, crushed for our iniquities; 

upon him was the punishment that made us whole, and by his bruises we are healed.
Isa. 53:5, NRSV
Sin’s bonds severed, we’re delivered, Christ has bruised the serpent’s head;
Death no longer is the stronger, Hell itself is captive led.
Christ has risen from death’s prison, O’er the tomb He light has shed.
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A bruised reed shall He not break, and the smoking flax shall He not quench.
Isa 42:3 cf. Mt 12:20
1. Are you A Bruised Reed? – Then listen to what the Lord has to say.
a. Burdened by Heavy Responsibilities, and ironically Hoards of Trivialities? 


The Lord says: 
Matt. 11:28-30

Come unto Me, all ye that labour and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest.

Take My yoke upon you, and learn of Me; for I am meek and lowly in heart: 

and ye shall find rest unto your souls. For My yoke is easy, and my burden is light.

b. Battered by family conflicts and social mistreatment?

The Lord says: 
Mt. 5:11, 12
Blessed are ye, when men shall revile you, and persecute you,

and shall say all manner of evil against you falsely, for My sake. 

Rejoice, and be exceeding glad: for great is your reward in heaven.
c. Baffled by life’s Problems and Perplexities?

The Lord says: 
Pro. 3:5, 6
Trust in the LORD with all thine heart; and lean not unto thine own understanding.


In all thy ways acknowledge Him, and He shall direct thy paths.

d. Betrayed by those whom you trust and believe in?

The Lord says: 
Jn. 14:18
I will not leave you comfortless: I will come to you.

e. Broken in spirit and wanting to give up?

The Lord says:  
Psa. 42:5
Why art thou cast down, O my soul? and why art thou disquieted in me? 

Hope thou in God: for I shall yet praise Him for the help of His countenance.
2. Have you been Bruised or have you Bruised others?
To be bruised is literally to feel like having your bones broken. If you know of someone who is bruised, then seek to restore the brother or sister this week
Brethren, if a man be overtaken in a fault, ye which are spiritual, 

restore such an one in the spirit of meekness; considering thyself, 
lest thou also be tempted.

Bear ye one another's burdens, and so fulfil the law of Christ.

Note: Restore is katartizo = to complete thoroughly, i.e. repair (lit. or fig.) or adjust:--fit, 

frame, mend, (make) perfect (-ly join together), prepare, restore.
It has the idea of setting broken bones – putting them right again.

Can you think of some bruised saint this week who needs this ministry of restoration 
and you can prayerfully help out?
