REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK
R167

1. The Lord’s Supper seems to have lost its Fervency, Frequency and Favour these days.

Fervency – The Lord’s Supper is treated as one of the so-called worship services of a church. It seems to have lost its meaningful significance of meeting the Lord, remembering Him and worshipping Him. The need for preparation of mind, soul and spirit to attend this service to meet the Lord is no more felt to be urgent and necessary.

Frequency – the need to observe the Lord’s Supper once a week as once was the practice of the early church is no more felt to be important. 
Favour (Esteem) – while at one time it was esteemed as THE important meeting of all church gatherings, today it is just regarded as one of the regular church services where attendance is no more felt to be of primary importance. It is more a gathering of convenience as with many other church meetings.

Do you agree with the above observations? If you do to some degree or other, what do you think are the causes for such a situation? Reflect.
2. The Lord’s Supper may be delegated to be just part of the tail-end of a so-called worship service. It is more like an “appendix” to the service. In fact it is kept separated from it. Do you think that the Lord’s Supper should be the “Worship Service” itself with the Lord’s Supper completely integrated into it so that the Remembrance of the Lord naturally leads on to the worship of the Lord culminating in the participating of its symbols to help us individually and personally to really remember the Lord and worship Him? Reflect on this
