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The Text:  And He that sat upon the throne said, Behold, I make all things new.

The Thots: 

Indeed, all things will be new when the Lord calls His saints to Heaven. 

In the meanwhile, there are things on Earth, which the Lord has already made or will make new.
A. The New Meal offering
Lev. 23:16
1. The Ordinary Meal Offering was not allowed to have leaven in it. 
Lev. 2:11

[Note: Leaven is symbolic of sin. Meat offering in KJV is a Meal Offering.
Cf. I Cor. 5:6, 7]


No meat offering, which ye shall bring unto the LORD, shall be made with leaven:
 for ye shall burn no leaven, nor any honey, in any offering of the LORD made by fire.
It is a Type of the Lord Jesus Christ in the Sinless perfection of His life on earth, 

typifying His full commitment to Service in His Walk.
Lev. 2 cf. Jn. 4:34
2. On the other hand, the New Meal Offering, a type of the Church, was to be baked with leaven.

Number fifty days; and ye shall offer a new meat offering unto the LORD.
Lev. 23:16

Ye shall bring…two wave loaves…of fine flour; they shall be baken with leaven.
Lev. 23:17
 Then ye shall sacrifice one kid of the goats for a sin offering.

Lev. 23:19
 The New Meal Offering offered at Pentecost (fiftieth day) with leaven typifies…
a. The Church where sin still exists practically – cf. the sin of incest in Corinth.
I Cor. 5:1-8
b. The Christian who still has sin in him: If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves.
I Jn. 1:7

If we say that we have not sinned, we make Him a liar, and His word is not in us.
I Jn. 1:10

c. However a Sin offering was to accompany the New Meal Offering to Cover the above sins.
Lev. 23:19

Hence, If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins. 
I Jn. 1:9
B. The New Man – old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new.
II Cor. 5:17
1. As it refers to the Church – Jews and Gentiles are now one in the Body of Christ.
Eph. 2:15 cf. #A. 2 above Having abolished in His flesh the enmity… for to make in Himself of twain one new man, so making peace.

2. As it refers to the Christian:

a. Put on the new man, which after God is created in righteousness and true holiness.
Eph. 4:24
b. Put on the new man, which is renewed in knowledge after the image of Him that created him.
Col. 3:10
3. Consider the Old Man in Contrast:
a. The old man, which is Corrupt according to the deceitful lusts.
Eph. 4:22
b. Our old man is Crucified with Him, that the body of sin might be destroyed.
Rom. 6:6
4. Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new Creation; the old has gone, the new has come!
II Cor. 5:17, NIV
a. Put off the old man: Lie not one to another, seeing that ye have put off the old man with his deeds} Col. 3:9 
b. And…put on the new man, which is renewed in knowledge after the image of Him that created him} Col. 3:10
C. The New Covenant

1. For Israel, 

a. The Old Covenant, written in tablets of stone, was “Faulty”.
Deut. 9:11b; Heb. 8:7
i. The LORD gave me the two tables of stone, even the tables of the covenant.

ii. For if that first covenant had been faultless, then should no place have been sought for the second.

b. A New Covenant will be written on their hearts in the Future and it will be “Faultless”:
Heb. 8:8, 10
For finding fault with them, he saith, Behold, the days come, saith the Lord, when I will
 make a new covenant with… Israel and…Judah…I will put my laws into their mind, 
and write them in their hearts: and I will be to them a God, and they shall be to me a people:

2. For the Church, the Old Covenant no more holds away; it had been put away:
Heb. 8:13

A new covenant, he hath made the first old. Now that which decayeth and waxeth old is ready to vanish away.
a. The Old Covenant had Expired – it has no more Claims on the Christian.
Heb. 8:13
b. A New Covenant has been Extended to her – his/her Conscience has been Cleansed in His blood.
i. Written in the tables of the heart:
II Cor. 3:3

Forasmuch as ye are manifestly declared to be the epistle of Christ ministered by us, written not with ink, but with the Spirit of the living God; not in tables of stone, but in fleshly tables of the heart.

ii. And written in His blood:

This cup is the new testament in my blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of Me .I Cor. 11:25

And this, we should do till He come (I Cor. 11:26) or till the first heaven and the first earth were passed away, 
And a new heaven and a new earth come about (Rev. 21:1); And the Lord make(s) all things new. (Rev. 21:5).
And blessèd they who know Thine unseen presence true,
When in the kingdom of Thy grace Thou makest all things new.

For by Thy loving hand Thy people still are fed; Thine is the cup of blessing, Lord,
And Thou the heavenly bread.
