and I will show thee my faith by my works.
C. Future: We shall One day be Tested for our Good Works.

For we shall all stand before the judgment seat of Christ.
Rom. 14:10.

For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ.

1. The Purpose of the Judgment: The fire shall try every man's work of what sort it is.
I Cor. 3:13

2. The Principle of the Test: whether it be good or bad.

a. Good, i.e. gold, silver, precious stones – of Value denoting Quality.

b. Bad, i.e. wood, hay, stubble – of no Worth  though there is bulk and Quantity

3. The Product:
a. The one whose gold, silver and precious stones Survive the fire will be rewarded.

The Loving Act of the Woman:
Mt. 26:7
There came unto Him a woman having an alabaster box of very precious ointment, 
and poured it on His head, as He sat at meat.

The Livid Aspersions cast upon the Woman:
Mt. 26:8, 9
But when His disciples saw it, they had indignation, saying, To what purpose is this waste?

For this ointment might have been sold for much, and given to the poor.
iii.
The Living Accolade given to the Woman:
Mt. 26:10, 12, 13
He said unto them… she hath wrought a good work upon Me.
For in that she hath poured this ointment on My body, she did it for My burial
Verily I say unto you, Wheresoever this gospel shall be preached in the whole world,
 there shall also this, that this woman hath done, be told for a memorial of her.
b. Involving the Reverence for God through the woman’s “Dressing”:
Also that the women should dress themselves …with good works, 
I Tim. 2:9, 10
as is proper for women who profess reverence for God.

3. The Good Works of Walking in them.
