REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK
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1. “He is brought as a lamb to the slaughter”

Isa. 53:7b
That the personal pronoun “He” is used of the lamb in this prophecy by Isaiah is significant. The “lamb” is just a comparison of what “He” would be and what would happen to Him when He actually came on this earthly scene – He would be meek and lowly as a lamb led to the slaughter. 


Consider the following references to this “meek and lowly Lamb”:

a. Take My yoke upon you, and learn of Me; for I am meek and lowly in heart: and ye shall find rest unto your souls. For My yoke is easy, and My burden is light. Mt. 11:29, 30
You are invited to take His yoke upon you and to learn of Him, i.e. to be meek and lowly too as He is, if not in outward posture, at least, in heart. But when one is meek and lowly in heart, it is inevitable that one will also be such in attitude and action. It may be difficult and it may be a heavy burden to you but with Him to help you carry this burden, such burden will be lifted up and made light when you think of the heavy burden of your sin He carried on the cross for you alone. Remember the time when the lamb was led to the slaughter? Now with Him to assist you to carry this burden (He is on the other side of the yoke!), it should be easy and light to be meek and lowly in your conduct towards others around you. REFLECT on this and examine yourself if you are indeed meek and lowly towards your brethren in the Lord and towards others who know not Him. Seek to be meek and lowly this week.
b. Tell ye the daughter of Sion, Behold, thy King cometh unto thee, meek, and sitting upon an ass, and a colt the foal of an ass.

 Mt. 21:5
REFLECT on this stupendous fact that the meek and lowly Lamb is none other than the King Himself. Is it too much therefore for you to follow Him to be meek and lowly too?

REFLECT on this for this week.
