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The Text: 
That Rock was Christ.
I Cor. 10:4
The Thots: 

A. The Rock was Christ in His Pre-incarnation – That Rock was Christ.

I Cor. 10:1-4
1. That Rock Followed His People – they drank of that spiritual Rock that followed them.
I Cor. 10:4
2. While at the Front to lead them was the Cloud by day and the Fire by night. 

Exo. 40: 36-38


When the cloud was taken up from over the tabernacle…Israel went onward in all their journeys:

For the cloud of the LORD was upon the tabernacle by day, and fire was on it by night,
 in the sight of all the house of Israel, throughout all their journeys.

B. Be as the Rock in our Position.
1. The Rock is Solid – Thou art my Rock and my Fortress.

Psa. 71:3
2. The Rock is Strong – be Thou my strong Rock, for an house of defence to save me.

Psa. 31:2

3. The Rock is Stable – He…set my feet upon a rock, and established my goings.

Psa. 40:2
C. Be as the Rock in our Predisposition.
1. Towards Self: Be Strong and Solid as the Rock.

See #B above

2. Towards Others: Be Sweet as Honey from out of the Rock – 

Psa. 81:16

He should have fed them also with the finest of the wheat: 

and with honey out of the rock should I have satisfied thee.


3. Towards those who thirst: Be Satisfying them as Water from out of the Rock –

Exo. 17:6

Thou shalt smite the rock, and there shall come water out of it, that the people may drink.


Cf. They did all drink the same spiritual drink: for they drank of that spiritual Rock

       that followed them: and that Rock was Christ.

I Cor. 10:4
D. Remember the Rock  in our Premeditation

Psa. 143:5

 I remember the days of old; I meditate on all thy works; I muse on the work of Thy hands.


1. Remember that Rock Stricken for our Sins.
a. He was Smitten of God and afflicted for our Sakes.


Thou shalt smite the rock, and there shall come water out of it, that the people may drink.  Exo. 17:6b

Cf. Surely He hath borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows:

We did esteem Him stricken, smitten of God, and afflicted.
Isa. 53:4

b. He was the Lord’s Shepherd and yet Smitten by His Sword. 
Zech. 13:7
Awake, O sword, against My shepherd, and against the Man that is My fellow, saith the LORD of hosts: smite the shepherd, and the sheep shall be scattered: and I will turn mine hand upon the little ones. 
Cf. Then saith Jesus unto them, All ye shall be offended because of Me this night: for it is written, 
I will smite the shepherd, and the sheep of the flock shall be scattered abroad.
Mt. 26:31
2. Now the Smitten Rock needs only to be Spoken to for our Satisfaction.
Num. 20:8
Gather thou the assembly together, thou, and Aaron thy brother, and speak ye unto the rock 
before their eyes; and it shall give forth his water, and thou shalt bring forth to them water 
out of the rock: so thou shalt give the congregation and their beasts drink.
Cf. And the Spirit and the bride say, Come. And let him that heareth say, Come. 

And let him that is athirst come. And whosoever will, let him take the water of life freely.
Rev. 22:17
Con. 
The Spiritual Rock:


Israel of old did all eat the same spiritual meat; And did all drink the same spiritual drink: 

for they drank of that Spiritual Rock that followed them: and that Rock was Christ.

I Cor. 10:3,4


Today, we as the Lord’s people eat of the bread and drink of the cup.

Let us do this in Remembrance of Him, our Spiritual Rock, until He Returns.
I Cor. 11:25 

For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord's death till he come.

Stricken, smitten, and afflicted, See Him dying on the tree!
’Tis the Christ by man rejected; Yes, my soul, ’tis He, ’tis He!
’Tis the long expected prophet, David’s Son, yet David’s Lord;
Proofs I see sufficient of it: ’Tis a true and faithful Word.

Here we have a firm foundation, Here the refuge of the lost.
Christ the Rock of our salvation, Christ the Name of which we boast.
Lamb of God for sinners wounded! Sacrifice to cancel guilt!
None shall ever be confounded Who on Him their hope have built.
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1. Consider these words of the Lord Jesus Christ:
Mt. 7:24-27
Therefore whosoever heareth these sayings of Mine, and doeth them,
I will liken him unto a wise man, which built his house upon a rock:

And the rain descended, and the floods came, and the winds blew, 
and beat upon that house; and it fell not: for it was founded upon a rock.

And every one that heareth these sayings of mine, and doeth them not, 
shall be likened unto a foolish man, which built his house upon the sand:

And the rain descended, and the floods came, and the winds blew, 
and beat upon that house; and it fell: and great was the fall of it.
Do you seek to know the Lord’s sayings? 
They can only be gleaned from the precepts of His Word, the Bible. 
How much time do you spend reading His Word every day? 
If you have not been reading and meditating on His word, why not start this week?

Consider the psalmist’s delight: 
Psa. 1:2

But his delight is in the law of the LORD; and in His law doth he meditate day and night.
Do you seek to do His sayings? 
They can only be done if you know His sayings in the first place.
Jas. 2:22-25
But be ye doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving your own selves.

For if any be a hearer of the word, and not a doer, he is like unto a man 
beholding his natural face in a glass: For he beholdeth himself, and goeth his way, 
and straightway forgetteth what manner of man he was.

But whoso looketh into the perfect law of liberty, and continueth therein, 
he being not a forgetful hearer, but a doer of the work, this man shall be blessed in his deed.

On what Foundation is your Faith Founded? Is it on the Rock or on the Sand?
REFLECT.

2. When the Lord asked Peter: Whom say ye that I am?
He replied: Thou art the Christ, the Son of the living God.
Jesus then said: That thou art Peter, and upon this Rock I will build my church. Mt. 16:15-18

Jesus referred to Peter as Petros = (a piece of) rock; a stone. 
Because of his confession of the Lord, he had become part of that Rock that was Christ.

Thus, you also, like living stones, are being built into a spiritual house
 to be a holy priesthood, offering spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God
 through Jesus Christ.
 I Pet. 2:5, NIV
As a living stone in this spiritual house, are you fulfilling your spiritual duties 

to offer spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God? REFLECT.

I Cor. 10:3, 4

Do not forget to offer your spiritual sacrifices as holy priests in God’s spiritual house unto God, and unto your spiritual Rock Who is Christ. Do this not only on the Lord’s Day but also day by day.
