Intro.: Man is a tripartite being composed of body, soul and spirit. The Lord is verily God and verily Man.
A. At Gethsemane the Soul of the Lord was exceeding Sorrowful.

· Then cometh Jesus with them unto a place called Gethsemane.
Mt. 26:36; Mk. 14:32
· My soul is exceeding sorrowful, even unto death.
Mt. 26:38
· The soul (Gk. psuche) “is man’s individual possession, that which distinguishes one man 


from another and from inanimate nature.”

· In Gethsemane, the Lord’s soul was in Anguish and Agony because…
Lk. 22:44; Mt. 26:38
1. He was the Man of Sorrows…acquainted with grief.
Isa. 53:3
a. He would soon be Despised and Derided by those He came to save.
Jn. 1:11


He came unto his own, and his own received him not.
i. The passers-by Reviled Him: If thou be the Son of God, come down from the cross.
Mt. 27:40

ii. The rulers deRided Him: He saved others; let Him save Himself, if He be Christ.
Lk. 23:35
iii. The soldiers Ridiculed (mocked) Him: If Thou be the king of the Jews, save Thyself.
Lk. 23:37
b. He would soon be Left forsaken by those He Loved.

i. He was forsaken by His disciples: all the disciples Forsook him, and Fled.

Mt. 26:56
ii. He was forsaken of God: My God, my God, why hast thou Forsaken Me?

2. He was truly Man made for the Sufferings of death.

Heb. 2:9
But we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death
i. He came to taste death for every Man.

ii. He came to Lay down His Life for the sheep.

iii. He came to give His life a ransom for Many.

3. As Man, His Soul was in anguish as He faced the coming “cup”, so He prayed:

Mt. 26:39

O my Father, if it be possible, let this cup pass from Me: nevertheless not as I will, but as Thou wilt.
a. If Possible, He Preferred to let the cup Pass from Him.

26:39a

b. But that would not be Possible, so He had to Partake of that cup.

26:42


O my Father, if this cup may not pass away from me, except I drink it, Thy will be done.


The Lord was obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.

Phil. 2:8
B. At Golgotha the Lord Surrendered His Spirit to the Father.

Lk. 23:46
· He bearing his cross went forth into a place called Golgotha:… where they crucified him.
Jn. 19:17, 18

· And when they were come to the place, which is called Calvary, there they crucified him.
Lk. 23:33
· When Jesus had cried with a loud voice, He said, Father, into Thy hands I commend My spirit.
· The spirit (Gk. pneuma) is “the outbreathing of God into the creature, the life-principle derived from God.”
· It is that part of a person that communicates with God: 

God is a Spirit: and they that worship Him must worship Him in spirit and in truth.:

When the Lord Jesus died, …

1. His Life was given a ransom for many:


For even the Son of man came… to give his life [Gk. pusche] a ransom for many.

I am the good shepherd: the good shepherd giveth his life [Gk. pusche] for the sheep.

I lay down my life [Gk. pusche] for the sheep.

Jn. 10:15
2. His Soul went into Hades.

Acts 2:27, 31, NRSV
For David says concerning him… For You will not abandon my soul [Gk. pusche] to Hades, 
or let your Holy One experience corruption… Foreseeing this, David spoke of the resurrection of the Messiah, saying, 'He was not abandoned to Hades, nor did his flesh experience corruption.'
3. His Spirit [Gk. pneuma] was surrendered to the Father in death.

Father, into thy hands I commend My Spirit [Gk. pneuma].

4. His Body was Buried in the Grave.

C.  In the Garden the Body of the Lord was laid in a Sepulchre.

Jn. 19:41

Now in the place where he was crucified there was a garden; and in the garden 




a new sepulchre, wherein was never man yet laid.

1. The body of our Lord was placed in the Sepulchre.
Mt. 27:59, 60

2. The Sepulchre was Sealed and Soldiers stood guard outside it.
Mt. 27:66
3. But on the next day after the Sabbath, the body was no more in it.
Lk. 24:23


When they found not His body, they came, saying…that he was alive.

He is not here: for he is risen, as he said. Come, see the place where the Lord lay.

1. (1 Th 5:23 KJV)  And the very God of peace sanctify you wholly; and I pray God your whole spirit and soul and body be preserved blameless unto the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ.
(John 10:28-30 KJV)  And I give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of My hand. My Father, which gave them Me, is greater than all; and no man is able to pluck them out of My Father's hand. I and My Father are one.
(Jude 1:24, 25 KJV)  Now unto Him that is able to keep you from falling, and to present you faultless before the presence of His glory with exceeding joy, to the only wise God our Saviour, be glory and majesty, dominion and power, both now and for ever. Amen.

Are you assured of your salvation and would you be able to say Amen to the above promises and guarantees from the Lord Himself? The Father had given us the assurance of our eternal salvation and preservation in ensuring that our Lord’s Spirit returned to Him when He died on the cross, the Soul of His Son was not abandoned in Hades and the Body of our Lord was not left  in the grave to see corruption, but God had raised Him up from the dead to return to heaven where He now is. 


This same God and this same Jesus can do the same for you, for the Father and the Son are one. REFLECT on this and doubt not Him.

2. Paul prays that God may sanctify you wholly so that your whole spirit and soul and body be preserved blameless unto the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ.
Just as God is able to keep you from falling, and to present you faultless before the presence of His glory with exceeding joy (Jude 24), 
you too have a responsibility to keep yourselves in the love of God, looking for the mercy of our Lord Jesus Christ unto eternal life (Jude 21). 
REFLECT on how you can keep your spirit, soul and body sanctified (i.e. kept holy) for God’s use until the day of our Lord’s return.
