Asking the question in reverse, we may ask, “Lord, we have shut our eyes to the things we See;



We have shut our ears to the things You Say; we have disobeyed You and we have Sinned against You…
I. “Lord, What is that to You?”
He will Answer…
A. You are like a Treasure hidden in a Field as were My people, Israel…
For whom I would sell all that I have to purchase you for Myself.
Mt. 13:44
The kingdom of heaven is like unto treasure hid in a field; the which when a man hath found, 
he hideth, and for joy thereof goeth and selleth all that he hath, and buyeth that field.
B. You are Like the Pearl of Great Price as was My Church…
For whom I would give My All to purchase you for Myself.
Mt. 13:45, 46

The kingdom of heaven is like unto a merchant man, seeking goodly pearls:


 Who, when he had found one pearl of great price, went and sold all that he had, and bought it.
1. To Him, I am like a Pearl of great Price which He would give His all to Purchase.

For ye are bought with a price: therefore glorify God in your body, and in your spirit, which are God's.

A. What the Lord was to Others:
Mt. 16:13, 14
He asked his disciples, saying, Whom do men say that I the Son of man am?

Some say that thou art John the Baptist: some, Elias; and others, Jeremias, or one of the prophets.
B. But What is the Lord to you?

Mt. 16:15, 16

1. Would I say like Peter: Thou art the Christ, the Son of the living God.

2. Would I say like Thomas: My Lord and my God.
Jn. 20:28
3. Would I say like Nathanael: Rabbi, Thou art the Son of God; Thou art the King of Israel
Jn. 1:49
4. Would I say like Martha: Yea, Lord: I believe that Thou art the Christ, the Son of God.

In contemplation of the above, what is that to you?

This day as we remember Him, we need to ask ourselves afresh: What is the Lord to me?

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1. We have heard of expressions like the following:
· He’s everything to me; He’s my everything.

· I surrender all; all on the altar my life I lay.

· Were the whole realm of nature mine,

That were a present far too small;

Love so amazing, so divine,

Demands my soul, my life, my all.

What do these expressions and sentiments mean to you? What do they actually mean?

Can you spell out in practical terms what you meant should you have on one occasion or another said or sing these words of commitment unto the Lord in the past? REFLECT.
Perhaps you would like to consider what Fran​ces R. Ha​ver​gal, wrote in her classic hymn of consecration and Reflect if you mean the same as she meant when you uttered those words of consecration or when you sang her hymn, as follows:

Take my life, and let it be consecrated, Lord, to Thee.
Take my moments and my days; let them flow in ceaseless praise.

Take my hands, and let them move at the impulse of Thy love.
Take my feet, and let them be swift and beautiful for Thee.
Take my voice, and let me sing always, only, for my King.
Take my lips, and let them be filled with messages from Thee.

Take my silver and my gold; not a mite would I withhold.
Take my intellect, and use every power as Thou shalt choose.
Take my will, and make it Thine; it shall be no longer mine.
Take my heart, it is Thine own; it shall be Thy royal throne.

Take my love, my Lord, I pour at Thy feet its treasure store.
Take myself, and I will be ever, only, all for Thee.

2. “What is that to thee?” could be words of reprimand, as they were, 

when uttered by the Lord to Peter:
Jn. 21:21-23
Peter seeing him saith to Jesus, Lord, and what shall this man do?

Jesus saith unto him, If I will that he tarry till I come, what is that to thee?
follow thou Me. Then went this saying abroad among the brethren, that that disciple 
should not die: yet Jesus said not unto him, He shall not die; but, If I will that he tarry
 till I come, what is that to thee?
How quick Peter was to compare others with himself! He was more interested in 
what others would do, rather than what he himself would do, in order to follow the Lord!
Is it possible that this is your attitude also when it comes to your turn to personally 

commit yourself to the sovereign will of God and to obey Him fully?  REFLECT.
