Today’s Rumination is on Christ, the Bullock in the Burnt Offering: 
(a) Consider the Pleasure that the Old Testament Sacrifices could not give to God.

· In burnt offerings…Thou hast had no pleasure.
Heb. 10:6
· For it is not possible that the blood of bulls and of goats should take away sins. 
Heb. 10:4
· Sacrifice and offering and burnt offerings… thou wouldest not, neither hadst pleasure therein.  10:8
(b) They were O. T. Pictures Pointing the Future Fulfilment in Christ.

· In the volume of the book it is written of Me.
Heb. 10:7
· He taketh away the first, that He may establish the second.
Heb. 10:9

(c) Thus, the Preparation of a Body for Christ to come to fulfil these Pictures.
Heb. 10:5, 7
· a body hast Thou prepared Me…Then said I, Lo, I come…to do thy will, O God.

(d) And consider the Pleasure that Christ’s Sacrifice gave to God.

· This is My beloved Son, in Whom I am well pleased.

· When He had by Himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high. Heb. 1:3

A. Christ is the Bullock in the burnt Offering

Lev. ch. 1
1. The Sacrifice Specified a Bullock.


If any man of you bring an offering unto the LORD, ye shall bring your offering of the cattle. Lev. 1:2

And he shall kill the bullock before the LORD.
Lev. 1:5
2. The Sacrifice must be Spotlessly Perfect – let him offer a male without blemish.
Lev. 1:3

· Jesus, Perfect on the Outside: Pilate saith … I find in Him no fault at all.
Jn. 18:38; 19:4, 6

3. The Sacrifice was Scrupulously Scrutinised for “Pollution” in it.
Lev. 1:6-9a, NIV


And he shall flay the burnt offering, and cut it into his pieces.

Aaron's sons, shall lay the parts, the head, and the fat, in order upon the wood

that is on the fire which is upon the altar: But his inwards and his legs shall he wash in water:  Lev. 1:8, 9a
· Jesus, Pure on the Inside: This is My beloved Son, in Whom I am well pleased.
Mt. 3:17; 17:5


He knew no sin (II Cor. 5:21); in Him is no sin (I Jn. 3:5); Who did no sin (I Pet. 2:22)

4. The Sacrifice was Solely for God’s Personal satisfaction – 



the priest shall burn all on the altar, to be a burnt sacrifice.
Lev. 1:9
· Jesus, having satisfied all God’s demands, was Positioned to sit on His right hand.
Heb. 10:12, 14
But this Man, after He had offered one sacrifice for sins for ever, sat down on the right hand of God;

For by one offering He hath perfected for ever them that are sanctified.
This was one sacrifice wholly consumed by God alone!
5. The Sacrifice was of Sweet Savour and all-Pleasing –
Heb. 1:9c


To be a burnt sacrifice, an offering made by fire, of a sweet savour unto the LORD.

· Jesus in Person …hath given Himself for us an offering and a sacrifice to God 

for a sweetsmelling savour.
Eph. 5:2

6. The Sacrifice required total Submission and obedience to the Perfect will of God. 
· Christ’s Burnt Offering: Then said He, Lo, I come to do thy will, O God.
Heb. 10:9


He…became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross. 
Phil. 2:8
As we Remember our Lord in His Burnt Sacrifice to bring Pleasure to God, 
Let us this day also offer up spiritual sacrifices, acceptable to God by Jesus Christ.
I Pet. 2:5
Thou didst live to God alone; Thou didst never seek Thin own;
Thou Thyself didst never please: God was all Thy happiness.

I shall then show forth Thy praise, Serve Thee all my happy days;

Then the world shall always see Christ, the holy Child, in me.

REFLECTIONS
R207
1. The Burnt Offering is a Sacrifice of total  Submission of one’s Will to the 

Perfect Will of God, even to the extent of being willing to die in order to fulfil 

His Will.
Consider the following who offered Burnt Sacrifices of their lives to God:

a. Jesus’ Burnt Offering: 


Then said I, Lo, I come…to do thy will, O God.
Heb. 10:7, 9
Thus, being found in fashion as a man, He humbled Himself, and became 
obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.
Phil. 2:8
b. Abraham’s Burnt Offering: 

Gen. 22: 2

Take now thy son, thine only son Isaac, whom thou lovest…and offer him 

there for a burnt offering

Abraham was prepared to sacrifice his very beloved son, Isaac in obedience


to God’s Will.

c. Paul’s Burnt Offering: 


Phil. 1:20, 21

According to my earnest expectation and my hope, that in nothing I shall be

 ashamed, but that with all boldness, as always, so now also Christ shall be 

magnified in my body, whether it be by life, or by death. For to me to live is 

Christ, and to die is gain…




For I am now ready to be offered, and the time of my departure is at hand.
 II Tim. 4:6


Paul lived up to his earnest expectation and died the martyr’s death.

d. Our Burnt Offering: 


Rom. 12:1, 2
I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that ye present
your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God, which is your
reasonable service…that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, 
and perfect, will of God.

Rom. 12:1, 2
Today to present ourselves a burnt sacrifice unto God, we need not have to

die, though we should be prepared, like Paul, if called upon to do so. 

Today we need to present ourselves a living burnt sacrifice to God based on 

the mercies of God that made Him to give His only Son a burnt sacrifice in order

to save us from sin. Is this not sufficient reason for us to give ourselves thus to God

in spiritual worship of Him and in service for Him?  REFLECT.

2. What is required of us to be a living burnt offering unto God?
Paul mentions three requirements:
a) Negatively: be not conformed to this world, i.e. to the systems and fashions of the world.
b) Positively: be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind and seek those things which are above, where Christ sitteth on the right hand of God and set your affection on things above, not on things on the earth. (Col. 3:1, 2)

c) And Affirmatively: Prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God, i.e. ever seek to know His will and to do it.

Are you a living burnt sacrifice to God? REFLECT.
