A. Last week’s Rumination was Christ, the Bullock in the Burnt Offering: 

B. Today’s Rumination is: Christ, the Bullock in the Sin Offering: 

1. The Bullock was to be a young Animal – a young bullock… for a sin offering. 
Lev. 4:3
a. Cf. the Meal Offering of the Firstfruits – green ears of corn dried by the fire.
Lev. 2:14
b. Cf. He shall grow up before Him as a tender plant, and as a root out of a dry ground.
Isa. 53:2
· Jesus was cut-off as a young tender plant while still in His tender years.
2. The Burden of Sin was laid on the bullock’s head.

a. He shall bring the bullock…before the LORD…lay his hand upon the bullock's head
Lev. 4:4
b. Aaron shall…confess over him all… their sins, putting them upon the head.
Lev. 16:21
· Who His own self bare our sins in His own body on the tree.
I Pet. 2:24
3. Its Blood was sprinkled on the subjects/objects for Atonement.
Lev. 4:6


The priest shall dip his finger in the blood, and sprinkle of the blood seven times before the LORD,

a. The Blood Shed: without shedding of blood is no remission. 
Heb. 9:22

b. The Blood Sprinkled:

Lev. 16:14
i. On the Mercy Seat once for the Lord’s satisfied Approval. – 

16:14a

He shall take of the blood of the bullock, and sprinkle it with his finger upon the mercy seat eastward;
ii. Before the Mercy Seat seven times for our Assurance –

16:14b
…before the mercy seat shall he sprinkle of the blood with his finger seven times.
· Let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled.  Heb. 10:22
c. The Blood Sanctifies: For if the blood of bulls…sanctifieth to the purifying of the flesh:
Heb. 9:13
· How much more shall the blood of Christ…purge your conscience from dead works?
Heb. 9:14
· The blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin.
I Jn. 1:7

4. Only the “Best” – its fat, was to be burnt on the Altar.

Lev. 4:8-10

And he shall take off from it all the fat (Heb. cheleb) of the bullock for the sin offering… 

and the priest shall burn them upon the altar of the burnt offering.



All the fat (Heb. cheleb) is the LORD'S. [Note: fat is translated best. See Num. 18:12 below] Lev. 3:16

All the best (Heb. cheleb) of the oil, and all the best of the wine…they shall offer unto the LORD.  
Heb. cheleb: from… root = fat; … lit. or fig.; hence the richest or choice part. 
[Strong]

· lo a voice from heaven, saying, This is My beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.
Mt. 3:17
5. The Burning of the bullock – All (except the fat) of it, was to be burnt outside the camp.
Lev. 4:12a
a. The whole bullock shall he carry forth without the camp… 
· Jesus… that he might sanctify the people with his own blood, suffered without the gate.
Heb. 13:12
· Let us go forth therefore unto Him without the camp, bearing His reproach.
Heb. 13:13
b. And burn him on the wood with fire.
Lev. 4:12b
Burn is seraph (Heb) = to be…on fire:--burn…kindle, utterly. [as of rubbish].
[Strong]

Ct. Burn of the Burnt Offering is qatar (Heb. Lev. 1:9) = turn into fragrance by fire 

(as an act of worship):-- burn (incense, sacrifice)…kindle, offer (incense, a sacrifice).
[Strong]
· Christ…hath given Himself for us an offering and a sacrifice to God for a sweetsmelling savour.
Eph. 5:2
6. Where the Burnt Offering was killed, it would be killed – the Abiding Law of the sin offering.
Lev. 6:25
This is the law of the sin offering: In the place where the burnt offering is killed shall the sin offering 
be killed before the LORD: it is most holy.
· He hath made Him to be sin [the Sin Offering] for us, who knew no sin [the Burnt Offering]
II Cor. 5:21
So let us Remember this day Jesus, the Burnt and Sin Sacrifice Who brought much pleasure to God.
Ct. In burnt offerings and sacrifices for sin Thou hast had no pleasure.
Heb. 10:6
Slain for a sinful world, and me, Our Surety hung upon the tree;
