2. Two had the Heart to make this request just after their Master had told them of His coming death!

Master, we would that Thou shouldest do for us whatsoever we shall desire… that we may sit, 
one on thy right hand, and the other on thy left hand, in Thy glory
a. The Inappropriateness in Time – this was the first time He told them this.

b. The Insensitiveness of the Request: 
i. To Go to His Glory, the Master had first to Serve, be a Ransom Sacrifice and Resurrect.

· For even the Son of man came…to minister, and to give His life a ransom for many.
· The Son of man should be glorified [as]…a corn of wheat fall into the ground and die.
Cf. Jn. 12:24
ii. That Request could only be granted for the Recipient prepared to do this.

Can ye drink of the cup that I drink of? and be baptized with the baptism that I am baptized with?
iii. They thought they could do what the Master would do.

And they said unto him, We can.

· Could they when they made such a selfish and insensitive request?
B. Lord, what wilt thou have me to Do?
Acts 9:6
1. Saul had been Doing things his way against The Way! 
a. He Persecuted the Church (the Way) – 

Acts 22:4; 26:11
I persecuted this Way unto the death, binding and delivering into prisons both men and women.

b. He Persecuted Christ (the Way) – I am the Way, the truth, and the life:

Jn. 14:6

Saul, Saul, why persecutest thou Me?
Acts 9:4, 5; 22:7, 8; 26:14, 15

2. But when Confronted with Jesus, he was prepared to go His way.
Acts 9:6


He trembling and astonished said, Lord, what wilt thou have me to do?
a. He Submitted to the Lord’s Will – He addressed Jesus as “Lord”
Ct. Why call ye Me, Lord, Lord, and do not the things which I say?
 Lk. 6:46

b. He Surrendered himself to the Lord’s Ways – whatever they might be.

What wilt Thou have me to do?

· Instead of asking what the Lord could do for him, He asked the Lord what he could do for Him.

· Indeed he was the Lord’s Chosen vessel to do what He would Command him to do.
Acts 9:15, 16
But the Lord said unto him [Ananias], Go thy way: for he [Saul] is a chosen vessel unto Me, 
to bear My name before the Gentiles, and kings, and the children of Israel:


For I will show him how great things he must suffer for My name's sake.
· In fact, at the end of his life, he was prepared to die for Christ as He died for him.
II Tim. 4:6, 8
For I am now ready to be offered, and the time of my departure is at hand.
Henceforth there is laid up for me a crown of righteousness, which the Lord…shall give me at that day 

C. this Do in remembrance of me.
 I Cor. 11:24, 25
1. It was Jesus’ last request to His own before He went to the cross.

a. In Breaking the Bread, we are to remember His Body given for us.
11:24, NRSV

When He had given thanks, He broke it and said, "This is My body that is for you.” 
b. In drinking of the Cup, we are to remember His new Covenant in His Blood with us.
11:25, NRSV
This cup is the new covenant in My blood.
2. Can we therefore faithfully DO what He requests us to DO as often as we can till He come?
11:26

For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord's death till he come.

Our Lord and His disciples at table were as one, And Jesus thought of the morrow, His work here nearly done.
With one last night together, they knew not what would be, But Jesus had one final word:


“Do This; Remember Me!”
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1.  “DO” is a small word with only two letters, but it is big in meaning and 

sometimes with big demands too.

It can be used in a Command as “Do this” or be used to indicate Consent as “I Do.”

It is often used as an exhortation as:


And whatsoever ye do, do it heartily, as to the Lord, and not unto men;
Col. 3:23


And whatsoever ye do in word or deed, do all in the name of the Lord Jesus, 


giving thanks to God and the Father by Him.
Col. 3:17


Whether therefore ye eat, or drink, or whatsoever ye do, do all to the glory of God. I Co. 10:31
What can you gather from the use of the word “DO” in the above exhortations? 
What actually are required of you to do in each? 
How can you do anything and everything (indicated by the word “whatsoever”) 

as to the Lord, in the Name of the Lord Jesus and to the glory of God?
REFLECT.
2. “KNOW” and “SAY” are often associated with “DO”. 
For instance, “Do not just say, but do it.” “If you know, do it.” 

What is implied by these statements? 
It is easy to say, but to do what one says can prove to be a very difficult task. 

Often we know what is good, but we just cannot get ourselves to do it.

(a) The rich young ruler professed to know and do all that were required of him, 

Thou knowest the commandments, Do not commit adultery, Do not kill, Do not steal,
Do not bear false witness, Defraud not, Honour thy father and mother.


And he answered and said unto him, Master, all these have I observed from my youth.
He professed to do what he was not to do, yet he could not do what he was wanted to do, 

One thing thou lackest: go thy way, sell whatsoever thou hast, and give to the poor, and thou shalt have treasure in heaven: and come, take up the cross, and follow me. (Mk. 10:19-21)

(b)
Paul himself experienced this. He recorded his struggle with himself to do that which was right and to abstain from that which was wrong in Rom. 7:15-25 (NIV) as follows:

15  I do not understand what I do. For what I want to do I do not do, but what I hate I do.

16  And if I do what I do not want to do, I agree that the law is good.

17  As it is, it is no longer I myself who do it, but it is sin living in me.

18  I know that nothing good lives in me, that is, in my sinful nature. 

For I have the desire to do what is good, but I cannot carry it out.

19  For what I do is not the good I want to do; no, the evil I do not want to do

--this I keep on doing.

20  Now if I do what I do not want to do, it is no longer I who do it,

but it is sin living in me that does it.

21  So I find this law at work: When I want to do good, evil is right there with me.

22  For in my inner being I delight in God's law;

23  but I see another law at work in the members of my body, 

waging war against the law of my mind and making me a prisoner of the law of sin 

at work within my members.

24  What a wretched man I am! Who will rescue me from this body of death?
25  Thanks be to God--through Jesus Christ our Lord!.

What can you learn from the experiences of these two people and how can you overcome your weakness to DO that what you ought to DO.
