II Cor. 8:9

He became poor, that ye through His poverty might be rich.
1. He was Rich:
Psa. 50:10-12
For every beast of the forest is Mine, and the cattle upon a thousand hills.  I know all the fowls of the mountains: and the wild beasts of the field are Mine… for the world is Mine, and the fulness thereof.
My Father is rich in houses and lands, He holdeth the wealth of the world in His hands!

b. Ye know that He was manifested to take away our sins; and in Him is no sin.

2. All of us have sinned:
a. For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God
Rom. 3:23
b. As by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; 

and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned:
Rom. 5:12

c. As it is written, There is none righteous, no, not one.

Rom. 3:10
3. He was made sin for us:
a. Whom God hath set forth to be a propitiation through faith in His blood, to declare His righteousness 

for the remission of sins that are past,  through the forbearance of God;

Rom. 3:25
b. He is the propitiation for our sins: and not for ours only, but also for the sins of the whole world. 
I Jn. 2:2
c. God… loved us, and sent his Son to be the propitiation for our sins.
I Jn. 4:10
4. We were made the righteousness of God in Him:
For as by one man's disobedience many were made sinners,
so by the obedience of One shall many be made righteous.

Rom. 5:19
By the rebellion of one man Through all his seed the mischief ran;
And by one Man’s obedience now Are all His seed made righteous, too.

1. I’m a Child of the King.
This bequeathed Position to us requires of us to live up to the standard bestowed on us in order that we do not bring shame or disgrace to the King Who blesses us with this position.

· Jn. 1:12 – 
As many as received Him, to them gave He power to become the sons of God, 
even to them that believe on His name:
· I Jn. 3:1-3

Behold, what manner of love the Father hath bestowed upon us, that we should be called 
the sons of God: therefore the world knoweth us not, because it knew Him not.

Beloved, now are we the sons of God, and it doth not yet appear what we shall be: but we know that, when He shall appear, we shall be like Him; for we shall see Him as He is.

And every man that hath this hope in Him purifieth Himself, even as He is pure.
· Gal. 4:4-7
But when the fulness of the time was come, God sent forth his Son, made of a woman,
 made under the law, to redeem them that were under the law, that we might receive the adoption of sons. And because ye are sons, God hath sent forth the Spirit of his Son into your hearts, crying, Abba, Father. Wherefore thou art no more a servant, but a son; and if a son, then an heir of God through Christ.

By the Grace, Riches and Righteousness of God, we are now children of God…

We are the Sons (and daughters) of God.

We are no more Servants in a household, but His children in His family through adoption.

We now have the Spirit of God’s Son dwelling in our hearts.

We are the Spiritual heirs of God through Christ.

REFLECT on this glorious position that God has bestowed on you and think how you should live up to such a status worthy of such a calling.
2. Consider also the other side of such a status as the children of God:
Rom. 8:17, 18

And if children, then heirs; heirs of God, and joint-heirs with Christ; 
if so be that we suffer with him, that we may be also glorified together.

For I reckon that the sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be compared 
with the glory which shall be revealed in us.
Heb. 2:10, 11

For it became Him, for whom are all things, and by whom are all things, in bringing many sons unto glory, to make the captain of their salvation perfect through sufferings.

For both He that sanctifieth and they who are sanctified are all of one: for which cause He is not ashamed to call them brethren.

I Pet. 4:12-16

Beloved, think it not strange concerning the fiery trial which is to try you, as though some strange thing happened unto you: But rejoice, inasmuch as ye are partakers of Christ's sufferings; that, when his glory shall be revealed, ye may be glad also with exceeding joy.

If ye be reproached for the name of Christ, happy are ye; for the spirit of glory and of God resteth upon you: on their part He is evil spoken of, but on your part He is glorified.

But let none of you suffer as a murderer, or as a thief, or as an evildoer, or as a busybody in other men's matters. Yet if any man suffer as a Christian, let him not be ashamed; but let him glorify God on this behalf.
