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The Theme: I AM He that liveth…
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The Text: I am He that liveth, and was dead; and, behold, I am alive for evermore, Amen.

Rev. 1:18
The Thots:


A. I AM He that Liveth…
Rev. 1:18a
1. He is the I AM:
a. He is God, the Almighty, the Great I Am – God said unto Moses, I AM THAT I AM.
Exo. 3:14
b. He is the One before Abraham:
Jn. 8:58

Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Before Abraham was, I AM.
c. He is the One All must believe to have life:
Jn. 8:24

I said therefore…ye shall die in your sins: if ye believe not that I AM (He), ye shall die in your sins.
d. He is He At whose feet all must fall:
Jn. 18:6
As soon then as He had said unto them, I AM (He), they went backward, and fell to the ground.
2. He is the He that Liveth therefore…
Rev. 1:18a
a. He can Attest to Himself being the Way, the  Truth and the Life:
Jn. 14:6

Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the Life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by Me.
b. He can Assure all who believe in Him that He is the Resurrection and the Life:
Jn. 11:25

Jesus said…I am the resurrection, and the life: he that believeth in Me, though he were dead, yet shall he live:
c. He can Affirm that He indeed is able to give not only life, but Abundant Life:
Jn. 10:10

I am come that they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly.

B. And Was Dead…
Rev. 1:18b
1. He died to Commend God’s Love to us, sinners.
Rom. 5:8

God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.
2. He died for the ungodly who Could not save themselves –
Rom. 5:6
For when we were yet without strength, in due time Christ died for the ungodly.

3. He died to Conciliate God’s enemies to Himself – 
Rom. 5:10

For if, when we were enemies, we were reconciled to God by the death of his Son,
 much more, being reconciled, we shall be saved by His life.

C. behold, I am alive for evermore…
Rev. 1:18c
1. To be the Resurrection and the Life.
Jn. 11:25
Jesus said… I am the resurrection, and the life: he that believeth in Me, though he were dead, yet shall he live.

2. To keep His promise to Rise again:
Mt. 20:18, 19

The chief priests…shall condemn Him to death…and the third day He shall rise again.
3. To Return to His God and Father:
Jn. 20:17

I ascend unto My Father, and your Father; and to My God, and your God.
4. To sit on the Right hand of God on high:
Heb. 1:3

When He had by Himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high
5. To be our Righteous Advocate and High Priest interceding for us in heaven. 
Heb. 4:14, 15

We have an Advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous: 
I Jn. 2:1
He is also our great high priest, [who]… was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin… 
and… He ever liveth to make intercession for them.
Heb. 7:25

6. One day to Return and take us back unto Himself:
Jn. 14:3
If I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again, and receive you unto myself; that where I am, there ye may be also.

In the meantime, while waiting for Him to Return, He wants us to Remember Him.
I Cor. 11:24, 26

This do in remembrance of Me… 
For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, 

ye do show the Lord's death till He come.
He dies! He dies! The lowly man of sorrows, On whom were laid our many griefs and woes;
Our sins He bore, beneath God's awful billows, And He hath triumphed over all our foes.
He lives! He lives! What glorious consolation! Exalted at His Father's own right hand;
He pleads for us, and by His intercession, Enables all His saints by grace to stand.


"I am He that liveth, that liveth and was dead; (x2)
And behold, I am alive for evermore; Behold, I am alive for evermore,
I am He that liveth, that liveth and was dead; And behold, I am alive for evermore."
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1. Jesus Christ is He that liveth, and was dead; and, behold, I am alive for evermore, Amen.


Rev. 1:18
Jesus had to live as Man in order that He could be a great, faithful and merciful High Priest ordained for men in things pertaining to God.
Heb. 5:1
For verily He took not on Him the nature of angels; but He took on Him the seed of Abraham. Wherefore in all things it behoved Him to be made like unto His brethren, 
that He might be a merciful and faithful high priest in things pertaining to God, 
to make reconciliation for the sins of the people.
Heb. 2:16, 16
Thus, in His descent from heaven to earth to be He that liveth and was dead…
He made Himself of no reputation, and took upon Him the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of men: And being found in fashion as a man, He humbled Himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.
Phil. 2:7, 8
In this, He came to be verily man in all ways even to meeting man’s appointment with death (as it is appointed unto men once to die, but after this the judgment. Heb. 9:27) so He died bearing man’s judgment on the cross. 
But He was uniquely different from man in that He was not an high priest which cannot be touched with the feeling of our infirmities; but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin. (Heb. 4:15)
In that He Himself hath suffered being tempted, He is able to succour them that are tempted. (Heb. 2:18)
Let us therefore come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy, 
and find grace to help in time of need. (Heb. 4:16)
How do the above statements concerning the Lord Jesus as the Faithful and Merciful High Priest and what He had endured for you affect you in your relationship with Him? Can He understand you and undertake for you in the problems you face day by day? 


REFLECT.
2. He lived, He died and He rose again. We too can be identified with Him in His death, burial and resurrection. Consider the following statement in Rom. 6:3-6
Know ye not, that so many of us as were baptized into Jesus Christ were baptized into his death? Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life. For if we have been planted together in the likeness of his death, we shall be also in the likeness of his resurrection: Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, that the body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve sin.


For he that is dead is freed from sin.

This condition was true of Paul:
Gal. 2:20

I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave Himself for me.


Is it true of you?
