The Theme: 
JehovahJireh
The Text: 
Abraham called the name of that place Jehovahjireh: as it is said to this day, 


In the mount of the LORD it shall be seen.
Gen. 22:14

The Thots:


Intro.: JehovahJireh is a Monumental Name given to a Mountain on the Moriah range on which Abraham was to sacrifice his son Isaac but was arrested by an angel from doing so at the last moment – when it was evident that Abraham would obey God to the fullest extent. In the stead of his son, he was provided with a substitute ram for the sacrifice. Hence, the name came to mean “God will provide”. Literally it means Jehovah will see (to it). Thus it is recorded:  “Jehovahjireh: as it is said to this day, In the mount of the LORD it shall be seen.” However, many believers throughout all generations have accepted it to mean “God will provide”.

For this rumination, we shall take Jehovahjireh to mean: It shall be seen, i.e. Jehovah will see to it.
In other words, even as Abraham had kept his part of the Abrahamic Covenant (Gen. 22:16-19) now in the mount of the LORD it shall be seen that God would keep His.

Consider therefore Abraham’s Part in Obedience and God’s Part in His Providence:
Gen. 22:2


Take now thy son, thine only son Isaac, whom thou lovest, and get thee into the land of Moriah; 

and offer him there for a burnt offering upon one of the mountains which I will tell thee of.
1. Abraham was to give his Son a Sacrifice. 
Take now thy son  
Cf. God would see to it that He also gave His Son. 
God gave of His Son.
I Jn. 5:10

2.  Abraham was to Offer his Only son. 
thine only son
Cf. God would see to it that He also gave His only Son. 
He gave his only begotten Son. Jn. 3:16

3. Abraham was to give his Living son whom he Loved.  
Isaac, whom thou lovest
Cf. God would see to it that He gave His Son Whom He loved: This is My beloved Son. 
Mt. 3:17

4. Abraham was to give his Son, Isaac, the promised Seed. 
in Isaac shall thy seed be called.  Gen. 21:12
Cf. God would see to it that the promised Seed would be His Son: 
Gal. 3:16

Now to Abraham and his seed were the promises made. He saith not, And to seeds, 
as of many; but as of one, And to thy seed, which is Christ.
5. Abraham was to sacrifice his son on a Mountain in the land of Moriah.
Cf. God would see to it that His Son would go to the Mount of Olives on His way to the Cross:

They went out into the mount of Olives.

Mt. 26:30

Was Jesus offered up on Mount Calvary? Was Jesus crucified there?

Cf. On a hill far away stood an old rugged cross, the emblem of suffering and shame;
6. On the way, Isaac Asked Abraham, his father, 

Gen. 22:7, 8
Behold the fire and the wood: but where is the lamb for a burnt offering?
And Abraham said, My son, God will provide Himself a lamb for a burnt offering:
Cf. God would see to it that He provided Himself a Lamb for the burnt offering.


· Mere offerings would not please Him. They could not atone for sins.
Heb. 10:6
· He had to provide His Son, Who, in Submission to His Father’s will, 
offered Himself to be the Sacrifice. Then said I, Lo, I come …to do thy will, O God. 
Heb. 10:7
7. Thus, Abraham Stretched forth his hand, and took the knife to Slay his son.
Cf. God would see to it that He Himself would strike His Son:
Zech. 13:7

Awake, O sword, against My shepherd, and against the Man that is My fellow, 
saith the LORD of hosts: smite the shepherd, and the sheep shall be scattered:
Surely He hath borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows: yet we did esteem 
Him stricken, smitten of God, and afflicted.

 Isa. 53:4

8. But Isaac was Spared seeing thou hast not withheld thy Son, thine only son from Me.
Gen. 22:12
Cf. God would see to it that He spared (same as withheld above) not his own Son, 
but delivered Him up for us all,

Rom. 8:32

Conclusion:

For if the blood of bulls and of goats, and the ashes of an heifer sprinkling the unclean, sanctifieth to the purifying of the flesh: How much more shall the blood of Christ, Who through the eternal Spirit offered Himself without spot to God, purge your conscience from dead works to serve the living God? 
Heb. 9:13, 14

JEHOVAHJIREH – He Will See To It and He will provide Himself a lamb for a burnt offering! Gen. 22:8

Jehovah will see to it – He will remember us. Will we remember Him and His Son this day?

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK
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1. When the Lord appeared to Moses, He said:
And I appeared unto Abraham, unto Isaac, and unto Jacob, by the name of God Almighty, but by My name JEHOVAH was I not known to them.
Exo. 6:3
Technically this is not correct because the patriarchs also knew God by Jehovah in their time, though they would know Him more as the El Shaddai (God Almighty). See below.
JEHOVAH is the Self-existent One and He is also the I AM, the Eternally Existing One.
He had appeared to Abraham: the LORD said unto Abraham.
Gen. 18:13
He had appeared to Isaac: Isaac entreated the LORD for his wife.
Gen. 25:21
He had appeared to Jacob:  Jacob awaked out of his sleep, and he said, 

Surely the LORD is in this place;
Gen. 28:16
But in this incident of the burning bush which was not consumed, God appeared to Moses in a new revelation of Himself to establish a relationship with him and His people, where soon He would come down personally to dwell among them (Exo. 25:8) and to lead them by a pillar of cloud by day and a pillar of fire by night. 
And the LORD went before them by day in a pillar of a cloud, to lead them the way; and by night in a pillar of fire, to give them light; to go by day and night:
He took not away the pillar of the cloud by day, nor the pillar of fire by night, from before the people.

Exo. 13:21, 22
Do you know JEHOVAH for yourself to lead and guide you not only 
through this week but through life’s journey as well?
REFLECT
2. In different stages of their history, God had appeared to His people in various ways, and they had acknowledged Him as the Jehovah Who had dealt with them accordingly.
· To Abraham for whom God provided a substitute ram in place of his son Isaac, he named a mountain JehovahJireh = God will provide or it shall be seen.
Gen. 22:14
· To Moses who just saw the conquest of the Amalekites, Jehovah further told him that this war with them would continue from generation to generation, and Moses built an altar to commemorate their victory calling the altar Jehovahnissi, owning Jehovah as his banner!


Exo. 17:15
· When the bitter waters at Marah were made sweet, God assured the people if they would obey Him, He would not inflict them with the diseases with which He inflicted the Egyptians, because He was Jehovahrapha, the LORD that healeth them.
Exo. 15:26
· When Gideon confronted the Angel of the LORD he was afraid that he would be struck dead because he had seen Him Who was the LORD Himself face to face. But the LORD said unto him, Peace be unto thee; fear not: thou shalt not die. So he built an altar and named it Jehovahshalom, the LORD is peace.

Jud. 6:24
And thus other cases and incidents when the LORD revealed Himself in a very special way to the parties concerned are recorded in other parts of the Scriptures.
