The Text: 
We see Jesus, Who was made…
Heb. 2:9

The Thots:


A. Jesus was made a Man
Heb. 2:9
We see Jesus, Who was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death.

1. Jesus…was Made a Little Lower than the angel, i.e. He became a Man.

The Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us.
Jn. 1:14
2. Jesus was truly Man who was originally made a little lower than the angels.
Psa. 8:4, 5
What is man, that Thou art mindful of him? and the son of man, that Thou visitest him?


For Thou hast made him a little lower than the angels.

a. The Reason Jesus was made man: for the suffering of death

Heb. 2:9
b. The Reality: 
i. When we were yet without strength, in due time Christ died for the ungodly.
Rom. 5:6
ii. God commendeth His love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us. 
Rom. 5:8
iii. For if, when we were enemies, we were reconciled to God by the death of his Son.
Rom. 5:10
B. Jesus was Made in the Likeness of Men
Phil 2:7
He was made in the likeness of men: and being found in fashion as a man
1. He was not made in the image of man, though Man was made in the image of God.

Gen. 1:27 cf. 9:6
God created man in His own image, in the image of God created He him.

2. Jesus however, when made in the likeness of men, still retained His Image of God.


The light of the glorious gospel of Christ, Who is the Image of God.


II Cor. 4:4
Who being the brightness of His glory, and the express Image of His Person.

Heb. 1:3

3. Because He is verily God and verily Man: Christ Jesus: Who, being in very nature God.
Phil. 2:5, 6, NIV

a. The Reason: Though He were a Son, yet learned He obedience by the things which He suffered.
Heb. 5:8
b. The Reality: He humbled Himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.
Phil. 2:8

C. Jesus was Made of a Woman – God sent forth his Son, made of a woman.
Gal. 4:4
1. He was made of a woman, a Virgin.

a. The Prophetical Sign given:


Isa. 7:14
The Lord Himself shall give you a sign; Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and bear a son. 
b. The Prophecy Spoke of Jesus:



Mt. 1:22, 23

Now all this was done, that it might be fulfilled which was spoken of the Lord by the prophet.

2. He was made under the Law.

Gal. 4:4
a. The Reason: To Redeem them that were under the law, that we might Receive the adoption of sons. Gal. 4:5

b. The Results: 



 Gal. 4:6, 7

i. Because ye are Sons, God hath sent forth the Spirit of his Son into your hearts, crying, Abba, Father.

ii. Wherefore thou art no more a Servant, but a son; and if a son, then an heir of God through Christ.
D. Jesus was made like unto his brethren.
Heb. 2:17

Wherefore in all things it behoved Him to be made like unto His brethren
1. Like His brethren, He Himself hath suffered being tempted.
Heb. 2:18
2. Like His brethren, He was touched with the feeling of [their] infirmities.
Heb. 4:15

a. The Reasons:  i. That He Might be a merciful and faithful High Priest
Heb. 2:17


ii. That we may obtain Mercy, and find grace to help in time of need.
Heb. 4:16
b. The Reality: 
i. He Himself hath suffered being tempted, He is able to succour them that are tempted.
Heb. 2:18
ii. He was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin.


Heb. 4:15
E. Jesus Made Himself of no Reputation.
Phil. 2:7
Note: Here our Lord made (or empty, NRSV) Himself to be made what He was made to be above!
1. He said: Lo, I come (in the volume of the book it is written of Me,) to do Thy will, O God.

Heb. 10:7
2. He said: Father, if Thou be willing, remove this cup from Me… not My will, but Thine, be done. 
Lk. 22:42
a. The Reason: the Son of man came not to be ministered unto, but to minister.


Mk. 10:45a

b. The Reality: and to give his life a ransom for many.

Mk. 10:45b
c. The Remembrance: Let us therefore Make ourselves available this day to remember Him!

I Cor. 11:24, 25
Jesus, our Lord, made Himself to be what He was made to be,

In order that we can be what He wants to make us to be.
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1. Jesus “was made” …

· a little lower than the angels, 
· in the likeness of men, 
· to be born of a woman,

· like unto His brethren. 
However it was He Who made Himself of no reputation (i.e. emptied Himself, NRSV) that only then He could ever be made to be what God intended Him to be made of.
At the end of it all, when He fulfilled all that was required of Him, when He had by Himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high;

being made so much better than the angels, as He hath by inheritance obtained a more excellent name than they.

Heb. 1:3b, 4
We see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death, crowned with glory and honour. 

Heb. 2:9
Thus, God “highly exalted Him, and given Him a name which is above every name: that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and things in earth, and things under the earth; and that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.

Phil. 2:9-11
Also He fulfilled the predictions of the Old Testament prophets, when [they] testified beforehand the sufferings of Christ, and the glory that should follow.



I Pet. 1:11
Likewise, for us who have been made children of God, let us remind ourselves, 

if children, then heirs; heirs of God, and joint-heirs with Christ; 
if so be that we suffer with Him, that we may be also glorified together.

For I reckon that the sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be compared with the glory which shall be revealed in us.

Rom. 8:17, 18

Are you prepared for the glory that will follow if you are suffering for Him today?
