Psa. 100:3
1. He is the Elohim God – the Triune God

Elohim is Plural indicating more than Two (Three?) in One. Thus:


One cried unto another, and said, Holy, holy, holy, is the LORD of hosts.
Isa. 6:3
They rest not day and night, saying, Holy, holy, holy, Lord God Almighty.
Rev. 4:8
a. God (Elohim) said, Let us make man in Our image, after Our likeness.
Gen. 1:26

b. And the LORD said…Go to, let Us go down, and there confound their language…
Gen. 11:6, 7

2. He is the One Yehwah LORD – 
Hear, O Israel: The LORD our God is one LORD
Deut. 6:4
God (Elohim is plural) is One LORD (Yahweh is singular)

a. And God spake unto Moses, and said unto him, I am the LORD:


And I appeared unto Abraham, unto Isaac, and unto Jacob, by the name of God Almighty, 

but by My name JEHOVAH (YHWH) was I not known to them.
Exo. 6:3
b. I heard the voice of the Lord, saying, Whom shall I send, and who will go for Us?

Isa. 6:8
c. Cp. Go ye…  baptizing them in the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost
Mt. 28:19
3. He is the One and Only God –
Hear, O my people…I am God, even thy God.
Psa. 50:7
a. I have declared, and have saved…therefore ye are My witnesses…that I am God.
Isa. 43:12
b. Look unto Me, and be ye saved, all the ends of the earth: for I am God, and there is none else.
 
Isa. 45:22
c. Remember…I am God, and there is none else; I am God, and there is none like Me.

Isa. 46:9
B. Our God – He is Good
Truly God is good…
Psa. 73:1
1. There is none Good but one, that is God.
Mt. 19:17; Mk. 10:18

a. As it is written, There is none righteous, no, not one:

Rom. 3:10
b. They are all gone out of the way, they are together become unprofitable;

 there is none that doeth good, no, not one.

Rom. 3:12
c. For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God.

Rom. 3:23
2. Because God is Good, He shows mercy.


O give thanks unto the LORD; for He is good: for His mercy endureth for ever. Psa. 106:1; 107:1; 118:1, 29; 136:1
3. However, doing Good cannot save. 
For by grace are ye saved through faith


…it is the gift of God: Not of works, lest any man should boast.

4. But when we are saved, we need to be like God and do Good.

a. As we have therefore opportunity, let us do good unto all men, 

especially unto them who are of the household of faith.

Gal. 6:10
b. That they do good, that they be rich in good works…laying up in store…a good foundation.
I Tim. 6:18, 19

c. But to do good and to communicate forget not: for with such sacrifices God is well pleased.
Heb. 13:16
d. Therefore to him that knoweth to do good, and doeth it not, to him it is sin.

Jas. 4:17
C. Our God – He is Gracious 
He is gracious, and full of compassion, and righteous.  Psa. 113:4
1. He Gave us the Gift of His Son when there was no one able to Save us.
For if through the offence of one many be dead, much more the grace of God, and the gift by grace, 
which is by one Man, Jesus Christ, hath abounded unto many.
Rom. 5:15
2. He gave us His Son to be made a little lower than the angels for the Suffering of death…
that He by the grace of God should taste death for every man.
Heb 2:9
As we remember the LORD this day, let us in the stillness of the hour know that He is GOD 
– Good and Gracious and Glorify Him.

Be still, and know that I am God: I will be exalted among the heathen, I will be exalted in the earth.

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK.
R. 252
1. When Jesus showed Himself to Mary Magdalene in one of His post-resurrection appearances, …
Jesus saith unto her, Touch Me not; for I am not yet ascended to my Father: but go to My brethren, and say unto them, I ascend unto My Father, and your Father; and to My God, and your God…
Our Good God is ever Gracious to allow us to acknowledge His Son’s Father and God as our own Father and God. He could do this because we who were no good had been made good, and we who had not been righteous had been made righteous by His Son’s death for us. He can now welcome us into His own presence righteously and justly – His Son having paid for the penalty of our sin.  His Father is now our Father and His God is now our God.
Consider that our Lord not only allowed us to call His Father our Father, and His God our God but also He is not ashamed to call us His “brethren” – His own brothers and sisters and making us heirs and co-heirs with Him too.

Consider: Heb. 2:11-13

For both He that sanctifieth and they who are sanctified are all of one: for which cause He is not ashamed to call them brethren, saying, I will declare Thy name unto My brethren, in the midst of the church will I sing praise unto Thee. And again, I will put My trust in Him. And again, Behold I and the children which God hath given Me.

Rom. 8:17
And if children, then heirs; heirs of God, and joint-heirs with Christ; if so be that we suffer with Him, that we may be also glorified together.

It is through God’s Goodness and Grace that we are what we are today – Co-heirs with Christ.
How can you translate this God’s Goodness and Graciousness that you have inherited into your life to live it out in your relationship with others this week? 
Think of how you can extend some of God’s goodness and grace to those you come across.

2. When Jesus showed Himself in another of His post-resurrection appearances to His disciples in the absence of Thomas, Thomas refused to believe and he uttered:  Except I shall see in His hands the print of the nails, and put my finger into the print of the nails, and thrust my hand into His side, I will not believe.
Thus when the Lord appeared again the next Lord’s Day, He invited Thomas, Reach hither thy finger, and behold My hands; and reach hither thy hand, and thrust it into My side: and be not faithless, but believing.
And Thomas answered and said unto Him, My Lord and my God.
Jn. 20:25, 27, 28
Thomas confessed Jesus, His Master, as My Lord and my God. 

If you are to confess Him as such now, what would your confession imply and 
what would your commitment to your Lord God be with such a confession?
