· Lord Jesus occurs the first and only time here in the Gospels, though in all, this lordly title occurs

 32 times in Acts and the Epistles, and once in Revelation in the KJV. Note: omitted in NRSV.
· This title in its first occurrence is linked to His empty tomb. Cf. Mk. 16:19 in NRSV, linked to His ascension.
· The title also links His Deity and Sovereignty “Lord” with His Humanity “Jesus”.

God hath made that same Jesus, Whom ye have crucified, both Lord and Christ 
Acts 2:36

· And it was His resurrection that made it all possible.
1. At Birth, He was Divinely named, JESUS: for He shall save His people from their sins.
Mt. 1:21; 
And Jesus… was made…for the suffering of death…that He…should taste death for every man.
Heb. 2:9
2. In Life, He was Despised by the name Jesus of Nazareth the King of the Jews.
Mt. 26:71
Can there any good thing come out of Nazareth?
Jn. 19:19


The world would not Recognise Jesus is LORD – they Rejected Him and they crucified Him.
Mk. 15:25

3. However, He rose from the Dead and was Declared, Jesus is Lord. Now one has to confess Him so to be saved.  

If you confess with your lips that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart that 

God raised him from the dead, you will be saved.

The Father, Son and Spirit indeed Declared that JESUS is LORD …

B. Jesus is Lord  was the Son’s Declared Resolve when He was on earth
Rom. 14:9


For to this end Christ both died, and rose, and revived, that He might be Lord both of the dead and living. 
1. In Life, Jesus was Lord of the Living: Ye call me Master and Lord: and ye say well; for so I am.
 Jn. 13:13

2. In Death, Jesus overcame death to be Lord: …God…brought back from the dead our Lord Jesus. 
Heb. 13:20
3. In Fact, Jesus is Lord both of the dead and the Living:

Lk. 20:37-38, NRSV
The fact that the dead are raised Moses himself showed, in the story about the bush,
 where he speaks of the Lord as the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob.

Now He is God not of the dead, but of the living; for to Him all of them are alive.

C. Jesus is Lord was the Declaration when the Father…

1. Raised Him from the dead

Rom. 10:9, NIV
That if you confess with your mouth, "Jesus is Lord," and believe in your heart 

that God raised Him from the dead, you will be saved.
2. Recognised Him as such:



Acts 2:36
Therefore let all t he house of Israel know assuredly, that God hath made

that same Jesus, whom ye have crucified, both Lord and Christ. 

D. Jesus is Lord is the Right only of those in the Spirit to say.


Only one who has the Spirit indwelling in Him can say, Jesus is Lord – 
I Cor. 12:3, NIV
No one can say, "Jesus is Lord," except by the Holy Spirit.

E. Jesus is Lord will one day be proclaimed by all when He Reigns over the Universe.
Phil. 2:9-11

1. One day He Who was Rejected will come to Reign over all as…

KING OF KINGS, AND LORD OF LORDS

Rev. 19:16
2. The Father Who saw Him Exited from heaven to do His Will will then Exalt Him:
Phil. 2:9, 10

Wherefore God also hath highly exalted Him, and given Him a Name which is above every name:

That at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and things in earth, and things under the earth; And that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father. 
F. Until then Jesus is Lord should be our Remembrance of Him until He Comes.
 I Cor. 11:23-26

    REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK

1. Today’s social trends tend to eliminate formalities seemingly to bring the parties involved into a closer and more intimate relationship. Thus children can be heard to address their parents by their first names and likewise friends and acquaintances. “Mom” and “dad” as well as “Mr.” and “Mrs.” or “Madam” is discouraged as it raises barriers in one’s relationship with the other. The spirit of casualness is the way of many to be “cool” and accepted in society.
Unfortunately this trend outside is also encouraged in our relationship with God the Father, God the Son and God the Spirit. It is now not uncommon in prayer to address our Lord as “Jesus” all the way through as in a casual conversation.

Yet the Lord when He was on earth told His disciples:

(John 13:13 KJV)  Ye call me Master and Lord: and ye say well; for so I am.

(John 13:13 NIV)  "You call me 'Teacher' and 'Lord,' and rightly so, for that is what I am.
And the ultimate of the Lord’s exaltation at the consummation of the ages is:

(Phil 2:10, 11 KJV)  That at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and things in earth, and things under the earth; And that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.

Is it right for us to lower the level of our Lord’s status to that of our own, even to that of a casual communication characteristic of close “friends” so that we can be “cool” and relate well with each other when we address Him? 
REFLECT.  [BTW did the Lord’s disciples ever address Him by name, “JESUS”?
2. On the other hand, we need to beware that while we can acclaim Him “Lord”, do things in the Name of the “Lord” and think that we are in good respectable relationship with Him, when in actual fact we have NO relationship with Him whatsoever. 

Consider what the Lord said:
(Mat 7:21-23 KJV)  Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven. Many will say to me in that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in thy name? and in thy name have cast out devils? and in thy name done many wonderful works? And then will I profess unto them, I never knew you: depart from me, ye that work iniquity.
What is needed for a good respectful and reverent communication with the Lord in our relationship with Him? 

What is the Spirit’s role in helping us to cultivate and develop this relationship with our Lord and with God? 

Consider: 
(1 Cor 12:3 NIV) No one can say, "Jesus is Lord," except by the Holy Spirit. 
(Rom 8:15 KJV)  Ye have received the Spirit of adoption, whereby we cry, Abba, Father.

(Luke 6:46 KJV)  And why call ye Me, Lord, Lord, and do not the things which I say?
