REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK
R218

1. I am he that liveth, and was dead.

Rev. 1:18a
a. Jesus Lived in order that He might Die.
Jesus…was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death. 

Heb. 2:9

And being found in fashion as a man, He humbled Himself, and became 
obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.

Phil. 2:8
b. We must Die in order that we might Live.
i. We need to die to Self.

Mt. 16:24-26

If any man will come after Me, let him deny himself, and take up his cross, and follow Me.

For whosoever will save his life shall lose it: and whosoever will lose his life for
 My sake shall find it. For what is a man profited, if he shall gain the whole world,
 and lose his own soul? or what shall a man give in exchange for his soul?

ii. We need to die to Sin.

Rom. 6:2, 10, 11
How shall we, that are dead to sin, live any longer therein?


For in that He (Jesus) died, He died unto sin once: but in that He liveth, He liveth

 unto God. Likewise reckon ye also yourselves to be dead indeed unto sin, 

but alive unto God through Jesus Christ our Lord.


iii. We need to die for the Saviour to live in us.

I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: 

and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, 

who loved me, and gave Himself for me.

Gal. 2:20
Our sins cost Jesus to come down to earth, to live as we do, yet without sin, in order that He might be made sin (a sin offering) for us, He Who knew no sin. Do we therefore have the heart to continue in sin when Jesus paid such a great price to save us from sin? 
REFLECT on this this week.

2. And, behold, I am alive for evermore, Amen.

Today, Jesus lives forevermore. He is Alive and He is the Living Christ.

a. When we were baptized, we testified that we would live out this important fact:  
Rom. 6:3, 4

Know ye not, that so many of us as were baptized into Jesus Christ were baptized into his death?

Therefore we are buried with Him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.

b. We would henceforth allow the Living Christ to live out His life in us:
Gal. 2:20

I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave Himself for me.
c. He, as the Living Christ Who lived, was dead and had risen again, consequently is able…
i. To Save completely those who come to God through Him:

Heb. 7:25

Wherefore He is able also to save them to the uttermost that come unto God by Him, 
seeing He ever liveth to make intercession for them.
ii. To Secure that which we have committed unto Him:


II Tim. 1:12

For I know whom I have believed, and am persuaded that He is able to keep 
that which I have committed unto Him against that day.
iii. To Succour us who are tempted:


Heb. 2:18

For in that He Himself hath suffered being tempted, He is able to succour them that are tempted

iv. And one day to give us a glorious body like unto His when He Subdues all things. Phil. 3:21

Who shall change our vile body, that it may be fashioned like unto His glorious body, 
according to the working whereby he is able even to subdue all things unto himself.
In the light of the above, are you living and walking with the Living Christ today? REFLECT.
