The Bold Sinner’s Kiss
1. She did what was not done by the Host. When the Lord entered the Host’s House…
Lk. 7:44
a. The host gave the Lord no Water for His feet –  thou gavest Me no water for My feet:
v. 44

But she hath Washed My feet with tears.

b. The host did not anoint the Lord’s head with Oil – My head with oil thou didst not anoint.
v. 46


But this woman hath anointed My feet with Ointment.
v. 38
c. The host gave the Lord no Welcome kiss – Thou gavest Me no kiss.
vv. 45, 44
But this woman since the time I came in hath not ceased to kiss My feet.

and Wiped them with the hairs of her head.

2. She did what she did for Him, because… 



a. She Acknowledged the Lord as Head –

Lk. 7:44 
When she wiped His feet with the hairs of her head, she was laying her glory (hair) at His feet.

If a woman have long hair, it is a glory to her.
cf. I Cor. 11:15
b. She Anticipated the Lord’s Death in Anointing Him.
cf.  Jn. 12:7

Cp. Mary, then said Jesus, Let her alone: against the day of My burying hath she kept this.
c. She Accepted her sinfulness and God’s forgiveness.
Lk. 7:42, 43, 47
Wherefore I say unto thee, Her sins, which are many, are forgiven; for she loved much:
 but to whom little is forgiven, the same loveth little.
d. She was Adoring him in her Act.
Lk. 7: 45


Thou gavest Me no kiss: but this woman since the time I came in hath not ceased to kiss My feet.
[Note: Worship (Gk. proskuneo = to kiss toward)]


e. Her Anticipated Remembrance of His “burial” led to her Adoring Reverence of Him.

Cf. Mary: Then took Mary a pound of ointment of spikenard, very costly, and anointed the feet of Jesus, and wiped His feet with her hair: and the house was filled with the odour of the ointment.
Jn. 12:3
3. She did not do what Judas Iscariot did. [Cf. what Judas did in Mary’s case.]
Jn. 12:3-8
a. Judas Posed to have a Purer motive than Mary had.
Jn. 12:4, 5

Saith… Judas Iscariot… Why was not this ointment sold for three hundred pence, and given to the poor?

b. But Judas was more interested in lining his Pocket than helping the Poor:
Jn. 12:6
This he said, not that he cared for the poor; but because he was a thief, and had the bag,
 and bare what was put therein.
c. And Judas was the one to Betray Jesus with a kiss and send Him to His Burial!
i. One of his disciples, Judas Iscariot, Simon's son, which should betray Him.

Rom. 16:16
The holy kiss (cf. 2 Cor. 13:12; Rom. 16:16; 1 Thes. 5:25; 1 Peter 5:14) was primarily a symbolic expression of the love, forgiveness, and unity which should exist among Christians. As such, it became associated with the celebration of the Lord’s Supper as a prelude to its observance (cf. Justin Apology 1. 65. 2). It was a mark of the familial bond which united believers. There is no indication that it was restricted to one’s own sex in the New Testament era (cf. Luke 7:37, 45). The suggestion to separate the sexes for the exchange of the kiss arose in the late second century due to concern about criticism from non-Christians and the danger of erotic abuse 

(cf. Athenagorus Supplication 32; Clement of Alexandria Pedagogue 3. 81. 2-4). By the third century it seems that the sexes were separated (Apostolic Constitutions 2. 57. 17), and by the fourth century the clergy and laity were also kept apart (Apostolic Constitutions 8. 11. 9). Such, however, was apparently not the case in the New Testament church where love for one another was openly expressed.

One of the conditions laid down for participation at the Lord’s Supper is:
Let a man examine himself, and so let him eat of that bread, and drink of that cup.

For he that eateth and drinketh unworthily, eateth and drinketh damnation to himself, 
not discerning the Lord's body.
I Cor. 11:28
As you eat the bread you are remembering the Lord and demonstrating your unity with the members of the body of Christ. The cup of blessing which we bless, is it not the communion of the blood of Christ? The bread which we break, is it not the communion of the body of Christ?
