B. The  Contents of the Psalmist’s Meditation
Psa. 45:2-9

His Thoughts were focused and His Tongue was outpoured in spontaneous praise as he meditated on …

1. The King’s Grace and Beauty.
Psa. 
45:2

Thou art fairer than the children of men: grace is poured into thy lips…God hath blessed thee for ever.

2. The King’s Glory and Majesty.

45:3

Gird thy sword upon thy thigh, O most mighty, with thy glory and thy majesty.

3. The King’s Greatness and Divinity.

45:6
Thy throne, O God, is for ever and ever: the sceptre of Thy kingdom is a right sceptre.

4. The King’s Gladness and Purity.

45:7

Thou lovest righteousness, and hatest wickedness… 
God, Thy God, hath anointed Thee with the oil of gladness above Thy fellows.

5. The King’s Garments of fragrance and the Gladsome music from His palaces of ivory. 
45:8, NIV

All your robes are fragrant with myrrh and aloes and cassia; 
from palaces adorned with ivory the music of the strings makes you glad.

C. The Call to the Queen…
Psa. 45:10-16

1. To Forget herself and her father’s house and to worship the King.

45:10, 11

Hearken, O daughter, and consider, and incline thine ear; forget also thine own people, 
and thy father's house; So shall the king greatly desire thy beauty: for He is thy Lord; 
and worship thou Him.
2. To come Forward to receive a Gift as she was Glorious within and “Golden” without. 
45:12, 13

The daughter of Tyre shall be there with a gift; even the rich among the people shall entreat thy favour.

The king's daughter is all glorious within: her clothing is of wrought gold.
3. To step Forth to Face the king together with her virgins and all would be Glad.

45:14-15
 She shall be brought unto the king in raiment of needlework: the virgins her companions 
that follow her shall be brought unto thee. With gladness and rejoicing shall they be brought: 
they shall enter into the king's palace. 
D. The Conclusion of the Psalmist:
Psa. 45:17

1. The King’s Name will be Remembered in all generations.

I will make thy name to be remembered in all generations:
45:17, KJV
You, O king, shall have sons... I will cause your name to be celebrated in all generations.
45:16, 17, NRSV

2. The King’s Name will be Revered by all nations.

Therefore the nations will praise you for ever and ever.
45:17, NIV
As you Remember the Lord this day, are you Overwhelmed with His Person and Overflowing with Praise for Him?
The Queen was Overwhelmed at the Wisdom of Solomon;

So let me Overflow with Words touching Thee Who art greater than Solomon.

Yea, Amaze me. Awe me. Lead me to Adore Thee

In Thy Grace and Beauty, Glory and Majesty, Thy Greatness and Divinity


Even as today I remember Thee.

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1. Psalm 45 is a majestic psalm celebrating the marriage of a mighty king. 
I speak of the things which I have made touching the king: my tongue is the pen of a ready writer. Thou art fairer than the children of men: grace is poured into thy lips: therefore God hath blessed thee for ever. Gird thy sword upon thy thigh, O most mighty, with thy glory and thy majesty.
In his exultation, the psalmist was perhaps envisaging the future divine King that one day would come to sit on that throne. The Psalmist wrote:

Thy throne, O God, is for ever and ever: the sceptre of thy kingdom is a right sceptre. 45:6
The writer to the Hebrews applied this anticipation of the Psalmist to the Majesty and Supremacy of God’s Son of Whom God Himself had declared:
But unto the Son He saith, Thy throne, O God, is for ever and ever: a sceptre of righteousness is the sceptre of Thy kingdom.
Heb 1:8 KJV 
The Son is now in the Father’s Home in Heaven preparing the mansions for His bride whom He will fetch one day that she might be where He is:

In my Father's house are many mansions: if it were not so, I would have told you. I go to prepare a place for you. And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again, and receive you unto Myself; that where I am, there ye may be also.
Jn. 14:2, 3
In the meanwhile He is also preparing the bride that He might present the church to Himself in splendor, without a spot or wrinkle or anything of the kind--yes, so that she may be holy and without blemish.
Eph. 5:27, NRSV
This would be in keeping with the Psalmist’s picture of the bride as she was presented to the king: 

The king's daughter is all glorious within: her clothing is of wrought gold. She shall be brought unto the king in raiment of needlework: the virgins her companions that follow her shall be brought unto thee. With gladness and rejoicing shall they be brought: they shall enter into the king's palace.
Psa. 45:13-15

Apostle John foresaw this occasion and wrote thus:

Let us be glad and rejoice, and give honour to Him: for the marriage of the Lamb is come, and His wife hath made herself ready. And to her was granted that she should be arrayed in fine linen, clean and white: for the fine linen is the righteousness of saints. And he saith unto me, Write, Blessed are they which are called unto the marriage supper of the Lamb. And he saith unto me, These are the true sayings of God.
Rev. 19:7-9
Do you wonder now why the Psalmist wrote – My heart is inditing a good matter: I speak of the things which I have made touching the king: my tongue is the pen of a ready writer? He was just Overwhelmed with the King’s Majesty and Overflowing with praise and worship. As you are reminded of all this, will you too be responding like the Psalmist this week?
REFLECT
2. The Lord, the Bridegroom, is now preparing the Bride for the day when He will present her to Himself and to the Father a glorious church, not having spot, or wrinkle, or any such thing; but that it should be holy and without blemish.
Are you living up to being such a bride for that wedding day that is coming?
