Witnessing.

Aaron shall burn thereon sweet incense every morning: when he dresseth the lamps…
b. Burning incense on the Golden Altar
Worshipping
Exo. 30:8
When Aaron lighteth the lamps at even, he shall burn incense upon it…
c. Eating the bread at the Table every sabbath
Waiting and communing.
Lev. 24:7-10
…the bread for a memorial… shall be Aaron's and his sons'; and they shall eat it in the holy place.

2. Instead Eli sat upon a seat by the wayside watching: 
I Sam. 4:13a

As priest, Eli should be Standing and Serving in the Outer Court…

a. Sacrificing the offering at the Brazen Altar.
Sacrifice
Lev. 1:9, 13, 17, etc.
The priest shall burn all on the altar… an offering made by fire, of a sweet savour unto the LORD.

b. Cleansing his hands and feet at the Brazen Laver
Sanctification
Exo. 40:30, 31

He set the laver between the tent of the congregation and the altar

…and Moses and Aaron and his sons washed their hands and their feet thereat:

3. Later he (Eli) fell from off the seat backward … and he died:
I Sam. 4:18


As priest, Eli fell from off his seat backward and died when he heard that the Ark of God was taken.

a. Eli’s two sons, Hophni and Phinehas, were slain – Eli honoured his sons above God.
2:29

b. Eli fell down and died when he heard the ark of God was taken.
4:18

c. Eli’s daughter-in-law died at her son’s birth, naming him, Ichabod – the glory is departed. 
4:20, 21

Eli’s failure to honour the Ark of God caused others to die, himself included.

B. He Died, He Sat.

a. In The Tabernacle – He was the Tabernacle – the Word…dwelt (tabernacled) among us

b. In the Holy Place…

i. He was the Lampstand
- I am the Light of the world:
Jn. 8:12

ii. He was the Altar of Incense
- whatsoever ye shall ask in My name, that will I do.
Jn. 14:13; Eph. 5:2


- Christ…an offering and a sacrifice to God for a sweetsmelling savour.

iii. He was the Shewbread
- I am the Bread of life:
Jn. 6:35

c. In the Outer Court…

i. He was the Brazen Altar
- We have an altar…
Heb. 13:10
ii. He was the Laver of Cleansing
- sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus.
Heb. 10:10

d. In the Holy of Holies…

He was the Mercy Seat
- He is our Propitiation (lit. Mercy Seat)

Rom. 3:25 cf. I Jn. 2:2



2. At the end of His earthly ministry, He offered Himself as Sacrifice for our sin, and He died on the cross.

He had finished his work: - It is finished: and He bowed His head, and gave up His Spirit.
 Jn. 19:30, NRSV
3. When He had by Himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high.
Heb. 1:3
a. After He had offered one sacrifice for sins for ever, sat down on the right hand of God.

Heb. 10:12
b. And hath raised us up together, and made us sit together in heavenly places in Christ Jesus.  Eph. 2:6

Con: After He Died, He Sat down on the right hand of God and hath made us to Sit together with Him. Hallelujah!

On earth, He stood and served, His divine task to accomplish.

On the cross, He cried out, “It is finished”,

And He died!

In Heaven, He sits down – His position on His Majesty’s right hand established.

Now He awaits the time when all will be subject to Him, and HeHHH He, all to the Father relinquish

We are both holy and royal priests (I Pet. 2:5. 9) which an OT priest or king could never be –


No O.T. person could be King and Priest at the same time!

1. Are you a Holy Priest?
REFLECT

a. We are holy priests to offer up spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God.

I Pet. 2:5

Ye also, as lively stones, are built up a spiritual house, an holy priesthood, 
to offer up spiritual sacrifices, acceptable to God by Jesus Christ.

We need to offer the Spiritual sacrifices of:

i. Our Persons:
Rom. 12:1, NRSV

I appeal to you therefore, brothers and sisters, by the mercies of God, to present your bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and acceptable to God, which is your spiritual worship.

ii. Our Praise:
Heb. 13:15


By Him therefore let us offer the sacrifice of praise to God continually, 

that is, the fruit of our lips giving thanks to His name.
iii. Our Possessions:
Heb. 13:16


Do not neglect to do good and to share what you have, 

for such sacrifices are pleasing to God.
2. Are you a Royal Priest?
REFLECT

b. We are Royal priests to Witness for God.

I Pet. 2:9


But ye are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, an holy nation, a peculiar people; 

that ye should show forth the praises of Him who hath called you out of darkness

 into His marvellous light.
Thus:

i. We are to Go into all the world to preach the Gospel to every one.

ii. We are to be Witnesses in this World:

iii. We are to Glorify our Father with our Good works in this world:
