Introduction:

“Night” can signify:

(1) Literally a Time Interval – the time after sunset and before sunrise while it is dark outside, or
(2) Figuratively a Tragic Incident/event – a period of ignorance or backwardness or gloom.

A. It was night when Israel went out.
Exo. 12:42



It is a night to be much observed unto the LORD for bringing them out from the land of Egypt: 

1. It was night when the blood of the Passover Lamb was sprinkled on the Doorposts.

Exo. 12:7, 8

They shall take of the blood, and strike it on the two side posts and on the upper door post 
2. It was night when the firstborn of Egypt Died.

Exo. 12:12, 30

For I will pass through the land of Egypt this night, and will smite all the firstborn in the land of Egypt
3. It was night when Israel was Delivered.

Exo. 12:42a

It is a night to be much observed unto the LORD for bringing them out from the land of Egypt: 
4. It was the night to be Declared as the Passover and observed by Israel’s generations.
Exo. 12:42b

This is that night of the LORD to be observed of all the children of Israel in their generations.

B. It was night when Judas went out.
Jn. 13:30

He then having received the sop went immediately out: and it was night.

1. It was night when Judas was told he would Betray His Master’s Trust.

Jesus…said, Verily, verily, I say unto you, that one of you shall betray me. 
And when he had dipped the sop, he gave it to Judas Iscariot, the son of Simon.

2. It was night when Judas Became Satan’s Tool.

Jn. 13:27

After the sop Satan entered into him.

3. That night was night in Judas’s life and it would end in Bitterness and Torment.

C. It was “night” when the light of the sun did not shine out.
Mk. 15:33

When the sixth hour was come, there was darkness over the whole land until the ninth hour.

1. It was night for the Creator when He was crucified by His Creatures.

Mk. 15:25, 33
It was the third hour, and they crucified Him… When the sixth hour was come, there was darkness…
2. It was night for Him that was Sinless when He became Sin for us.

II Cor. 5:21
3. It was night for Christ, our Passover when He was Slain and Sacrificed for us.

I Cor. 5:7

4. It was night for the Only Son when His Holy Father forsook Him.

D. It was at night when Jesus instituted the Lord’s Supper.
I Cor. 11:23, 25

That the Lord Jesus the same night in which he was betrayed took bread…the cup

1. It was a night Declared for His own to Remember Him.

I Cor. 11:24, 25


This do in remembrance of Me.

2. It was a night Designated for His own to Regularly commemorate Him. 

I Cor. 11:26


For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord's death till He come.

3. It was a night Designed for His own to Relate to Him and to each other.

I Cor. 10:16, 17

The cup of blessing which we bless, is it not the communion of the blood of Christ? 

The bread which we break, is it not the communion of the body of Christ?


For we being many are one bread, and one body: for we are all partakers of that one bread.

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1.  “Night” in the Day of the Lord.

The Day of the Lord Commences with the Coming of the Lord as a thief in the night: 

a. Its Commencement: the day of the Lord so cometh as a thief in the night
I Thes. 5:2
i. Its Commencement Coincides with the Day the Church is Raptured:

If therefore thou shalt not watch, I will come on thee as a thief, 
and thou shalt not know what hour I will come upon thee.
Rev. 3:3

ii. Hence, the Church will be Rescued from the Wrath of God to come [see (b) below]:
You turned to God from idols, to serve a living and true God, and to wait 
for his Son from heaven, whom He raised from the dead--Jesus, Who rescues 
us from the wrath that is coming. 
I Thes. 1:9, 10, NRSV 
For God has destined us not for wrath but for obtaining salvation 
through our Lord Jesus Christ,
I Thes. 5:9, NRSV
b. Its Continuation:
i. It will be “night” when the Wrath of God is poured out on earth:

And I saw another sign in heaven, great and marvellous, seven angels 
having the seven last plagues; for in them is filled up the wrath of God.
Rev. 15:1

And one of the four beasts gave unto the seven angels seven golden vials 
full of the wrath of God, who liveth for ever and ever.
Rev. 15:7
And I heard a great voice out of the temple saying to the seven angels, 
Go your ways, and pour out the vials of the wrath of God upon the earth. Rev. 16:1

ii. After this “night”, will dawn the Day of blessings for all inhabitants of earth:
But it shall be one day which shall be known to the LORD, not day, nor night: 
but it shall come to pass, that at evening time it shall be light.

And it shall be in that day, that living waters shall go out from Jerusalem…
And the LORD shall be king over all the earth: in that day 
shall there be one LORD, and his name one… 
Zech. 14:7-9

c. Its Consummation:

But the day of the Lord will come as a thief in the night; in the which the heavens 
shall pass away with a great noise, and the elements shall melt with fervent heat, 
the earth also and the works that are therein shall be burned up.

II Pet. 3:10

And I saw a new heaven and a new earth: for the first heaven
 and the first earth were passed away; and there was no more sea.
 Rev. 21:1

As those in Christ and in the Church, when the Head returns to rapture His Body (the Church) to be with Him forevermore, we will be rescued from the wrath of the day of the Lord. 

This is indeed our glorious hope of salvation (deliverance). 

In the meanwhile, let us, who are of the day, be sober, putting on the breastplate of faith and love; and for an helmet, the hope of salvation. For God hath not appointed us to wrath, but to obtain salvation by our Lord Jesus Christ. Do you have this glorious hope?

But let us, who are of the day, be sober, putting on the breastplate of faith and love; and for an helmet, the hope of salvation.
