Mk. 9:36
1. A Child has a Soul 

- the soul of the son is mine 


Eze. 18:4b

2. A Child has Sin.

- I was shapen in iniquity, and in sin did my mother conceive me.
Psa. 51:5

3. A Child needs to be Saved (Converted) – the soul that sinneth, it shall die…
Eze. 18:4c cf. Mt. 18:3
4. A Child should not be Stopped to come to Jesus:
Mt. 19:14

Suffer little children, and forbid them not, to come unto Me: for of such is the kingdom of heaven.

i. (And) verily He took not on Him the nature of angels;

ii. but He took on Him the seed of Abraham…to be made like unto His brethren

2. The Form of a Servant (the very nature of a servant, NIV).
Phil. 2:7

a. Thus, He took a towel, and girded Himself – He, Who was Christ, their Master
Jn. 13:13-15
· He…laid aside His garments; and took a towel, and girded Himself. 
13:4

· Ye call Me Master and Lord: and ye say well; for so I am.
13:13
b. He re-taught His disciples the lesson of Humility and Charity (Love)
Jn. 13:14
· If I then, your Lord and Master, have washed your feet; ye also ought to wash one another's feet.

c. As He had taught them earlier to Humble themselves “as this little Child”.

   He now asks His own to remember Him even as He did so, when He was on earth…

C. He took bread, and gave thanks, and brake it and gave unto them,
Lk.

And He took the cup and gave thanks, and gave it to them,
Mt. 26:27
1. To Remind them to Remember His Body given for them – This is My body which is given for you:
2. To Remind them to Remember His Blood shed for them – This … is My blood… shed for you.
3. To Remind them to Remember HIM – this do in remembrance of Me.
Lest we forget, He took the bread, symbol of His broken body to remind us  

Of the back that was furrowed, and the face marred beyond recognition;

Lest we forget, He took the cup, symbol of His shed blood to remind us

Of the blood that was His life poured out for us;

Lest we forget, He uttered those precious words –

Do this in remembrance of Me.
