A. The Son’s Declaration:

Psa. 2:7

the LORD hath said unto Me, Thou art My Son; this day have I begotten thee.

1. Vis-à-vis the Father’s Decree – I will declare the decree.

Psa. 2:7

a. The Father’s Pronouncement: 


He is the Son of the Father 
– the LORD hath said unto Me, Thou art My Son;
b. The Father’s Proclamation:

i. He is the Son of His Promise
– Yet have I set my king upon my holy hill of Zion.
Psa. 2:6

ii. He is the Son of His Purpose 
– this day have I begotten thee
Psa. 2:7

· He is the Begotten (Heb. yalad) translated bring forth in…
Pro. 27:1

· Cf. she shall bring forth a son, and thou shalt call his name JESUS
Mt. 1:21

· Cf. But when the fulness of the time was come, God sent forth his Son
Gal. 4:4, 5

iii. He is the Son of His Pleasure 
– This is My beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased
 Mt. 3:17

· Ct. In burnt offerings and sacrifices for Sin thou hast had no pleasure.
Heb. 10:6, 8

·  It was only in the Son’s Sacrifice to do the Father’s Will that pleased Him.
Heb. 10:7

· And it was only by that Will that we were Sanctified through His Sacrifice.

2. Vis-à-vis His Family – I will declare Thy name unto my brethren: 

Psa. 22:22 cf. 2:12

a. The Son is proud to declare His Father’s Name to His Church (cf. Congregation)
Heb. 2:12, KJV

b. The Saved are His brethren, and He is the Captain of their salvation through suffering.
Heb. 2:10, NIV

i. Both He Who Sanctifies and those who are Sanctified are of one family.
Heb. 2:11

ii. Thus, the Lord is not aShamed to declare the Sanctified His brethren.

Heb. 2:12

B. Peter’s Declaration: And we declare unto you glad tidings

Acts 13:32, 33
1. The Father’s Promise made unto David and the fathers had been Fulfilled.

Cf. Psa. 22:22

2. The Fact that Proves it is the Son’s Resurrection, never more to return to corruption.
Acts 13:34

3. The Prophecies from other Scriptures Further prove this.
Isa. 55:3; Psa.16:10

C. Paul’s Declaration: This I Declare…

i Cor. 11:17

The Risen Christ now tells His own to Remember Him at the Lord’s Supper

 – this was Delivered to Paul.
I Cor. 11:23

1. Paul’s Declaration regarding the Corinthian Church: they had abused the Lord’s Supper.
a. They were not Relating to one another – there were divisions among them.

11:18, 19

Ct. The cup of blessing which we bless, is it not the communion of the blood of Christ? 
10:16, 17

The bread which we break, is it not the communion of the body of Christ? 

For we being many are one bread, and one body: for we are all partakers of that one bread. 

How come there were divisions among them?

b. They were Relishing their own selfish needs


I Cor. 11:20-22


When ye come together therefore into one place, this is not to eat the Lord's supper.


For in eating every one taketh before other his own supper: and one is hungry, and another is drunken.

What? have ye not houses to eat and to drink in? or despise ye the church of God, and shame them that have not? What shall I say to you? shall I praise you in this? I praise you not.

They were not Remembering the Lord.

2. The Declaration of the Christian Church:


I Cor. 11:26, NIV


For whenever you eat this bread and drink this cup, you proclaim the Lord's death until he comes.

a. Let us therefore eat this bread and …

i. Remember Him and His Body that was Broken for us.
11:24

ii. Remember Him and our one Bond of fellowship in His Body.
10:16b

b. Let us therefore drink this cup and …

i. Remember Him and His new Covenant with us in His Blood.
11:25

ii. Remember Him and our Communion with each other in His Blood.
10:16a

The Heavens Declare His Glory,

The Christian Church declares His Death and Victory.

When we partake of the Cup and the Bread we declare too our Unity,

Even as we ever keep Him in our Memory –




Do this in Remembrance of Me.
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(John 17:25)  O righteous Father, the world hath not known Thee: but I have known Thee, and these have known that Thou hast sent Me.

(John 17:26)  And I have declared unto them Thy name, and will declare it: that the love wherewith Thou hast loved Me may be in them, and I in them.

1. The Lord’s Prayer above as recorded in John 17 (not the Disciples’ Prayer that most Christians are familiar with as recorded in Matt. 6) confirmed that He knew the heart of the Father and that His disciples themselves even knew that His Father had sent Him. 
He had declared unto them the purpose the Father had sent Him for, even to declare the Father’s  Name. 

But what is His Name?

Hear, O Israel: The LORD our God is one LORD.

Deut. 6:4

The “Plural” God, Elohim, is ONE LORD. God is One – this was the Son’s 
declaration of His Father’s Name – The Triune God is One!

He also declared that the Father loved the Son.

And the Son in turn had declared that the Father’s love for the Son might also be in His disciples just as He was in them.
If the Triune God is One and their Love is manifested in the sending of the Son, and the Son has declared this Love to His disciples, they in turn ought to declare and display this love among themselves as one in Him and He in them.
Thus the challenge to all who are His:

Beloved, let us love one another: for love is of God; and every one that loveth 
is born of God, and knoweth God. 
1 Jn 4:7

Beloved, if God so loved us, we ought also to love one another.
1 Jn 4:11
No man hath seen God at any time. If we love one another, God dwelleth in us, 
and His love is perfected in us. 

I Jn. 4:12

Do you love your fellow-believers, as the Father loves the Son and as the Son loves you?

If you do, recall two instances which exhibit this love.

REFLECT

2. We declare unto you glad tidings, how…He hath raised up Jesus again…Be it known unto you therefore, men and brethren, that through this Man is preached unto you the forgiveness of sins: and by Him all that believe are justified from all things, from which ye could not be justified by the law of Moses. 
Acts 13:32-34, 38, 39

The glad tidings is a declaration of how God had raised Jesus from the dead whom men must believe for the forgiveness of their sins and can be justified by no other means.
Paul declared this Gospel in a nutshell in I Cor. 15:3, 4 –

For I delivered unto you first of all that which I also received, how that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures; And that He was buried, and that He rose again the third day according to the scriptures. 
Is this what still constitutes the Good Tidings of today’s Gospel preachers?
