The Thots:

A. He is Lord – His Acclamation


1. He was Announced Lord at Birth

Lk. 2:11


For unto you is born this day in the city of David a Saviour, which is Christ the Lord.

2. He Accepted being Acknowledged as Lord in Life.

Jn. 13:13


Ye call me Master and Lord: and ye say well; for so I am.

3. He Arose from the dead as Lord of the Dead and the Living.

Rom. 14:9


For to this end Christ both died, and rose, and revived, 


that He might be Lord both of the dead and living.

4. He shall be Acclaimed Lord of lords in His future kingdom.

Rev. 19:16


He hath on His vesture … a name written, KING OF KINGS, AND LORD OF LORDS.

2. He is Lord of lords, and King of kings

These shall make war with the Lamb, and the Lamb shall overcome them:

for He is Lord of lords, and King of kings.
C. He is Lord – Our Assurance


1. The Lord is our Confession in Salvation.

Rom. 19:9, NIV
That if you confess with your mouth, "Jesus is Lord," 

and believe in your heart that God raised Him from the dead, you will be saved.

2. The Lord Commits Himself to our Sanctification

II Tim. 2:19
a. The Lord knoweth them that are His. 


And, Let every one that nameth the name of Christ depart from iniquity.
b. The Lord knoweth how to deliver the godly out of temptations.

II Pet. 2:9
D. He is Lord – the Centre of Our Adoration


1. We have Communion with Him at the Lord’s Table.

I Cor. 10:16, 21

The cup of blessing which we bless, is it not the communion of the blood of Christ? 
The bread which we break, is it not the communion of the body of Christ?... partakers of the Lord's table.

2. We Commemorate His death at the Lord’s Supper.

I Cor. 11:20, 26

Eat the Lord's supper… as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord's death till He come.
3. We Celebrate His Resurrection on the Lord’s Day, the first day of the week.
Rev. 1:10; Mt. 28:1, 5, 6

I was in the Spirit on the Lord's day… In the end of the Sabbath…toward the first day of the week,


Fear not ye: for I know that ye seek Jesus, which was crucified. He is not here: for He is risen, as he said.

He is Lord, He is Lord! He is risen from the dead and He is Lord!

Ev’ry knee shall bow, ev’ry tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord.
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1. After the Lord had gone out into a mountain to pray, and continued all night in prayer to God (Lk. 6:12), the next day, He called unto Him His disciples: and of them He chose twelve, whom also He named apostles (6:13). Then He came down with them, and stood in the plain, and the company of His disciples, and a great multitude of people…came to hear Him…(6:17)
In His Sermon on the plain, He taught them the importance of Consistency, after He had pronounced on them three “blessed” (6:20-22) and three “woes” (6:24-26) and summing them up by asking them to bless them that curse you, and pray for them which despitefully use you. (6:28). 

He then taught them the lessons on Consistency:
Lk. 6:36-38
His Precepts:

Be ye therefore merciful, as your Father also is merciful.



Judge not, and ye shall not be judged: condemn not, and ye shall not be condemned: 

Forgive, and ye shall be forgiven.

Give, and it shall be given unto you; good measure, pressed down, and shaken together, and running over, shall men give into your bosom. For with the same measure that ye mete withal it shall be measured to you again.

His Pictures:
Lk. 6:39 -45

Can the blind lead the blind? shall they not both fall into the ditch?


The disciple is not above his master: but every one that is perfect shall be as his master.

And why beholdest thou the mote that is in thy brother's eye, 
but perceivest not the beam that is in thine own eye?

Either how canst thou say to thy brother, Brother, let me pull out the mote that is in thine eye, when thou thyself beholdest not the beam that is in thine own eye? Thou hypocrite, cast out first the beam out of thine own eye, and then shalt thou see clearly to pull out the mote that is in thy brother's eye.

For a good tree bringeth not forth corrupt fruit; neither doth a corrupt tree bring forth good fruit. For every tree is known by his own fruit. For of thorns men do not gather figs, nor of a bramble bush gather they grapes.

A good man out of the good treasure of his heart bringeth forth that which is good; 
and an evil man out of the evil treasure of his heart bringeth forth that which is evil: 
for of the abundance of the heart his mouth speaketh.

The Conclusion: - Whosoever cometh to Me, and heareth My sayings, and doeth them –
They are those who build their house on the unshaken Foundation of Rock.:

But he that heareth, and doeth not… 
Is like a man that without a foundation built an house upon the earth; against which the stream did beat vehemently, and immediately it fell; and the ruin of that house was great.
