REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK

1. The wise men went to worship the Lord all Prepared with Presents to give Him. Others on earth at the time of the Lord worshipped Him because they acknowledged the Power of His Person having heard of it before or having witnessed it for themselves. Herod also heard of the high Position of the Lord (He was addressed as the King of the Jews by the wise men from the east who came to worship Him) and expressed a desire to worship Him as well, but, he had an ulterior and selfish motive that was not in keeping with his lips’ expression.

Such situations may not be much different today among the worshippers of the Lord. They are found in His presence seemingly to worship Him but their hearts may not be directly linked to their lips and may even be worlds apart.
This people draweth nigh unto Me with their mouth, and honoureth Me with their lips; but their heart is far from Me. But in vain they do worship Me… Mt. 15:8, 9
To really come to worship Him in the right spirit, one needs (like the wise men) to prepare oneself to relate rightly with Him in walk during the week, to read His Word and to communicate with Him in prayer and praise resulting in one’s attitude being really prepared to come into His presence on the Lord’s day to offer one’s presents of praise, thanksgiving and worship. 
Will you be prepared for such worship this or the next week?
REFLECT
2. Herod expressed the desire that he would like to worship the King also. But we know that he had a selfish ulterior motive in knowing where He could find Jesus, the King of the Jews, so that he could “depose” Him if indeed He could ever be King while he, Herod, was still alive.
Isn’t it true that sometime we may be found among worshippers in the presence of the Lord but our minds and hearts are focused on something else. We are not prepared to worship Him or contribute to His worship, but rather be concerned with mundane things or people that we need to do, visit, purchase, etc. immediately the service is over. Or perhaps our thoughts for the moment are sidetracked when we were making our way into the service by something someone said to us or brought to our attention which caused us to be upset, thus, losing focus on the One Whom we came to worship. 

How would you avoid such things to happen to you so that you can concentrate on what you set out to do, i.e. just to worship your Lord?
