Gen. 1:4
2. God created the Earth and the Seas and God saw that it was good.
Gen. 1:10
3. God created the Grass and the Trees and God saw that it was good.
Gen. 1:12
4. God created the Lights for day and night and God saw that it was good.
Gen. 1:18
5. God created the living creatures in the sea and air and God saw that it was good.
Gen. 1:21
6. God created Man and the living creatures on earth and God saw that it was good.
Gen. 1:25
7. God Saw every thing that He had made, and, behold, it was very good.

God ended His work… and He rested on the seventh day from all His work…

B. God Saw the Wickedness in the World that Man had Committed, and He Regretted. Gen. 6:5, 6
God saw that the wickedness of man was great in the earth…and it repented the LORD 
that He had made man on the earth, and it grieved Him at His heart. 
1. Hence, God Sought to destroy the earth, and man and all creatures thereon.
Gen. 3:22b, 23
And the LORD said, I will destroy man whom I have created from the face of the earth; 
both man, and beast, and the creeping thing, and the fowls of the air; for it repenteth Me that I have made them.
2. But first God Searched out a man to whom He might Show Grace in His Sight.
Gen. 6:8
And Noah found grace in the eyes of the LORD.
a. And God Saved Noah and his Sons and Spouses, 
Gen. 7:7
Noah went in, and his sons, and his wife, and his sons' wives with him, into the ark, 
because of the waters of the flood.
b. Together with a pair of every kind (not Species!) of creature on earth.
Gen. 7:14, 15
They, and every beast after his kind, and all the cattle after their kind… 
And they went in unto Noah into the ark, two and two of all flesh, wherein is the breath of life.
C. God saw Moses and gave him His Word to be with him – he was Reassured. 
Exo. 33:12-14
1. ​God Saw Moses and Showed him grace even before telling him his Companion in his Commission.33:12
See, Thou sayest unto me, Bring up this people: and Thou hast not let me know whom Thou wilt send with me. Yet Thou hast said, I know thee by name, and thou hast also found grace in My sight.
2. Moses Wanted to know God’s Way to be assured of His Call and Commission.
33:13
Now therefore, I pray Thee, if I have found grace in Thy sight, show me now Thy way, 
that I may know Thee, that I may find grace in Thy sight: and consider that this nation is Thy people
3. God Promised Moses His Presence – he could Rest on God’s Reassurance. 
33:14
And He said, My presence shall go with thee, and I will give thee rest.
4. Moses Sought this Grace of God’s Presence for Israel who had been Separated unto God too.  33:15, 16
For wherein shall it be known here that I and thy people have found grace in Thy sight? 
Is it not in that Thou goest with us? So shall we be separated, I and Thy people,
 from all the people that are upon the face of the earth.
5. For the one who finds Grace in the Sight of God, …
33:17, NRSV
a. God will keep His Promise to him – I will do the very thing you have asked.
b. Because He is Pleased with him – because I am pleased with you

c. Because of His Personal relationship with him – and I know you by name.
D. God Sought a Worthy Man through Whom He Might Show Grace to Redeem Man.
1. He found none Righteous on earth. 
Isa. 59:16
He saw that there was no man, and wondered that there was no intercessor: 
2. Therefore, He had to show His Grace through His Son, the only Righteous One.
Jn. 1:17
For the law was given by Moses, but grace and truth came by Jesus Christ.
3. He became the Ransom for us all.
I Tim. 2:5, 6
For there is one God, and one mediator between God and men, the Man Christ Jesus;

 Who gave Himself a ransom for all, to be testified in due time.
I Tim. 2:3-6
4. And we now can be Rich through His Grace.
Eph. 2:4, 5

But God, who is rich in mercy, for His great love wherewith He loved us,

… hath quickened us together with Christ, (by grace ye are saved;)

The people all believed God; they fasted and they prayed.
In sackcloth they repented, gave up their evil ways.

When God saw their repentance, he felt compassion great.

He turned from his fierce anger and did not fulfill his threat.

1. Grace is a multi-faceted feature in God’s dealings with man and the believer.
We are Saved from Sin by His Grace as His Gift to Sinners.
Eph. 2:8

For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God:
We are Sustained with His Strength. Thus Paul was Glad that he could Glory in his infirmities.
II Cor. 12:9

My grace is sufficient for thee: for My strength is made perfect in weakness. Most gladly therefore will I rather glory in my infirmities, that the power of Christ may rest upon me.
Grace has been acrostically defined as:

Great Riches At Christ’s Expense. Thus,
II Cor. 8:9
For ye know the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, that, though He was rich, 
yet for your sakes He became poor, that ye through His poverty might be rich.
The lyrics of the classic hymn below first penned by Philip Dodd​ridge in 1740 and added to by Au​gus​tus M. Top​la​dy in 1776 clearly delineate Grace for us:

Grace, ’tis a charming sound, Harmonious to mine ear;
Heaven with the echo shall resound, And all the earth shall hear.
Grace first contrived the way To save rebellious man;
And all the steps that grace display Which drew the wondrous plan.
Grace first inscribed my name In God’s eternal book;
’Twas grace that gave me to the Lamb, Who all my sorrows took.
Grace led my roving feet To tread the heavenly road;
And new supplies each hour I meet, While pressing on to God.
Grace taught my soul to pray And made mine eyes o’erflow;
’Twas grace which kept me to this day, And will not let me go.
Grace all the work shall crown, Through everlasting days;
It lays in heaven the topmost stone, And well deserves the praise.
O let Thy grace inspire My soul with strength divine
My all my powers to Thee aspire, And all my days be Thine.
