Introduction: “He hath” occurs 4 times in Isa. 53 in the KJV. 
Recapitulation: (1) he hath no form nor comeliness.
Isa. 53:2  - R.302

(2) he hath borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows:
Isa. 53:4  } R.303

(3) Yet it pleased the LORD to bruise him; he hath put him to grief.

Introduction:

· The Prophets of the Old Testament Predicted the Cross and the Crown of the Messiah:  
I Pet. 1:10, 11
The prophets have inquired and searched diligently, who prophesied of the grace that should come unto you: Searching what, or what manner of time the Spirit of Christ which was in them did signify, when it testified beforehand the sufferings of Christ (the Cross), and the glory that should follow (the Crown).
Isaiah the prophet was no different. He too prophesied of the Cross and the Crown of the Messiah (Christ).
· The Perspective of the New Testament also Confirmed this:

We see Jesus, Who was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death (Cross)
crowned with glory and honour.
Heb. 2:9
(4) because he hath poured out his soul unto death: Isa. 53:12
A. The Cause was the Cross - because…
Isa. 53:12b


1. he hath poured out his soul unto death: 

a. The Soul/Spirit is the innermost being of the Person – the Lord Poured Himself out completely!
b. Cf. The Soul of the Lord was exceeding sorrowful, even unto death
Mt. 26:38
c. Thus, the Lord became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.
Phil. 2:8
2. (and) he was numbered with the transgressors; 
cf. Lk. 22:37

The Lord claimed the prophecy to be fulfilled in Him – For I say unto you, that this that is written must yet be accomplished in Me, and he was reckoned among the transgressors: for the things concerning Me have an end.

Thus, with Jesus there were also two other, malefactors, led with Him to be put to death.

Lk. 23:32

3. (And) he bare the sin of many – Cf. Who His own self bare our sins in His own body on the tree. 
I Pet. 2:24
But not as the offence, so also is the free gift. For if through the offence of one many be dead, 
much more the grace of God, and the gift by grace, which is by one man, 
Jesus Christ, hath abounded unto many.
Rom. 5:15
4. and made intercession for the transgressors.
a. On the Cross Jesus interceded for Sinners:
Lk. 23:34

…said Jesus, Father, forgive them; for they know not what they do.

b. In Heaven, Jesus intercedes for Saints against the Accusations of the Adversary of the brethren:

Wherefore He is able also to save them to the uttermost that come unto God by Him, 
seeing He ever liveth to make intercession for them.
Heb. 7:25 cf. Rev. 12:10
B. The Consequence was the Crown – therefore…
Isa. 53:12a
1.  will I divide him a portion with the great, 
a. God’s Personal Touch – 1st time “I” is used in Isa. 53.

i. It is at the Apex of the Prophecy – the last verse of the chapter.

ii. It is at the Accomplishment of the Messiah’s Achievements and the Awards He will receive from God.

b. God will divide Him a Portion with the great, 
Phil. 2:9-11
i.e. I will place him among the great conquering ones of the earth
Yea, God hath done even beyond that for He also hath highly exalted Him, and given 
Him a name which is above every name: that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, 
of things in heaven, and things in earth, and things under the earth; 

And that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.

2. and he shall divide the spoil with the strong;  
Isa. 53:12a
pictures a general, after winning a battle, sharing goods taken from the enemy.
Cf. Psa. 68:18

a. Thou hast ascended on high, thou hast led captivity captive: thou hast received gifts for men; 
b. But unto every one of us is given grace according to the measure of the gift of Christ.

Wherefore he saith, When he ascended up on high, He led captivity captive, and gave gifts unto men.

Eph. 4:7, 8

His death is my plea; my Advocate see, And hear the blood speak that hath answered for me.
My ransom He was when He bled on the cross; And losing His life He hath carried my cause.
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1. Death played a very important role in the Messiah’s Mission to save man.
He was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death.

Heb. 2:9

He became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.

Phil. 2:8

The reason: Death was the punishment meted out to Man for his disobedience and sin.

· But of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: 
for in the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die.

Gen. 2:17
· In the sweat of thy face shalt thou eat bread, till thou return unto the ground; 
for out of it wast thou taken: for dust thou art, and unto dust shalt thou return.

Gen. 3:19

· the soul that sinneth, it shall die.

Eze. 18:4

· Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; 
and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned:

Rom. 5:12

· For the wages of sin is death;

Therefore to Redeem man and to take his place Jesus must suffer and die.

I Pet. 2:24
Jesus, His own self bare our sins in His own body on the tree, that we, being dead to sins, 
should live unto righteousness: by whose stripes ye were healed.
Now death can no more claim victory over us because He that was dead is now alive.

Jesus said unto her, I am the resurrection, and the life: he that believeth in Me, 
though he were dead, yet shall he live: And whosoever liveth and believeth in Me 
shall never die. Believest thou this?

Jn. 11:25, 26
So when this corruptible shall have put on incorruption, and this mortal shall have put 
on immortality, then shall be brought to pass the saying that is written, 
Death is swallowed up in victory. O death, where is thy sting? O grave, where is thy victory?
I Cor. 15:54

What do the death and resurrection of Christ mean to you today and tomorrow with respect to…

Your Salvation? – You are Saved from Sin, no more to Suffer from its penalty.


Your Sanctification? – You are dead to Sin, Risen in Him to walk in newness of life.
Your future Glorification? You have a Hope before you and a Heaven ahead of you.

2. Yet there is another aspect of the Death and Resurrection of Jesus we must consider – the spiritual perspective.
Paul says: I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave Himself for me.
When believers were baptized, they were baptized into His death and raised with Him:
Rom. 6:3-5
Know ye not, that so many of us as were baptized into Jesus Christ were baptized into his death?

Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.

For if we have been planted together in the likeness of his death, we shall be also in the likeness of his resurrection:
Therefore believers are to reckon ye also yourselves to be dead indeed unto sin, 
but alive unto God through Jesus Christ our Lord.
Rom. 6:11

Are you dead to sin and alive in Christ in your present life and living? 

What does it mean to be such?
