The Theme:

The Text: 
He hath….

Isa. 53:2, 4, 10, 12

The Thots:


Introduction: “He Hath” occurs 4 times in Isa. 53 in the KJV.

(1) he hath no form nor comeliness.
Isa. 53:2


(2) he hath borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows:
Isa. 53:4


(3) Yet it pleased the LORD to bruise him; he hath put him to grief.
Isa. 53:10


(4) 
he hath poured out his soul unto death:
Isa. 53:12

Today’s Thots are a Summary of the Four Occurrences of “He Hath” in Isa. 53.

A.  he hath...no form nor comeliness  - the Coming of the Christ (= Messiah)
Isa. 53:2
1. Jesus was in the Form of God in Heaven - i.e. Who, being in very nature God.
Phil. 2:6, NIV
2. Yet He took upon Him the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of men:
Phil. 2:7
3. Thus the mystery of Godliness: God was manifest in the flesh.
I Tim. 3:16
And so: the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory,
 the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth.
Jn. 1:14

4. Thus He came not to be ministered unto, but to minister,
and to give His life a ransom for many.
Mk. 10:45

5. So He came unto His own, and His own received Him not...
Jn. 1:11
Because he hath no form nor comeliness; 
and when we shall see him, there is no beauty that we should desire him.!
Isa. 53:2

B. he hath...borne our griefs, and Carried our sorrows – on His way to the Cross. 
Isa. 53:4 
1. He bore the Grief of Hardness in our Hearts.
Mk. 3:5
He had looked round about on them with anger, being grieved for the hardness of their hearts.
2. He bore the Grief that the whole Generation of Israel caused God in their Hearts.

Heb. 3:10
Wherefore I was grieved with that generation, and said, 
They do alway err in their heart; and they have not known My ways.
3. He carried the Sorrow that He Suffered when His very own rejected Him.

Jn. 1:12
He came unto His own, and His own received Him not.
Cf. He is despised and rejected of men; a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief:
 and we hid as it were our faces from him; he was despised, and we esteemed him not.

Isa. 53:3

4. But His Greatest Grief and Sorrow was when God forsook Him.

Mt. 27:46
Jesus cried with a loud voice, saying...My God, my God, why hast Thou forsaken Me?


Cf. it pleased the LORD to bruise him; he hath put him to grief (to) make his soul an offering for sin.
Isa. 53:10

Consider the NIV translation:

Yet it was the Lord's will to crush him and cause him to suffer, and… (make) his life a guilt offering…
a. He was Fulfilling His Father’s Will –

Lk. 22:41
And he was withdrawn from them about a stone's cast, and kneeled down, and prayed,
Saying, Father, if Thou be willing, remove this cup from me: nevertheless not My will, but Thine, be done.
b. He was Crushed even as He Cried out thus on the Cross.

Cf. Psa. 22:1-21
My God, my God, why hast thou forsaken me? 
why art thou so far from helping me, and from the words of my roaring? 
O my God, I cry in the daytime, but thou hearest not; and in the night season, and am not silent.
c. His Soul was made a Sacrifice for our Sin:

II Cor. 5:21
For He hath made Him to be sin for us, who knew no sin… Thus…
C. he hath... poured out his soul unto death – His Complete Commitment to atone for our sins.
Isa. 53:12
1. A Soul that Sins must die.
Eze. 18:4
Behold, all souls are mine:… the soul that sinneth, it shall die.
2. To be our Substitute His Self (His Soul) must be poured out unto death:
I Pet. 2:24
His own self bare our sins in His own body on the tree.
3. For without Shedding of blood is no remission of Sins.
Heb. 9:22
To God be the glory, great things He has done; So loved He the world that He gave us His Son,

Who yielded His life an atonement for sin, And opened the life gate that all may go in.

Praise the Lord, praise the Lord, Let the earth hear His voice!

Praise the Lord, praise the Lord, Let the people rejoice!

O come to the Father, through Jesus the Son, And give Him the glory, great things He has done.

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK
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1. Prophecy in the Bible is its proof of its own veracity. Isaiah’s prophecies concerning the coming Messiah from His birth, right though His life and death, to His coming and coronation when He will reign over the whole earth, which were made about 700 years before Christ was born, and which span an era of over three thousand years up to the Messiah’s millennial reign have no equal in their prophecy and accuracy. 
Accuracy? 
Prophecies concerning the Messiah’s first coming (mainly the gist of Isaiah 53) have been fulfilled to the very letter. Jesus Himself (Who was the subject of all these prophecies) testified that all these prophecies were pointing to Him. Take for instance Isaiah 53:12 –
and he was numbered with the transgressors;
Concerning this prophecy, Jesus Himself verified:
For I say unto you, that this that is written must yet be accomplished in Me, And he was reckoned among the transgressors: for the things concerning me have an end.
Or as the NIV translates it:
It is written: 'And he was numbered with the transgressors' ; and I tell you that this must be fulfilled in Me. Yes, what is written about Me is reaching its fulfilment."
There are many other prophecies in Isaiah 53 alone which were fulfilled in Jesus (review the past three Ruminations) not to mention the many in other parts of Isaiah.
In the face of such evidence of the accuracy of prophecy to prove the veracity of Scripture, indeed one must be a fool not to believe the Scripture as Jesus Himself stated:
O fools, and slow of heart to believe all that the prophets have spoken:
Ought not Christ to have suffered these things, and to enter into his glory?
Lk. 24:25, 26
The Lord then further lent His stamp of approval to demonstrate the authenticity of Scripture by referring to the rest of it:
And beginning at Moses and all the prophets, he expounded unto them in all the scriptures the things concerning himself.
Lk. 24:27
These are the words which I spake unto you, while I was yet with you, that all things must be fulfilled, which were written in the law of Moses, and in the prophets, and in the psalms, concerning me.
Lk. 24:44
If all these prophecies relating to Christ’s First Coming were fulfilled so accurately, why not the rest of the other prophecies relating to His Second Coming be fulfilled as exactly too?
Can you fully place your trust in Scripture that...
II Tim. 3:16, 17
All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, 
for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness:

That the man of God may be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all good works?

If so, how do you plan to respond to the challenge of Scripture this week?
REFLECT
2. Perhaps as a practical challenge, and as we come to a close of our meditation on the four “Thou hast” in Isaiah 53 for the past three weeks, you may now like to read the whole chapter again for this week – two verses each day for the next six days to cover the 12 verses in the chapter. Mediate on the two verses and let God speak to you concerning His Son. Try to see from God’s viewpoint what the sacrifice of His Son meant to Him.
