1. This is the 5th Anniversary of Ruminations – 
the first was published on 27th February, 2005. 
By the Lord’s Grace, He has sustained the Ruminations (264 in all up to now!) by inputting His thoughts in my Meditation and Mind to have me shared them with all of you every Lord’s Day without fail for all these 5 years! These Ruminations are centred upon the Remembrance of the Lord leading to His Reverence in preparation for the Lord’s Supper each Lord’s Day.
On this Anniversary date I have repeated above Rumination 19 which first appeared on 3rd July 2005 to invite you to join me to exalt the Lord with an instrument of ten strings. Psa. 33:2, 3; 92:1-3; 144:9. I feel that this Rumination is most appropriate for this occasion. It amounts to calling on our whole being to sing with all our hearts and with all our worth as we consider the thoughts as expressed in the rumination above to show forth Thy lovingkindness in the morning, and Thy faithfulness every night, upon an instrument of ten strings. Incidentally most of these Ruminations were Received in my Meditations in the Morning and at night! 
Blessed is the man that walketh not in the counsel of the ungodly, nor standeth in the way of sinners, nor sitteth in the seat of the scornful but his delight is in the law of the LORD; and in His law doth he meditate day and night and he shall be like a tree planted by the rivers of water, that bringeth forth his fruit in his season; his leaf also shall not wither; and whatsoever he doeth shall prosper.
