2. He knew no sin but was made sin (i.e. a Sin Offering) for us.
II Cor. 5:21
3. In Him was no sin, hence, He was manifested to take away our sins.
I Jn. 3:5
C. The Lord thus Fulfilled Bible Prophecy on the Tree.
Acts 13:29
When they had fulfilled all that was written of Him, they took Him down from the tree, 
and laid Him in a sepulchre.

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK
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1. Three prominent trees are mentioned in scripture. 
The first one was located in the Garden of Eden. It was there to test the first Adam’s obedience.
The LORD God commanded the man, saying, Of every tree of the garden thou mayest freely eat: But of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: for in the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die.
Gen. 2:16, 17
Adam failed to obey and by one man's disobedience many were made sinners…as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned:
Rom. 12:19, 12
The second “tree” was located at Calvary near the Garden of Gethsemane.  It was there that Jesus, His own self bare our sins in His own body on the tree.
I Pet. 2:24
Adam the first man is of the earth, earthy: the second man is the Lord from heaven. 

I Cor. 15:47.
Jesus came to earth to fulfil what Adam had failed through disobedience. Thus, He came from heaven to earth and as Son to the Father, learned He obedience by the things which He suffered. (Heb. 5:8). And as the second Man from heaven, He humbled Himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.
Phil. 2:8
Thus, by the obedience of One shall many be made righteous. 
Rom. 5:19
The third tree is in Paradise. It is the tree of life, which bare twelve manner of fruits, and yielded her fruit every month: and the leaves of the tree were for the healing of the nations.
And there shall be no more curse: but the throne of God and of the Lamb shall be in it;
and his servants shall serve him.
Rev. 22:2, 3
This is the fruit of One Man’s Obedience resulting in His offer of eternal life to those who believe and obey. They will be no more under curse and they will enjoy the life that Man could have enjoyed if he had been obedient from the beginning.
In the meanwhile, will you be obeying God as He speaks to you day by day throughout this week as you meditate on His Word?
REFLECT.
2. Disobedience is a serious and solemn matter not only at God’s level but also at man’s level. Consider this case in the old testament: 
If someone has a stubborn and rebellious son who will not obey his father and mother, who does not heed them when they discipline him, then his father and his mother shall take hold of him and bring him out to the elders of his town at the gate of that place. They shall say to the elders of his town, "This son of ours is stubborn and rebellious. He will not obey us. He is a glutton and a drunkard." Then all the men of the town shall stone him to death. So you shall purge the evil from your midst; and all Israel will hear, and be afraid.

Deut. 21:18-21, NRSV
Compare this with the New Testament injunction:
Children, obey your parents in the Lord: for this is right. Honour thy father and mother; which is the first commandment with promise; That it may be well with thee, and thou mayest live long on the earth. And, ye fathers, provoke not your children to wrath:
but bring them up in the nurture and admonition of the Lord.
Eph. 6:1-4
Behold, to obey is better than sacrifice, and to hearken than the fat of rams.
I Sam. 15:22
What is your response to the above as a son/daughter or as a parent (father/mother)?
