I Cor. 11:24, 25

The Thots:


A. Oft Israel Forgot.


1. Oft Israel Forgot God’s Works and Wonders.
Psa. 78:11


And forgat his works, and his wonders that he had showed them


2. Oft Israel Remembered not God’s hand in delivering them from their enemy.
Psa. 78:42


They remembered not his hand, nor the day when he delivered them from the enemy. 


Note also: Joseph Requested the chief butler to Remember him when he was freed.



Yet did not the chief butler remember Joseph, but forgat him.
Gen. 40:23


Consequently, Joseph Lingered Longer in prison until God intervened 
Gen. 41:9-14


and gave Pharaoh a dream which reminded his chief butler that Joseph could interpret dreams.



Then spake the chief butler unto Pharaoh, saying, I do remember my faults this day…


Then only Joseph was Rewarded because the butler Remembered.
Gen. 41:38-46
3.  However, God Remembered that Israel was but flesh…
Psa. 78:39


  For He remembered that they were but flesh; a wind that passeth away, and cometh not again. 
4. And when Israel Returned to God, they could Remember…
Psa. 78:34, 35

…that God was their Rock and their Redeemer.


And they remembered that God was their Rock, and the high God their Redeemer.

5. Thus lest they Forget, God set up their hope in Him that they might Remember.
Psa. 78:7


That they might set their hope in God, and not forget the works of God, but keep his commandments: 

B. Oft We Forget


1. Oft we Forget the Lord and our Redemption.

We forget how much the Price our Lord Paid to Purchase our redemption.
1 Peter 1:18, 19

Forasmuch as ye know that ye were not redeemed with corruptible things, as silver and gold…

But with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot: 

2. Oft we Remember not the Riches our Redeemer brought us in our Redemption.
2 Cor. 8:9 

For ye know the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, that, though He was rich, 

yet for your sakes He became poor, that ye through His poverty might be rich. 

3.  Thus, knowing our Frame, and remembering that we are but Flesh…
Psa. 103:14


For He knoweth our frame; He remembereth that we are dust.


And that while the spirit is Willing, the spirit is Weak and we tend to Forget…
Mt. 26:41


The spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak.

4. He Set up the Lord’s Supper that we may Remember Him:
1 Cor. 11:24, 25

And when He had given thanks, He brake it, and said, Take, eat: this is My body, 

which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of Me. 

After the same manner also He took the cup, when He had supped, saying, 

This cup is the new testament in My blood: 

This do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of Me. 

On this Lord’s Day, as we eat of the bread and drink of the cup, may we not Forget, but Remember Him.

Oft we, alas! Forget the love of Him Who bought us with His blood…

Oft we forget the woe, the pain, the sweat of blood, the accused tree,

The wrath His soul did once sustain, From sin and death to set us free.

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK
R282

1. The institution of the Lord’s Supper was as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord's death till He come. How often is often? Some think that it is sufficient to remember the Lord, or to observe the Eucharist, or to hold the Communion Service or to partake of the Lord’s Supper once a year, perhaps at Easter or at Christmas. Others think that it should be at least once a month to make it “often”, and yet not too frequent to make it too familiar. Still others insist that it ought to be every week on the first day of the week when the Lord first resurrected and the Spirit came down to earth to establish the Church. 
The early church did break bread on the first day of the week – upon the first day of the week, when the disciples came together to break bread…
Should the Lord’s Supper be observed once a week, on the first day of the week, in the morning?

Why do you think when the Lord instituted the Lord’s Supper He was rather vague in His instruction to His disciples to observe it - as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord's death till He come?
REFLECT
2. This Reflection is specially addressed to the Seniors in the golden age. 
As they get older with each passing year they oft forget. 
They often forget…
· Where they last left their spectacles, if they wear any.

· The names and faces of people who have just been introduced to them.

· What they ate or what they wore yesterday and sometimes, in more serious cases, even for that morning.

· The telephone numbers of their friends.

· What they just read from the newspapers, magazines, etc.

In certain circumstances, even what they read from their morning devotions – perhaps even this rumination. As a test, can you remember the sub-headings of the two main sections in this rumination?
· And many other things besides.

Is it a wonder therefore that the Lord tells us to remember Him? As with the above forgetful occasions we need some clues associated with the thing or event to help us remember afresh, so the Lord has left us with certain symbols, viz. the loaf and the cup of wine to help us remember Him, lest we forget.

If you are a senior, is the above your problem? If so, what are you doing about it?
