The Thots:


A. Caleb was a Man with a Different Spirit because he had another spirit different from others.  Num. 14:24
My servant Caleb, because he had another (different, NRSV) spirit with him, and hath followed Me fully
He had a Different Spirit because…
1. When others Feared to enter the Land and said: …
Num. 13:28. 29, 31

The people be strong that dwell in the land, and the cities are walled, and very great: and moreover we saw the children of Anak there… We be not able to go up against the people; for they are stronger than we.
2. … Caleb put His Faith in God and said:
Num. 13:30
Caleb stilled the people…and said, Let us go up at once, and possess it; for we are well able to overcome it.
3. This was because Caleb Followed the Lord Fully and Wholly. This was confirmed:
a. By Caleb himself:
Josh. 14:8
Nevertheless my brethren that went up with me made the heart of the people melt: 
but I wholly followed the LORD my God.

b. By God Himself:
Num. 14:24
My servant Caleb, because he had another (different, NRSV) spirit with him, and hath followed Me fully
c. By Moses:
Josh. 14:9
And Moses sware on that day, saying, Surely the land whereon thy feet have trodden shall be thine inheritance, and thy children's for ever, because thou hast wholly followed the LORD my God.
d. By Joshua:
Josh. 14:13, 14
And Joshua blessed him, and gave unto Caleb the son of Jephunneh Hebron for an inheritance.

…because that he wholly followed the LORD God of Israel.
4. Caleb, at eighty-five years of age, still Fought for the right to Fight for a mountain.
Josh 14:10-13
Lo, I am this day fourscore and five years old. As yet I am as strong this day as I was in the day that Moses sent me…Now therefore give me this mountain, whereof the LORD spake in that day…And Joshua blessed him, and gave unto Caleb the son of Jephunneh Hebron for an inheritance.
· Indeed: My servant Caleb has a different spirit and follows Me wholeheartedly.
Num. 14:24, NIV
B. Daniel was a Man with an Excellent Spirit.
Dan. 6:3
Daniel was preferred above the presidents and princes, because an excellent spirit was in him.
1. Daniel having an Excellent spirit, hence, had knowledge and understanding above all others. Cf. Pro. 17:27
He that hath knowledge spareth his words: and a man of understanding is of an excellent spirit.
a. He was a man of understanding.
KJV
b. He was a man who was even-tempered.
NIV
c. He was cool in spirit and had understanding.
NRSV
2. He was Pre-eminent – he stood out above all others.
Dan. 6:3
Daniel was preferred above the presidents and princes, because an excellent spirit was in him.
3. He was Eminent – he had knowledge above all others.
Forasmuch as an excellent spirit, and knowledge, and understanding, interpreting of dreams, and showing of hard sentences, and dissolving of doubts, were found in the same Daniel, whom the king named Belteshazzar: now let Daniel be called, and he will show the interpretation.
5:12
C. Joseph was a Man with a Prominent Spirit – he had the Spirit of God in him.
Gen. 41:38, 39

And Pharaoh said…Can we find such a one as this is, a man in whom the Spirit of God is? And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, Forasmuch as God hath showed thee all this, there is none so discreet and wise as thou art.
1. He had the Spirit of God in him.

2. His spirit was in Sync with the mind of God – God hath showed thee all this.
3. His life was Spirit-guided and Spirit-led – he was discreet and wise.
D. God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth. Jn. 4:24
1. Like Joseph and Daniel, we need to be in Sync with God’s Spirit to worship Him.
I Cor. 14:15.
I will pray with the spirit, and I will pray with the understanding also: 
I will sing with the spirit, and I will sing with the understanding also.


2. Like Caleb, we need to be fully and wholly following Him.
Gal. 5:25
If we live in the Spirit, let us also walk in the Spirit.
Let us this day be led by the Spirit to remember our Lord and to walk in the Spirit the rest of the week,

Holy Spirit, truth divine, Dawn upon this soul of mine;


Word of God and inward light Wake my spirit, clear my sight.

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK
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1. God is a Spirit: and they that worship Him must worship Him in spirit and in truth.
What does it mean to worship God in truth?

It must mean that it has to be according to the truth that the Lord had revealed then, when He was speaking to the Samaritan woman, thus:

Woman, believe Me, the hour cometh, when ye shall neither in this mountain, 
nor yet at Jerusalem, worship the Father.
Jn. 4:21
Worship of God was not limited to a locality. 

Compare what Paul preached when he was at Athens:
Acts 17: 24, 25

God that made the world and all things therein, seeing that He is Lord of heaven and earth, dwelleth not in temples made with hands; Neither is worshipped with men's hands, as though He needed any thing, seeing He giveth to all life, and breath, and all things;
Our God is not confined to a place where His worshippers must go to or make a pilgrimage to in order to worship Him. The day when His presence and glory was manifested in the Tabernacle or Temple in Jerusalem or in Mount Gerizim because the hour cometh, when ye shall neither in this mountain, nor yet at Jerusalem, worship the Father was past gone. 
Jn. 4:21
Worship of God was no more channelled through the Jews through rituals and ceremonies as in Old Testament times. 

Ye worship ye know not what: we know what we worship: for salvation is of the Jews.
The Gospel was presented to the Jews in picture form through rituals and ceremonies as a shadow of things to come.  The way of salvation then was of the Jews – the gospel of Christ: for it is the power of God unto salvation to every one that believeth; to the Jew first, and also to the Greek.  (Rom. 1:16). 

Seeing that there are priests that offer gifts according to the law: Who serve unto the example and shadow of heavenly things (Heb. 8:4, 5)…For the law having a shadow of good things to come, and not the very image of the things, can never with those sacrifices which they offered year by year continually make the comers thereunto perfect. (Heb. 10:1)

These same sacrifices can never take away sins.
But this Man, after He had offered one sacrifice for sins for ever, sat down on the right hand of God; From henceforth expecting till His enemies be made His footstool.

For by one offering He hath perfected for ever them that are sanctified. (Heb. 10:12-14)
The Substance had come; thus the Shadow is done away with.

Now we worship God in Truth – the truth of what the Lord had accomplished and perfected for us.

Our worship of God is no more confined to a pilgrimage to a certain sacred place or tied to man-made rituals and ceremonies. Our worship is now spiritual – worshipping God in Spirit and in truth. 

Are you worshipping Him in the light and revelation of His truth?
REFLECT.
2. We are also to worship God in Spirit because He is Spirit.
To do so, we need…

To have His Spirit - we have His Spirit when we believe in the Lord.
Eph. 5:13, NIV

Having believed, you were marked in Him with a seal, the promised Holy Spirit.

To walk in the Spirit – If we live in the Spirit, let us also walk in the Spirit.
Gal, 5:25
And to be Sanctified by the Spirit in the Truth, as the Lord prayed:
Jn. 17:17

Sanctify them through Thy truth: Thy word is truth.

Thus to Worship God we need to do so in the Revelation of His Truth 

and be in Right Relationship with Him in the Spirit. Are you?
